Introduction.

The research relates to processing management. It affects digital entrepreneurship
and is driven by rapidly changing perceptions of efficiency, shifting the focus of all
countries from extensive business profit maximization to intensive. The transformation
of views is characteristic of the modern state of the domestic business environment,
which has evolved rapidly since D. Pocetio developed his business from a small kiosk
in the Podolsk department store of Kyiv to one of the largest Internet shops in Ukraine
F.ua. Influenced by the globalization of economic relations, the virtualization of
entrepreneurial activities (following the example of D. Pocatello) and the rapid
degradation of the environment, the Disturbance of ecological balance, and the gradual
depletion of natural resources, all activities of Ukrainian entrepreneurs are shifting to
and evolving in the digital environment.

Procurement through the Intern is developing [3; 4]. The methods of searching
and attracting clients over the Internet are expanding in lid-management. Internet
marketing, advertising in search and social networks, and advertising on online
thematic resources have also developed [5]. A list of specialized online resources for
intellectual services without long-term contracts expanded. These resources develop
remote formats for supplier-consumer interactions. Data security is almost entirely
migrating to the Internet. Virtual centers for monitoring and processing information
security events are being developed instead of classic (physical) means of protection
[6]. In the digital environment, even the oldest forms of economic operations in
education, entertainment, journalism, etc., are evolving.

Leading entrepreneurs in Ukraine (as well as all over the world) are increasingly
introducing strategies for the digital transformation of economic activity in life.
Entrepreneurs are doing so for sustainable development and want to work with those
economic actors that match their level of digitization.

The changes produced by digital entrepreneurship are shifting to qualitatively new
models of profit and consumer satisfaction. These changes provide opportunities for a
regulated reorientation of the national business management system towards
sustainable development.

The basis for determining the content of such regulated processes is the
mathematical evaluation of shapes and vectors. It is the form and vectors of the
evolution of entrepreneurship, the basis for its transition to more responsible economic
activities.

The research objective is to develop a framework for mapping the regulated
processes of reorienting the national system of business management towards
sustainable development based on a mathematical assessment of forms and vectors.

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Most scientists divide the forms of digital activity into four generalized groups:
trade in goods, trade in services, traffic business, and website business. That's typical
for review sources (Kulik V.A. [1]) and highly specialized sources (in particular
Borovyi A.IL. [11], Sachynska, L.V. [12], Hlinenko L.K., Dainovskyi Yu.A. [13]).

Thus, among scientists and practitioners, the highest priority is given to digital
forms of trade in goods (Dementyi D. [6], Demkiv Ya.V., Prokopyshyn-Rashkevych
L.M. [7]). Some coverage in the specialized literature has found a digital format trade
in services. However, non-financial services, online transactions (Dementiy D. [6])
testing of digital products (Tertychnyi, Ya.S. [9]) allocate as separate forms of
entrepreneurship

The scientific works deal with traffic business and website business diversity but
refer to different forms of economic activity, which differ in the content of the base
processes. A typical example is contextual advertising, CPA networks, attraction or
acquisition of thematic traffic, etc. (Dementiy D. [6], Panasiuk T., et al. [5], Sachynska
L.V.[10]). At the same time (in the works of Dementia D. et al. [8]), attention is drawn
to the fact that the list of forms of traffic business and website business is much broader
on the processes by nature and logic of entrepreneurial income forming and
peculiarities of servicing the needs of consumers.

The specific content behind these processes is taking many forms of digital
entrepreneurship that have not previously been identified by scientists and practitioners
as autonomous forms of digital business activity. In particular, local Internet stores,
Internet-Drop Shipping, blogging, freelance, etc. [14; 15]). Such limited approaches to
the content of digital entrepreneurship led to a generalized view of its forms and
vectors.

2.1. Theoretical Background.

Analysis of the scientific work, research of the Internet service providers in
Ukraine, and lead consulting companies (Ernst&  Young  Global
Limited, PricewaterhouseCoopers) indicate that sustainable entrepreneurship
development in Ukraine links to qualitatively new digital formats and vectors by which
income generate. Its data that create from a set of elements that have final external
manifestation as a numerical value and direction of evolution. The theoretical study
core led to the conclusion that the diversity of forms of digital economy activity is
uniform in the content of the core process. They combined into a single structure that
will form a central component of shaping with a unified language of mathematical
analysis of the vectors of digital entrepreneurship. The methods are available in the
ANSYS AUTODYN software environment sharing to collect data and implement the
mathematical estimation (which mapping basis formed) shaping techniques, value
dependency analysis methods, factor regression, and mathematical analysis in two-
dimensional and higher dimensional spaces. Factor regression sharing is a fundamental
method. The approach uses the operation of several series models where the current
values of these series depend on past values of the same time series.

This study showed that ANSYS AUTODYN there widely vector models; they are
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generalized into numerically vector models to trigger simulations to reorient the
national business management system towards sustainable development. It makes
ANSYS AUTODYN the best code to model the processes of reorienting the national
business process management system towards continuous development. Research
procedures focus on a combination of «development» and vector processes in assessing
the sustainable development of digital entrepreneurship in Ukraine. All made visible
gains possible in the validity of the mapping of national business management system

The "mapping" uses a data system with potentially different vectors of one or
various forms of the digital economy. This data system uses a sustainable development
vector matrix and is complemented by two-factor vector regressions and numerically
vector regression. Due to the complexity of these processes, they implement in the
ANSYS AUTODYN software environment. ANSYS AUTODYN allows to perform
not only engineering analysis but also to model complex physical and mathematical
phenomena. Since the ANSYS AUTODYN software environment supports the
evolutionary modeling option, the data system it generates is ideal for describing the
evolution of digital economic activity. All variables in a vector-regression model
consider symmetrically, explaining the evolutionary attributes based on their lags and
the lags of other variables in the model. The vector model forms the ANSYS
AUTODYN environment. It lays on damage interdependencies of minimization ability
of future generations to meet their needs.

2.2. Methodology.

The framework for the mapping of the regulated processes of the reorientation of
the national business management system towards sustainable development is provided
by the analytical link between a List of constructs or forms of business activity (the
linked tasks of the basic processes in their content allowed to note their one-
dimensional effect on the numerical values). Thus, the constructs are represented as
trigger-factors (X), that go through qualitative changes in values that affect the
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sustainability of Ukraine’s development; Vectors of sustainable development. Linked
tasks created by triggers and output indicators Y (Q), coefficients of determinations of
regression XY models measured by constants. As trigger-factors (X) allocated the same
structure (the mathematical magnitude models illustrating quantitative changes of
boundary points: X1 — Local Internet shop; X2 - Internet Drop shipping; X3 Lead
management; (X4) Freelance; (X5) Online education; (X6) Online entertainment; (X7)
Cybersecurity; (X8) Blogging; (X9) Investment platforms; (X10) Arbitration of traffic
and CPA network. Output indicators (Y) to reorient the national system of
entrepreneurship management to the sustainable development of Ukraine, formed in
the directions of transformation: 1) in the labor market, in particular, by the number of
employees needed to perform a certain amount of work in a timely and quality manner
(Q1); by the number of production operations and communications for which there is
dematerialization of workers' activities (Q2); 2) in the behavior, attitudes, and values
of people as consumers and virtualization of the social reproduction system, in
particular, by the number of physical equivalents of products and services replaced by
virtual (Q3); by the number of assorted groups of services, products or trade assortment
(Q4); 3) in the business behavior in the use of resources, in particular, by the number
of physical infrastructure facilities (QS5); the volume of «green» revenues(Q6). Thus,
trends in the movement towards sustainable development were presented in vector
form with integration according to the degree of correlation. The responses of X to a
dynamic load with a large number of high-velocity results can be complex. Therefore,
the necessary properties of the reorientation processes are very difficult to find.
However, the software environment not only forms two-factor models and defines the
patterns that are observed equally in the material and non-material spheres of business
constructs (for example, shops / Internet shops, Drop shipping / Internet Drop shipping,
etc.). In ANSYS AUTODYN, two-factor vector models are automatically generalized
in numerically large vector models.

2.3. Results and discussion.

To simplify the framework for the mapping of regulated processes (in reorienting
the national system for the management of entrepreneurial processes towards the
sustainable development of Ukraine), the structure of digital entrepreneurship has been
formed. To help users, the ANSYS AUTODYN library contains over 150 types of
processes covering the most common forms of digital entrepreneurship. The data are
based on published sources and describe features of digital entrepreneurship, so the
user can implement a mechanism of formation up to the point of the greatest diversity.
According to ANSYS AUTODYN, form formation is based on the properties of only
those processes that are common to the elements of the structure at the point of greatest
diversity. This refers to the properties of the basic processes of income recovery and
the logic of income generation as well as the satisfaction of consumer needs.
Construction of digital entrepreneurship in Ukraine in the point of greatest diversity is
presented in table 2.

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The procedure detailed in ANSYS AUTODYN made it possible to isolate the
final structure of entrepreneurship such as a collection, which is quantified by
entrepreneurs, among whom: 11,5% percent operate in local Internet shops; 8.5 percent
are involved in Internet-Drop-Hopping; 11.9 percent in lead generation; 20.13% in
freelance; 4.21% in online education; 20.73% in online entertainment; 1.2% in
investment; 11.12% in cybersecurity; 8.98% in blogging; 2.55% in arbitration and CPA
networks [15].

Due to differences in the content of the basic process, the Lagrange-Eulerian
arbitrary method, which excludes incorrect errors in the calculation of deformation
problems, discovers that the list of available designs on a worldwide scale is much
more varied. And yet, according to the structure of digital entrepreneurship, its above-
mentioned constructs are the main ones globally and in Ukraine.

In ANSYS AUTODYN, a description of the evolution of the sustainable
development movement behind the constructs determines the vector form of the
statement of results. It aimed at forming directed segments of factor-trigger (trigger
factors) X and Output indicators (V) [20, c¢. 311-340;]. For the coordinate
representation of vectors, the concept of projection of a vector over an axis is important.

For projection, the properties of the correlation density of its internal points
attributed, illustrate how the sphere of digital entrepreneurship produces transformative
effects: on the labor market; on the behavior, attitudes, and values of people as
consumers; on the business behavior in the use of resources. In particular, for the
transformation of the labor market from 2010 to 2020, the trend is to increase the
number of jobs from 2,685.7 to 3,185 thousand [16]. However, the effect is related to
the constructs that are dematerialized and require hybrid skills, namely, different
activities. During the period under review, the job increase is in the constructs, for
which it is cheaper for entrepreneurs to pay hybrid specialists than to automate their
work or recruit a team for each new job.

Among such constructs are arbitration traffic and the CPA network, investment
platforms, blogging, freelance, cybersecurity, etc. In some constructs, there is a
reduction in the number of employees (Q1), as their monotonous functions are replaced
by IT solutions for Internet commerce, training platforms with autonomous options,
etc. Additionally, there is a trend of the dematerialization of workers' activities (Q2).
The number of productive operations and communications based on the use of
information technologies is increasing for all constructs. Dematerialization reduces the
number of jobs in simple, monotone employment.

Vector interpretation form of influence Q1 and Q2 on sustainable development
through the transformation of the labor market according to 2010-2020 presented
in Figure 1. In ANSYS AUTODYN, when there are a significant number of vector
models, their content is automatically generalized in numerically vector models. Based
on numerically vector models, simulations were launched to reorient the national
business management system towards sustainable development. Simulations can adjust
by world trends. Thus, the interpretation form of influence Q1 and Q2 on sustainable
development in the numerical vector model can be granted as Y = -487.4128 +
0.1554X1 + 1.1832X2. The results simulation revealed a high density of connection
between a numerical vector model and the process of sustainable entrepreneurship
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development.

ANSYS AUTODYN can compare, view, and visualize information regarding the
impact of Q1 and Q2 on sustainable development.

The transformation of people’s behavior, attitudes, and values as consumers of
digital business constructs is characterized by the desire to produce goods, products,
and services used only in a specific virtual environment.

There have been sales for real money: various game items in online games;
weapon screens at trading sites selling gambling equipment; game accounts; YouTube
channels with subscriber databases; electronic equivalents of real money, etc.
Concerning the nature of consumer behavior transformation, it can be identified not
only by the increase in the number of physical equivalents of goods, products, and
services that replace by virtual ones (Q3) but also by the expansion of the range of
services, product or trade assortment (Q4). The rapid growth of Q4 is since the range
of virtual goods, products and services is much broader than physical goods.

For example, an assortment of virtual calendars and planners contains classic
calendars for a year, month, week, «to do» lists; blogging, cleaning and diary planners,
budget planners; project and menu planners; tracker of habit; shopping lists, checklists
for different topics. In addition, these virtual products may contain graphic, musical,
audio-visual, and animation elements.

Real money equivalents, as virtual goods, show a constant increase in their
quantity and classifications. The composition of electronic money equivalents
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individuals for social networks, virtual worlds, online games, cryptocurrency markets,
etc. [17; 18].

The effect of transforming people’s behaviors, attitudes, and values as consumers
is to increase the adaptability and flexibility of digital entrepreneurship, with a
corresponding reduction in the costs of scaling-up processes.

Vector interpretation form of influence Q3 and Q4 on sustainable development
through the transformation of the behavior, attitudes, and values of people as
consumers to 2010-2020 (presented in Figure 2), converted ANSYS AUTODYN to an
in the numerical vector model, can be granted as Y =-54.2664 +0.4253X1 + 0.5574X2.

(Q6) (Figure 3).

The effects are energy and resource-saving in entrepreneurial activities, which
satisfy the interests of the society and link to the increasing cash receipts from low-
carbon businesses and the use of non-renewable resources. Additional results connect
with minimizing the mix of buildings, systems, services needed to produce goods,
service delivery, and other functions that meet the needs of consumers and are
necessary for efficient business.

A typical example is the use of virtual infrastructure for business, which contains
an environment that enables the team to operate effectively to profit generation, using
only Internet connectivity. In particular: The Virtual Information Security Monitoring
and Processing Center or the virtual office of Brama group, Nexus, etc.; A place on the
Internet, which allows to carry out sell operations, virtual trading platforms for many
sellers, Internet Drop-Hopping platforms; digital systems and learning management
platforms, etc.

Vector interpretation form of influence Q5 and Q6 on sustainable development
through the transformation of business behavior in the use of resources to 2010-
2020, converted ANSYS AUTODYN to an in the numerical vector model, can be
granted as Y=-258.1317+0.03098X1+0.08352X2. The results simulation revealed a
high density of connection between a numerical vector model and the process of
sustainable entrepreneurship development. The numerically determinate rate (R) is
0,9911. The impact of each of the identified digital business constructs on the
sustainable development of Ukraine is unidirectional. It illustrated the vector matrix of
the sustainable development of digital entrepreneurship in Ukraine (Table. 3).

When hosts connect to shared storage the matrix is a database file ANSYS

Keep track of the national business management system reorientation on
sustainable development connected to the fact that the constructs of digital economic
activity in Ukraine minimized the number of resources mobilized and more responsible
activity transition lead [19; 20, p. 108-110]. The computational dynamics of ANSY'S
AUTODYN illustrate the gradual minimization of damage to the ability of future
generations to meet their own needs. Factors that reduce the number of purchases of
Ukrainians from foreign entrepreneurs (i.e., long delivery times, unsatisfactory return
conditions, difficulties in accessing information in a foreign language) simultaneously
increase the volume of domestic trade through local Internet shops.

In particular, in 2018, the turnover of local Internet stores was about 1,76 billion
dollars, in 2019, the turnover was 2019 p. 2,76 billion dollars. In 2020, the total volume
of this turnover in Ukraine increased to 3,06 billion dollars [4]. The structure of such
turnover volume of «green» revenues gradually increases. From 2010 to 2020,
construction (thanks to the logic of income generation) contributes to dematerialization
of [14; 15]: workers' activities; physical infrastructure facilities. The dematerialization
probably did not include all property complexes but refers to the part used for goods
sale and the supply of trade services. In particular, the trading room replaces by its
virtual counterpart. Vendor activities move to specialized websites. Of course, with the

sale of physical goods, there is still a need for production and storage infrastructure.
The site with product catalogs allows entrepreneurs to allow fast diversify the
assortment. There are now up to 11,000 outlet groups in local online shops. The
virtualization of physical goods further expands the range of products //4]. Today
local Internet shops offer a pattern, knitting patterns, records of master classes on the
sewing of things, sets of thematic recipes, electronic maps, books, journals, checklists,
etc. Through local online shops, entrepreneurs can operate with minimal resources. It
can target audiences of potential clients with minimal staff. Specificity is available at
the barrier to entry. It is determined by the type of goods, characteristics of their
production, and storage.

Internet Drop-Hopping is the sale of physical goods and services. The remaining
impact of Internet-Drop on the sustainable development of Ukraine is almost identical
to that produced by the local Internet shop. Such an entrepreneur does not draw stocks
from the warehouse.

The Drop shipper buys the goods from the manufacturer (when: he receives the
order and payment buyer; he gives the order to the wholesaler for a commission). As a
result, between 2010 and 2020, 86 thousand stayed 33 thousand objects in the physical
infrastructure. There is a tendency to replace offices and call centers with virtual
analogs.

The Drop shipper uses numerous automation services. These services provide the
possibility to synchronize the price of the goods with the manufacturer and the drop
shipper, automate margin and the transmission of customer addresses to the
manufacturer, etc.

As a result, during the period under review, the number of productive operations
and communications for which dematerialization workers' activities were available
increased from 2 to 12 thousand units //5]. Thanks to dematerializing activity, the
employee can simultaneously manage several shops with different types of goods.
Logically employer requires fewer employees as an employer. The total number of
employees engaged from 2010 to 2020 decreased from 490 thousand to 290 thousand
people /15].

The impact of lead generation on the sustainable development of Ukraine arises
from the fact that there is an entrepreneur income from producing marketing services
with virtual components.

At present, the production range of services goes diversities. For 2010 - 2020, the
production of services includes over 12 thousand groups of services, formed by
substitution for virtual analogs of most services with physical components. Among
them: are a collection of contact information of the target audience, advertising, and
marketing [14].

The lead generation income produces determined by the activity lead attracting
and linked to payment for the results-oriented action of users. This form of
entrepreneurship aims at Maximum dematerialization of the worker activity and
physical infrastructure.

Previously, for the provision of intellectual services without a long-term contract,
entrepreneurs used advertising resources such as: newspapers, magazines, TV
advertisements, mail distribution; calendars, posters; word of mouth.
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The digital form of such entrepreneurship, called freelance, reached significant
proportions. The impact of freelance on Ukraine’s sustainable development is directly
related to the logic of income generation from such business activities. This process
carries through the sale of services on Facebook, LinkedIn, or Freelance Exchanges
and Services. As a result, intellectual services-oriented entrepreneurship without a
long-term contract requires a lower physical infrastructure facility.

In 2010 were involved 78 thousand buildings, systems, or services. In 2020 for
the construction were needed approximately 18 thousand objects were. Furthermore,
from 2010 to 2020, various areas of intellectual work are virtualized. For example, in
2010, entrepreneurs provided 8 thousand virtual analogs of services, and in 2020 only
44 thousand [14]. The service nomenclature constituting the general economic interest
of consumers was extensions from 4 to 14.6 thousand units. It is possible: to increase
the number of clients without increasing the staff costs and office rent; to offer virtual
services to clients anywhere in the world. Getting stable entrepreneur needs profit:
professional development; global business connections; improved marketing and
financial management skills.

Online education and online entertainment have a significant impact on the
sustainable development of Ukraine. Given the worker's dematerialization and
infrastructure in these areas, it is feasible to start without investment; to increase the
number of customers without staff costs increase; to offer services to customers
anywhere in the world. However, to receive a steady flow of income for entrepreneurs,
it 1s unnecessary to create a product but to dematerialize staff activities as much as
possible and automate the process of providing and selling services.

Cybersecurity is a construct that promotes sustainable development by pursuing
the virtualization of products and services that form in server, storage, and network
software environments. The income generation uses the reliability of the remote
monitoring and processing center of information security events to protect against
viruses, hacker attacks, and data counterfeiting. It was understandable that the number
of services replaced by virtual analog increased from 11 to 138 thousand units between
2010 and 2020. The trend has been taking place against the environment of explosive
expansion of enhancement of those services. For example, security management
combating counteracting cyberattacks, detecting, preventing, responding, and
localizing threats contain 49 thousand virtual service sets. These services are Cloud-
based security; application security in multi-level systems; IT infrastructure security;
security of processes of access to data and services; control and elimination of
emergencies, etc. From 2010 to 2020, the number of productive operations and
communications dematerialization of workers' activities increased to 38 thous. For
example, the cloud security activities architects dematerialize. The processes and
security technologies integration, taking into account user needs, applications, and data
through cloud services, is dematerialized. Monitoring of incoming and outgoing
Internet traffic via firewalls and anti-virus applications dematerializes. The same trends
are characteristic data protection and communication channels by cryptographic
gateways, ensuring stable operation of server equipment, etc. It results from a decline
in infrastructure that cybersecurity utilizes for effective operations.

Blogging contributes to sustainable development through income-generating
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logic. An entrepreneur-blogger does unuse physical infrastructure, but only a blog. A
blog is a site entry containing text and images added. A simple blog alternating is a
channel on YouTube etc. Entrepreneurial income schemes depend on the cost of access
to the audience and opportunities for additional income generation. Thus, a blogger-
entrepreneur with an English-speaking audience earns on average $ 7.60 per 1000
views in Ukraine per $ 1 per 1000 views.

Entrepreneur investment operator ensures sustainable development by creating
and servicing dematerialized cryptocurrency platforms or investors. This form of
entrepreneurship requires a significant initial investment in data centers that work on
tasks to capture transactions in databases and adjustment of the database on the content
of user transactions.

However, there are problems with the energy intensity of data centers that operate
dematerialized structures. The energy efficiency of economic activity accelerates the
degradation of the environment in cases where energy obtains from «dirty» coal-fired
power plants. At the same time, in Ukrainian reality, such entrepreneurship may
contribute to the introduction of a market for excess electricity produced by nuclear
power plants (considering the electricity production surplus in Ukraine due to the
impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on the national economy).

The arbitration of traffic and the CPA network contribute to sustainable
development because each product of this sphere is virtual or contains virtual
components. This entrepreneurship includes direct business (arbitration) and
partnerships based on CPA networks (partner site networks). In particular, in 2020, the
CPA network sites offer up to 4 thousand partner program groups, which developed to
attract arbitration and offers. For income recovery, the entrepreneur-arbitrator uses
purchase traffic. Purchase traffic transfer to partner programs, where the visitor passes
to the partner’s page via a referral link. The entrepreneur owner of the CPA network
for its monetization is enough to use for the «off» page of the partner. At the same time,
the arbitrator offers to offer up to 8.9 thousand sets of services. From 2010 to 2020, the
construct note: a constant increase of physical equivalents of goods, products, and
services replaced by virtual ones; expansion of the services; waiver of physical
infrastructure. The entrepreneurs in the sphere of arbitration traffic and the CPA
network use the office as a flexible working space that is unintended for permanent
work [16].

Conclusion

In ANSYS AUTODYN it is possible to combine the formative and vector
processes in estimating the sustainable development of digital entrepreneurship in
Ukraine. It allows for a sound approach to the development of levels of mapping,
reorienting the national system of entrepreneurship management. The mapping should
begin by breaking down all areas of entrepreneurship into sectors according to the
specifics of the basic processes. This will ensure that areas for impact change are
identified.

The identification of areas requiring effective changes in entrepreneurship is
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desirable in the following directions: of the labor market. Identification by the number
of employees, the number of productive operations and communications for which
there is dematerialization of workers' activities is available; of behavior, attitudes, and
values of people as consumers. Identification by the number of physical equivalents of
goods, products, services that are replaced by virtual ones and the number of range of
services, product, or trade assortment; of business behavior in the use of resources.
Identification by the number of physical infrastructure facilities and volume of «green»
revenues. The content of the mapping levels is formed through multiple iterations of
changes to achieve the desired level of sustainable development. At the same time, the
ANSYS AUTODYN environment makes it possible to implement a reorientation of
the national system of managing the business processes, taking into account the
systemic influence of factors and the strength of their interactions with the
output indicators. This important because it is output indicators that determine the
direction of sustainable development and form an understanding of how the interaction
forces can change the structures of economic activity.

The results of the research are useful in the development of levels of mapping
with the reorientation of the national system of business process management in the
ANSYS AUTODYN software environment. These levels of mapping are easily
understood even in the face of permanent increase information update and increases.

Introduction

The study of OB helps to determine the human texture specific to each
organization. Employees have different ways of comparing themselves at work: they
are sociable or lonely, they are the masters of their actions or, on the contrary, they are
victims of the context, considering that job satisfaction depends on themselves, etc. All
these aspects of their behavior determine the need to analyze and better understand the
factors, based on which each is part of the organizational activity, as a unique and
unrepeatable individual. Factors in question include the variables that determine OB,
implicitly, its dimensions: individual behavior, group behavior, organization, and
organizational environment.

Variables and influencing factors are the elements that determine the appearance,
development, change and completion of a process, an action, a phenomenon, in our
case behaviors. In this context, we will analyze the main variables (influencing factors)
with imminent impact on organizational behavior.

Therefore, individual behavior (IB), as a basic dimension of organizational
behavior (OB), occurs as a result of the interaction between the individual and various
environmental factors. The behaviors that result from this interaction, are so different,
that they can serve as sources for the development of creativity, talents, etc., but also
for conflicts and frustration. Or, for the successful activity of the organization, the
managers must recognize (evaluate) and direct (model) the behaviors of the employees,
in order to achieve the individual and organizational objectives.

4.1. Assessing and influencing organizational behavior through the
"intelligence' variable

A behavioral assessment variable is employee intelligence, which refers to the
ability to understand easily and well, to grasp what is essential, to solve new situations
or problems based on previous experience. Intelligence 1s of two types: academic or
cognitive (IQ) and emotional (EQ).

Academic intelligence is determined through intelligence tests and i1s a
combination of an individual's potential and the knowledge he or she acquires in the
early years of life and during formal education®. By acting through academic
intelligence, anyone can guarantee success in any type of activity, including evaluating
and shaping their own and others' behavior.

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Of course, researchers vote differently: some are pro 1Q, some are pro EQ. Our
view is that both types of intelligence deserve attention because they play a role in
influencing behavior. However, it is imperative in the process of forming a competitive
behavior to develop continuous development plans, and this is the privilege of EQ.

The following argument is also important: Unlike 1Q, which changes quite a bit
after adolescence, EQ develops as a person goes through life and learns from
experience. And finally, unlike 1Q, EQ has proven to be a more reliable predictor of
success in professional life. IQ and EQ are not opposing competencies, but rather
separate ones, but the former cannot function to its full potential without the latter.

Therefore, a person can get a job based on cognitive skills and which, based on
education structured on the accumulation of knowledge, memorizing thought patterns,
assessing their level of retention, favors obtaining a degree. The diploma and high
marks will allow the person to occupy a position, while the person who exploited his
EQ will obtain the position. The difference is that through 1Q, someone "gets a job"
and through EQ, they are "promoted to a job" because everyone is able to get jobs, if
they fall within 1Q limits, but achieve outstanding performance, which to ensure his
success in the chosen career, it is in the power of those who have and exploit their EQ
(figure 1).

Another argument in favor of emotional intelligence is the statement of Daniel
Goleman, who analyzed and described in depth the concept that: ,,emotions well
examined, well channeled into appropriate behavior, lead to increased performance,
better interpersonal relationships and a reduction general stress™”.

Scientist R. M. Candea considers that all activities of the organization, as long
as they involve human activity, they carry the imprint of emotions, and these may favor
the development of activities or may make it impossible. The same scientist says that,
regardless of the angle from which we approach emotional intelligence, what makes
the connection between people, what makes it possible to work together and achieve

synergy of efforts, is communication: "skills such as conflict resolution, motivation,

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leadership, leadership work in a team, etc. they are strongly dependent on the ability to
communicate effectively and efficiently. The success of the manager depends on how
well he manages to create and maintain productive relationships with subordinates™®.
In conclusion, we point out that the key to changing some types of relationships
into successful relationships is to educate intelligent emotional behavior, which
benefits everyone involved, because EQ allows you to recognize and react to the
emotions and feelings of others and guide those emotions to help everyone. This
argument applies to any member of the organization and, in particular, to leaders /

managers.

4.2. Assessing and influencing organizational behavior through the "learing"
variable

The evidence that man is prone to reproduce patterns of behavior whose
consequences are accepted as favorable and, conversely, tries not to repeat behaviors
followed by negative consequences, follows from the statement that any behavior can
be learned, maintained and modified under the action of consolidators or of some
reinforcing factors. ,,Training is really nothing more than organizing conditions for
reinforcement," says B. F. Skinner, the founder of consolidation theory®.

Projecting the situation in the organization, we conclude that employee behavior
can range from productive to unproductive / counterproductive, depending on how the
manager, acting as moderator, alternates between stimuli and consequences, while
explaining to subordinates the interdependence between his behavior and results.
subsequent. Given that the result is a new behavior, the alternation of stimuli and
consequences is aligned in the process called learning, and because it is done by
managers in the organization - organizational learning (OL).

Thus, a variable of evaluation, of recognition of individual behavior in the
organization is the OL, which is the type of learning carried out by the organization for
its employees, in order to amplify and adapt the identified knowledge, acquire skills
and continuously influence behavior, based on the practice and experience gained in
the organizational environment, either foreign (if they worked in another organization)
or the current economic unit. It involves an internal process of the individual, which
results in new behaviors and actions. The key factors in this process are practice and
experience, as they provide information about the consequences of any behavior!®.

According to the teacher Gh. Caprarescu, OL acts on the behavior of an individual
through two of its forms ! (figure 2):

A) Operant learning;

Or, the individual
modifies his behavior according to the previous practice, and the operative
learning provides two processes, which can serve as managerial implications of
behavior orientation: a) consolidation and b) diminution.

a) A definition of consolidation states that it is ,,the process of maintaining and
reinforcing behavior as a result of the use of certain incentives, called
consolidators "/*. Consolidators, in turn, can be: positive and negative. But the
nature of the incentive depends on how the consolidators are perceived by the
one who applies them, but also on the one on whom they are applied.

As a rule, positive consolidation is a tool for maintaining and stimulating
behavior, based on the systematic selection and use of favorable incentives, material
(premiums, rewards) or immaterial (praise, appreciation), suitable for any type of
behavior. However, it should be noted that, in excess, these consolidators cease to be
positive and lead to the opposite behavior.

Negative consolidation shapes an individual's behavior by eliminating or
preventing an unfavorable stimulus of an immaterial nature (criticism, sanctions) or a
material nature (fines, penalties) of behavior. As with positive reinforcement, negative
stimuli should be handled with great care, as overuse, overuse can lead to hostile and
aggressive reactions from the individual.

b) Diminution 1s based on incentives which ,,decrease the probability of occurence
of a certain learned behavior”'* and is manifested by the extinction and
sanction of the behavior.

Extinction provides that a behavior can be abandoned if its consolidation is stopped

and, at the same time, the desired behavior is stimulated. For example, a difficult
employee, who creates problems within the organization through incessant
dissatisfaction, may draw on his side and form a group of undecided or opportunists,
who, through his support, will strengthen the behavior of the problem employee. In this
way, the situation becomes threatening for the organization. So such behavior must be
abandoned. The solution would be to explain to the group members that the issues the
employee is discussing are false and that his support continues to alter the company's
climate. Lacking support, the difficult employee will eventually change his behavior.
According to the sanction, unwanted behavior can be changed by using a negative,
hostile stimulus. The efficient use of sanctions in order to reduce the learned behaviors
requires the observance of some rules:

- The sanction must have a really discouraging effect. If chosen and applied
correctly, the sanction can act as a positive consolidator. For example, low-
performing employees, who are punished for working overtime, are actually
earning because they are being paid overtime. In this case, the sanction acts as
a positive reinforcer for unwanted behavior.

- The sanction must be applied as soon as the unwanted behavior occurs.
Postponement of punishment makes unwanted behavior more difficult to
overcome by repetition.

- The sanction cannot be preceded or followed by a reward. For example, bosses
who apply a punishment and then try to tame it by showing sympathy, risk
sending confused signals to employees, reinforcing inappropriate behavior.

- The sanction cannot be applied to the expected behavior. For example, in the
organization, the most successful employees are entrusted with additional
tasks, because they successfully solve any problems. Sometimes this "trust"
from bosses can be interpreted by the employee as a sanction.

B) Social learning is another form of a OL, according to which a person adopts a

behavior as a result observing and evaluating the behavior of others by:

a) imitation

b) self-consolidation.

a) Imitation 1s a copy of the behavior of others by direct observation and
imagination, constituting a direct modeling by trial and error. Imitation is a
form of consolidation, because it acts only in the situation where one's
experience or image has a consolidating role. That is why it is recommended
to imitate attractive, lively, credible, competent employees with a high social
status.

b) Self-consolidation is the process by which employee compares a pattern of
foreign behavior with his own behavior. In this process, it is necessary to
connect with the motivation and reward system, because the organization can
and must encourage desirable behaviors by offering rewards and appreciation
when they occur. As for managers, they need to keep in mind that their actions
are perceived by subordinates as a pattern of behavior.

So the organizational learning process promotes the idea that an old behavior can

be changed by learning a new one based on personal behavior and others. The role of
catalyst and mentor in this process must be assumed by the manager / leader.
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4.3. Assessing and influencing organizational behavior through the ,,stress”
variable

Another evaluation variable, and at the same time, the influence of behavior,
important for an effective leader / manager, is stress.

Stress is a state of inner imbalance and is the result of an interaction between
an environment and an individual. In addition to physical stressors (cold, heat, exertion,
noise, etc.), there are also emotional stressors, which affect the endocrine system and,
as a result, the health of employees.

In the organization, stress arises from the action on the employee of the work
factors in the employee's work environment, including the action of individuals, groups
and the organization in which the employee works. This type of stress is called
organizational (OS) and is defined as ,,a response to an action, situation, or event
within the organization that places a special request on an employee”!>.

The most common manifestations of OS are: frustration, anxiety, depression.
Obviously, an action of the stressed employee is to try to adapt to these conditions, and
when he fails to cope with the situations created, his behavior registers various
deviations (conflicts, resigns, withdraws and / or consumes exciting substances) which,
in his opinion, it will at least help him to reduce his stress. Withdrawal’® and use of
stimulants'” are behavioral reactions to stress.

In addition to withdrawal actions and the consumption of excitatory substances,
the employee, hoping to adapt, connects defense mechanisms, which manifests itself in
various types of behavior. The most easily observable at work are:

- the rationalization mechanism, which justifies an impulsive behavior;

- the regression mechanism, which justifies the adoption of childish behaviors;

- the fixing mechanism, which justifies the inflexible and rigid behaviors;

- the identification mechanism, which justifies the adoption of behaviors, through
which an employee mentally associates himself and considers the qualities of a person
as his own.

Therefore, depending on the actions taken by the employee, in order to get rid of
OS, managers have the responsibility to help him by implementing stress management
programs. And as it is impossible to act directly on stress, management programs are
geared towards stress prevention and its consequences.

Conceptually, organizational conflict can be seen as a reality of management and
organizational behavior and can be linked to politics and power in organizations. Thus,
conflict is a ,,behavior aimed at obstructing the achievement of goals by others”!® and
arises from the incompatibility of goals that results in contradictory behaviors.

Conflict can influence behavior in a positive or negative way. In order to identify

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a rational method of resolving organizational conflict, in order to correct / modify
employee behavior, managers must identify the type of conflict that influenced the
behavior.

In the organization, employee can be engaged in conflicts of interests, functional,
dysfunctional and role conflicts. For example:

o Conflict of interest refers to the social, professional or economic interests of the
employee, which refers to the establishment of working conditions, during the
negotiation of the employment contract. It occurs when employees request
claims and managers refuse to sign a new employment contract. Obviously, in
this situation, employees will demonstrate counterproductive behaviors
(absences from work, cessation of work, protests, etc.). In this situation,
managers need to identify appropriate methods for resolving the conflict that
lead to the correction of the behavior. In these situations, it is welcome to apply
programs to change the deviant behavior that has arisen as a result of conflicts.

e Emotional conflicts, which in most cases are dysfunctional, can be caused by the
existence of different points of view on the objectives or the way of perceiving
the value system, the lack of communication, the competition for insufficient
resources, the difference of power and culture, of invading personal territory, the
nature of activities, changing the external environment, etc. All this can
obviously lead to deviant behaviors. Identifying the type of conflict that affects
employee behavior and its cause, managers must use different approaches to
resolving and adopt one of the appropriate strategies: avoidance, domination,
accommodation, collaboration, compromise.

¢ In organizations, the most numerous are the functional conflicts generated by
multiple causes (confrontations of ideas, in order to increase performance),
conducive to increasing creativity, change and adaptation of employees.
Functional conflicts are those that can be maintained at a controllable level, as a
result, managers have the opportunity to monitor employee behavior. So the state
of disagreement or behavior that occurs after the onset of the functional conflict
can be created by the managers themselves, in order to encourage employees to
have different opinions, then to change their opinions through arguments and
demonstrations, as a result to change their behavior.

For these reasons, in order to change the behaviors of employees in a state of
conflict, managers have at their disposal a series of techniques that provide either to
stimulate the conflict or to regulate it.

4.4. Assessing and influencing organizational behavior through the ,,diversity”
variable

A variable for evaluating the OB is organizational diversity (OD). In an
institution there are different individual behaviors that interact with different
personalities, which, in turn, interact with organizational environments, giving rise to
different individual behaviors.

OD represents the multitude of individual differences and similarities that exists
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between the employees. They are divided into primary and secundary’® (figure 3):

- The primary dimensions of OD are: gender, ethnicity, race, mental/physical abilities
and characteristics, sexual orientation and age;

- The secondary dimensions of OD are: communication style, experience and work
style, family status, etc., personal characteristics that change during human
existence, depending on various external and internal factors, depending on the
choices that the individual makes at different times in life.

The primary and secondary dimensions interact dynamically, generating various
combinations of behavior. This interaction influences the employee's self-image, value
system, needs, goals, and expectations. Taken together, the primary and secondary
dimensions define an employee's behavior and influence how that behavior is
perceived and treated by colleagues.

From the above considerations, it is clear that effective management of OD in
general and behavioral diversity in particular would be an advantage for the
management of any organization in coordinating its work. The statement is based on
the conclusions of researchers R. Kreitner and A. Kinicki, who argue that the way
diversity is managed has an impact on organizational behavior and, implicitly, on
organizational efficiency. Evidence of organizational behavior modeling, in the
opinion of scientists, serves as the direction of action of the diversity management
process, namely?’:

a) capitalizing on the talents, abilities, motivations, commitments of each
individual;

b) changing the attitudes and behaviors of employees at work;

c¢) the quality of the staff recruitment process;

d) amplifying creativity and the innovative spirit;

e) identification and overcoming barriers.

Thus, the diversity management (DM) process can be analyzed as a modeling
variable, but also as a OB evaluation.

a) A proof of the evaluation and modeling of OB through DM is that it acts on

the individual attributes of the employees, by capitalizing on the talents,
abilities, motivations, commitments of each individual (figure 4). Any

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differences between individuals can be both a source of creativity and a source
of conflict and frustration. In this sense, it is welcome to create in the
organization favorable conditions for recognizing and respecting behavioral
differences, on the one hand. On the other hand, subordinates tend to imitate
the actions of the manager, therefore, the manager is responsible for
maintaining the quality of their own behavior.

Therefore, before taking action on the individual attributes of employees, they
must be evaluated in order to determine the necessary depth of intervention.a
intreprinde actiuni asupra atributelor individuale ale angajatilor, acestea trebuie
evaluate, pentru a determina profunzimea necesara de interventie.

b) Another action of DM is fo change the attitudes and behaviors of employees at
work (figure 4). Employees who differ in their behavior from most members
of the group in which they work are less satisfied with their careers, less
devoted to the company. This is due to the stress caused by the discriminatory
attitude of the group members towards the members with different behavior.
As a result, job dissatisfaction occurs, and workers' interest in the
organization's goals decreases.

In this regard, an organizational policy aimed at the non-discriminatory treatment
of employees in the workplace would obviously lead to a reduction in stress, an
increase in job satisfaction, an improvement in employees' attitudes towards the
specific and general objectives of the organization and, further, to increase work
performance.

¢) One direction of DM with an impact on OB is the quality of the staff recruitment
process (figure 4). Attracting and retaining employees willing to shape their
behavior, depending on the requirements of the organization, is a competitive
advantage for an organization. Companies that practice effective diversity
management in this regard are more likely to create this advantage, because
people who are different in terms of race, age, religion, sexual orientation, etc.,
good specialists, will prefer to develop activity in such companies. Moreover,
recruiting employees based on behavioral diversity helps organizations
provide better customer service.
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The following example confirms this: a vice president of a company came to the
following conclusion regarding the recruitment of a diverse workforce: ,,The area of
our clients is very diverse. By recruiting the workforce in this area, our employees
become representatives of the communities in which we conduct our business, which
has a positive effect on the company's image, on our business in general™?!,

d) The amplification of creativity and the innovative spirit (figure 4) is another
direction of evaluation and modeling of behavior through DM. Workforce
diversity also means different ideas and perspectives, so an increased potential
for creativity and innovation. Rosabeth Moss Kanter was one of the first
specialists to study the relationship between workforce diversity, on the one
hand, and creativity and innovation in the organization, on the other. The
results of the research conducted by the researchers showed that organizations
characterized by a high level of innovation deliberately used work teams with
attitudes and behaviors that were heterogeneous with the organization's goals.

e) Along with the benefits that the organization has from capitalizing on diversity,
a challenge for DM is to identify the barriers that stand in the way of correct
assessment and OB modeling and the possibility to either overcome them or
turn them into advantages (figure 4) . The most well-known barriers in this
regard are?:

- Discrimination, which means treating the beavior of an employee who is part of a
group in an inappropriate way because that behavior is different from that of other
members of that group.

- Stereotype, which occurs when behavioral characteristics of a group extend to an
employee, starting only from that person's membership in that group.

- Resistance to change, which is the consequence of introducing a solution of
change, already established, of the behavior of each individual employee and of the
group as a whole. Or, the resistance behavior on the part of the employees arises
from the fear of failure in the face of change and from the universal desire to leave
everything as it is.

In this context, we argue that DM is achieved by increasing the capacity to solve
problems in the organization, to remove the barriers listed above and to raise the
productivity of the organization. Strongly, the diverse behaviors of the members of the
organization lead to an increase in its capacity to solve its internal problems. For GD
to contribute positively and significantly to the organization's work, two conditions
must be met:

1. Employees of the organization must adopt behaviors based on common
values and norms that promote the achievement of the goals of the
organization to which they belong;

2. The employees of the organization must be aware of and show tolerance
for behavioral differences between them.

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4.5. Assessing and influencing organizational behavior through the ,,culture”
variable

Culture analysis, as a variable of evaluation and influence of behavior, starts from
the fact that the behavior of an individual or an organization, first of all, is the
expression of his culture. Or, the basic function of culture is to model a behavior®.

The norms of behavior imposed by the culture, such as the address/greeting
formulas, the ways of achieving interpersonal relationships, habits, dress, sex, family
relationships, etc. of an employee are analogous to an organization. Like the individual,
each organization has its own behavioral norms that make it unique.

The statements are based on the fact that culture is a way of existence, evaluation
and action shared by an organization and its members and passed down from
generation to generation, thus constituting the recommended behavioral indicator for
the organization's employees and especially newcomers. The characteristics of culture,
expressed through rules and directions of guiding behavior and the fact that culture can
be learned and communicated, are dimensioned in several aspects, for example:
individual culture, relational culture, organizational culture, etc., which in turn
confirms the function of culture in shaping individual and organizational behavior.

We know that individual culture as a model of human behavior encompasses
thinking, language, action, religion, and depends on the individual's ability to learn and
pass on to future generations knowledge gained in various fields. In order to influence
an employee's behavior through culture, management can use a system of rules and
regulations, but also a system of rewards associated with employee behavior based on
the values of the economic unit in which it operates and the culture of that organization.

Organizational culture refers to the set of behaviors formed over time in an
organization, which predominates and conditions its functionality and performance.

The concept of organizational culture has given business people a way to discuss
important organizational elements, such as leadership skills or interpersonal
relationships, that are not easy to quantify or integrate into traditional categories. This
proof gave the organizational culture the opportunity to acquire a permanent place, of
special importance, in any discussion about organizational behavior.

In this context, organizational culture proves its status as a variable that acts on
organizational behavior, giving managers the opportunity to assess employee behavior
and shape it when necessary.

4.6. Assessing and influencing organizational behavior through the
s~communication” variable

In the literature, communication is presented as a ,,proccess by which an
individual (transmitter) transmits stimuli in order to change the behavior of other
individuals (receiver)”**. The technical dimension of the communication process is the

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transmission of information from one person to another through appropriate and
specific channels, and the social aspect of communication concerns the semantics
(understanding of messages) and pragmatism expressed by the efficient use of
communication information by recipients. Successful communication within groups
and organizations depends on the need for members to communicate and emerge from
its managerial functions: information, command, instruction, integrative, persuasion
and motivation. Or, the manager's ability to receive, interpret and transform into actions
and transmit information, in order to shape the behavior of subordinates, is the basis of
organizational survival.

Therefore, communication is another important variable of OB assessment and
influence. It makes possible the objective exchange of information to achieve
behavioral control by:

- informing employees about the type of behavior needed at their workplace;

- integration and coordination of employee behavior;

- targeting and evaluating the response behavior of employees.

4.7. Assessing and influencing organizational behavior through the ,,power”

One of the variables of evaluation and influence of OB is the power in
organizations (PO), which is related to the ability of an employee or a group of
employees, which, through their own behavior, can act on the behavior of others and
affect the functioning and results of a organizations, influencing decision-making, the
use of resources or the performance of tasks”?.

We consider that one of the most successful aspects of power, namely in terms of
shaping employee behavior, is goodwill. According to DEX, benevolence means
,,oenevolent behavior or attitude toward someone”. The answer to a benevolent attitude
is respect, and respect, in turn, lies in the informal foundation of power, including
power in organizations. So, when the manager takes a benevolent attitude demonstrated
by respectful behavior towards his subordinates, they respond in the same way, which
leads to the formation of a trusting relationship between the manager and the
subordinates.

OP is influenced by social relations at the organizational level, relationships that
have a formal basis or service and informal relationships or personal relationships
(figurE 5).

Service relationships are limited by regulations, codes of ethics and service rules
that ensure a position in the organization, while personal relationships with employees
are related to the prestige, knowledge, leadership and personality of each individual,
ie informal power comes from respect and admiration of colleagues (figure 5).

The personal relationship is the one that expresses the goodwill itself and consists
of small things that efficient managers do from person to person, things that could be
considered as politeness and respect. In turn, the personal relationship has two aspects:
one being the attitude towards people and refers to ethics, which means having a
respectful behavior towards employees, and the second being expressed through
interest in people, expressed through a short discussion with the employee: either about
sports, or about his family, or a passing discussion or a cup of coffee, etc. In this case,
it 1s not the length of the discussion, the type of question or any other action that is
important, but the fact that the manager knows some personal sequences of the
employee and makes time to remember and discuss them. By goodwill, managers show
kind, polite behavior, attentive to others, including in managerial activities.

Goodwill is especially useful when it is necessary to introduce some change in the
organization, the implementation of which forces employees to change their behavior:
the fact that the manager announces the change in a welcoming tone, and not orderly,
inspires employees to trust that everything the manager tells them it is necessary and
will lead to good. As a result, employees take on behaviors that will lead them to
achieve their goals.

Therefore, we argue with certainty that any change in behavior becomes easier to
achieve if it 1s ,,enforced” in a benevolent manner.

4.8. Assessing and influencing organizational behavior through the ,,leadership”
variable

Leadership is a very popular subject in organizational behavior, because it plays
an important role in the work of groups and organizations. Leadershipul could be an
attribute of hierarchical position, it could come from intelligence or knowledge, it could
be interpreted as a function of personality or as an important variable in shaping
behavior.

According to the scientist Ovidiu Nicolescu, leadership is a ,,process by which a person
establishes a series of objectives and ways of action for the employees of a group or
an organization, causing them to be intensely involved, both rationally and emotionally
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in achieving those objectives” *°. Researcher Doina Popescu calls leadership ,,a
dynamic form of behavior”*’. Stefan Nedelea defines leadership as ,,the ability to lead”
and ,,the process of influencing the behavior of subordinates”®. We conclude that
leadership is an interpersonal relationship, expressed through dynamic behaviors,
through which a person with leadership skills directs the behavior of others to achieve
goals.

In its action on subordinates, leadership, like power, is based on actions of
influence, but, unlike power, leadership emphasizes voluntary actions. This view
allows us to state that in order to be followed, leaders must be able to create an
environment that encourages the development of skills, learning, and openness to the
new, which in turn changes people's perceptions of necessary behavioral changes. to
turn this change from a threat into a desirable, benevolent necessity.

As mentioned above, leadership is a relationship between the person who sets
goals and how to achieve them (the leader) and the people who will get involved and
achieve the goals (participants). The relationship-building mechanism comprises five
consecutive phases®, , during which the leader's behavior serves as a model for the
participants:

- In the first phase, the leader sets the objectives and determines the ways to
achieve them, suggesting to the participants what to do to achieve the
objectives and the pattern of behavior;

- Inthe second phase, the leader motivates the participants to come up with ideas
regarding the achievement of the objectives pursued, ie, triggers the creative
behavior of the group formed, meanwhile listening and analyzing everything
that is said;

- In the third phase, the leader connects the participants' ideas with their own;

- In the fourth phase, the leader, through his own beliefs and behavior,
determines the participants to behave at the appreciable level in accordance
with his points of view;

In the fifth phase, the leader aims to keep the behavior and actions of the
participants loyal to the achievement of the proposed objectives, as an indisputable
argument for obtaining tangible and measurable results appropriate to the goals
pursued.

Leadership activity becomes especially important in situations where a change of
behavior is needed, because such action stresses employees and creates conflict
situations in the organization. In such situations, the actions of the leaders must be
related to the motivation, the communication process, the organization of the
employees' activity and the delegation.

Therefore, a leader is accepted and recognized as a good leader because of his
very rare ability to identify the main goals of the organization and to persuade others
to follow him in pursuit of those goals.

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Based on the above statements, we conclude that the true leader is the one who
influences the employees and their behavior, in order to direct towards the achievement
of the organization's objectives. Or, the leadership proves to be a factor of influence on
the organizational behavior, being conditioned by the achievement of the organization's
objectives.

4.9. Assessing and influencing organizational behavior through the ,,motivation”
variable

As we found above, the behavior is influenced by variables, more or less
efficient in carrying out this process. But one of them has, indisputably, a decisive
impact in obtaining the expected results - this being the motivation. This finding has
led us to a broader research direction of motivation, with the role of an important
variable in influencing organizational behavior.

Therefore, any behavior is based on motivation. Or, obtaining a behavior is
achieved by applying a motivation.

DEX defines ,,motivation” as ,,the totality of motives, considerations, or motives
that determine a person to perform a certain action or to aim for certain purposes; set
of dynamic factors that determine an individual's behavior”*,

The scholar Doina 1. Popescu states that motivation ,,represents the sum of
internal and external energies that initiate and direct behavior towards a goal, which,
once achieved, determines the satisfaction of a need”’! and is supported by researcher
G. Johns, in whose opinion the motivation "represents the extent to which a persistent
effort is directed to achieve a goal™32. . Thus, it appears that an individual will consider
himself motivated if he succeeds in adopting the appropriate behavior to achieve a
proposed goal.

Based on the consideration that this paper analyzes the modeling of behavior
under the influence of several determinants, implicitly of motivation, the definition of
scientist S. Stanciu complex includes the meaning of motivation with its impact on
behavior: ,,In an organization, motivations are the elements, formal or informal,
economic or moral-spiritual, which owners and managers administer to employees to
meet individual and group needs , to determine them to contribute to the development
of activities and to the achievement of the objectives of the organization through their
attitudes, efforts, decisions, actions and behaviors™>>.

In the definitions quoted above, motivation appears as an energetic force that
drives people to act in a way that supports and directs behavior toward a specific goal.
To achieve the proposed goals/objectives, managers use a series of tools to motivate
employees.

Scholar D. Popescu considers that the main objectives related to behavior

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management and that can be achieved through motivation are the following 3*:
1. Attracting / motivating employees to work and stay in a company;
2. Influencing / motivating employees, to make an effort and to use their energy in
achieving the company's objectives;
3. Continuous support and development / motivation of the company's human
resources.

Regarding the directions of the impact of motivation on behavior, scientists G.
Panisoara and I. Panisoara reveal the following?’:

- Motivation energizes, directs and supports a behavior.

- Motivation influences the inner factors of the individual, which stimulate,
maintain and channel behavior in relation to a goal.

- Motivation changes the dynamics of behavior, the process of initiating,
supporting and directing employees' activities.

Therefore, motivation acts on initiating, energizing, directing, maintaining and
supporting the behavior of employees, in their tendency to meet some needs, achieving
individual and organizational goals.

In the process of influencing behavior, from the multitude of forms that
motivation takes, a strong impact has a positive and negative motivation:

We know that positive motivation occurs when the work results are directly
associated with the employee's attitude towards work. In this sense, material or
intangible rewards are used, guarantees regarding the job, the awarding of titles and
trust, which is achieved through the delegation of skills, praise, etc., but also
constructive criticism. The type of motivation applied to a behavior must be
measurable, rational and easy to understand, and any improved behavior must be
strengthened immediately.

Negative motivation, being based on threat, punishment, blame, fine, etc., must be
limited, because an organization with an intelligent and rational management can
not afford to remedy a behavior, based only on a culture with negative values. In
addition, sanctions have low motivational effects on behavior, because employees
usually consider them underserved or at least exaggerated. Likewise, they cannot
be applied with the same intensity to different individuals in different situations, but
who have erred to the same extent, because the response behavior can be
unexpectedly varied. In addition, it has been found that the frequent application of
negative forms of motivation improves behavior only for short time sequences,
instead, there is a risk of decreased motivation and even aggravation of behavior. It
can become more annoying than the application of motivation, because the constant
pressure on the employee causes him a state of stress and forces him to adopt
defensive behaviors, to eliminate stress. Therefore, negative motivation can be more
harmful than lack of motivation.

It turns out that it is not an easy task to influence behavior through the variable
,,motivation” for an effective activity of the organization, in situations where the
individual characteristics of employees are different.

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It 1s known that in order to explain the influence of motivation on behavior, over
time a series of theories have been developed, which come together in two large groups,
which can be used by managers:

1. Theories that have as object factors that stimulate, generate or incite directly

to a motivated behavior (the theory of the pyramid of needs, the theory of the
two factors, the theory of E.R.G.).

2. Theories that follow to reveal, along with the above factors, the processes,
directions and options specific to different behavioral patterns, factors that
influence situational adjustments (expectation theory, equity theory, goal
consolidation theory).

Motivational theories gain pragmatic value only when managers adapt their
theoretical conclusions to concrete situations in which motivation must be used. In
terms of motivation, there are only possibilities to adapt the results of research to
individuals and particular situations. The success of the motivation process in the
organization depends on the talent and competence of the managers to achieve this
adequacy.

Therefore, in order to effectively exercise their motivational function, managers
must know the causes that support the attitudes and behavior of subordinates, that is,
to know their personality. All managerial actions must be based on effective knowledge
of how people behave and can change over time, not how the manager would like
employees to behave. Thus, the aim is to determine the factors that contribute to the
mobilization of the energy necessary to perform a behavior or that intervene in the
option for an action / non-action in front of an external reality - the problem of
determining the motivation is posed.

Among the most commonly used factors in organizations for shaping employee
behavior are: salary system, job, career and goals.

Conclusions:

1. For the successful activity of the organization, managers must recognize and
direct the behavior of employees, in order to achieve their individual and
organizational objectives, identifying the variables that influence the behavior
of the organization they lead.

2. The most important variables for evaluating and, at the same time, for shaping
organizational behavior are:

employee academic intelligence (1Q);

employee emotional intelligence (EQ);

organizational learning with its forms: operative and social;

stress and methods to reduce and prevent it;

conflict in all its forms of manifestation;

diversity and its correct management;

the individual culture of the employees and that of the organization;

power in organizations, through its ,,goodwill” aspect;

ledearship opposite management;

various forms of motivation.

Introduction

The traditional accounting system is based on the double entry method does not
give a complete picture of the spatial functioning of the entity. It is based only on the
statement of actually performed business operations according to the documentary
confirmed facts of past events (leaving the promising potential of business
development, as well as the increase in its economic value).

There is an urgent need for a complete reorientation of accounting to changes in
the potential attractiveness of the entity in the future, as the dynamic development of
human society. The traditional accounting paradigm based on the double record
method. But the dynamic concept of actuarial accounting, the basis of which is the
triple accounting system of accounting, comes to the fore in such circumstances, and
in the conditions of sale of business, as a holistic property complex.

The transition to the active capital market has contributed to the opening of a
variety of opportunities for Ukraine for the desired effective attraction of funds in a
particular business development project. Information about the objective assessment
of future cash flows for the financial perspective has begun to acquire importance —
which is not able to provide the traditional accounting system in full for control
participants, investors of associated enterprises.

The systematic approach to the modern accounting concept is based on the
application of actuarial calculations, which serve as the basis for the introduction in
domestic accounting practice of actuarial accounting and reporting on the basis of
positive foreign implementation experience.

5.1. Methodological tools of actuarial accounting

Actuarial accounting has its own method. The term «method» is a way of studying
phenomena, approach to studying them, the systematic path of establishing truth, or —
technique and method of action. The method is a tool for solving the main task of
science — to know the objective laws of reality in order to use them in the practical
activity of enterprises.

Accordingly, the methodology is a set of research techniques used in science. The
basis of the methodology is thinking and outlook, as an operating environment of self-
discipline and work with information, models, and algorithms.

The method of actuarial accounting is a set of special techniques by which the
subject is studied.

The method of actuarial accounting includes all elements of the accounting

method (documentation and inventory, evaluation and calculation, accounts and double
entry, balance generalization and reporting) as one of the types of accounting. But in
connection with the specificity of the subject being studied, their content it expands,
which prompts the emergence of a number of features of the elements of the method
of actuarial accounting.

Documentation is the primary registration of business transactions with the help
of documents at the time and in places of their implementation.

Documentation allows for continuous observation of economic processes. The
document must be completed in compliance with certain requirements that give it legal
force and meet the forms of unified primary documents. This is the beginning and basis
of accounting process without which accounting is impossible [3].

The actuarial accounting requires the need for individual primary documents on
the initial data and assumptions of actuarial calculations. In addition, special
consolidated documents and accounting registers will be required, which will show the
content and results of actuarial and related calculations, as well as planned, forecast for
other special data. The set of primary and consolidated actuarial accounting documents
must create the basis for the preparation of actuarial financial statements [5, ¢.59].

Pursuant to Article 10 of the Law of Ukraine «On Accounting and Financial
Reporting in Ukraine» [1] to ensure the accuracy of accounting data and financial
statements, the enterprise is obliged to inventory assets and liabilities, during which
their presence, condition and assessment are checked and documented.

The objects and frequency of the inventory are determined by the owner
(manager) of the enterprise, except when its conduct is binding under the law.

Inventory is a check of the actual availability of enterprise property and
comparing inventory data with accounting. The actuarial accounting stores the former
goals of the inventory in connection with the need to ensure the accuracy of the source
data and new goals are added to check the completeness of reflection in the accounting
of the assumptions of actuarial calculations and the completeness of the use [5, p.60].

The estimate is a reflection of accounting objects in a single monetary measure in
order to summarize them as a whole by the enterprise. That is, estimation is a way of
costly measuring accounting objects. International accounting standards interpret
valuation as a process of determining money, which should recognize and reflect the
elements of financial statements in the balance sheet and income report. Therefore,
accounting should provide a real, actual picture of the availability of economic means
and the state of economic processes, mandatory reflection of assets, equity, liabilities,
expenses and income of the enterprise in monetary terms is characteristic of
accounting.

The use of a single monetary meter (national currency of Ukraine) is one of the
eight basic principles of accounting established by NP (C) BO and Article 4, the Law
of Ukraine «On Accounting and Financial Reporting in Ukraine» [1; 5].

That is, the principle of a single monetary meter — involves the measurement and
generalization of all business operations of the enterprise in its financial statements are
carried out in a single currency.

Financial accounting uses the following types of estimates: in original guard; at
residual value; at fair value; it present (discounted) cost and other valuation methods.
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Actuarial accounting can also apply all of the above methods, but priority is
provided by the methods of valuation at fair and discounted cost. At the same time, the
assessment of the fair value of financial assets and liabilities is of particular importance,
which is, first, easier to assess the fair value of operating assets and liabilities, and
secondly, can significantly simplify the calculations of the economic value of the net
financial liabilities' The organization and equity of an organization [5, p.60].

Calculation (from lat. Calculatio — calculation) is a calculation in the monetary
measurement of the result of any economic process.

Calculation makes it possible to determine the actual or planned cost of the object
and is the basis for its evaluation. At various enterprises, estimation and calculations
are used for accounting objects in monetary terms. Calculation is the basis for
determining the average cost of production and setting the cost of production. It can be
predictive, planned and reporting. That is, it is the calculation of the cost of a unit of
production, works and services, as well as the procurement cost of tangible assets and
means of production by cost elements.

The actuarial accounting contains traditional procedures, methods and methods of
calculation, while a new procedure of actuarial calculation (or evaluation) is added.

Actuarial calculation is the calculation of the economic value of equity by
subtracting the economic value of loans and loans from the economic value of the
assets of the enterprise [5, p.60].

In joint-stock companies, the end result of the actuarial calculation is the valuation
of the fair value of the stock, which is by dividing the economic value of equity into
the number of shares issued. In the actuarial calculation, the following stages are
distinguished:

1) Collecting initial data on the enterprise;

2) Choice of value estimation;

3) Determination of actuarial assumptions on discount rate, growth rate of sales
volumes, expected dynamics of drivers of the value of the enterprise, etc.;

4) Preparation of the actuarial basis (forecast of actuarial financial statements and
free cash flows);

5) Calculation of the economic value of the equity of the enterprise and the fair
value of the shares;

6) Analysis of the results and preparation of the report [5, p.60].

Value Drivers are the factors (indicators) used to predict future cash flows. The
value driver is any variable that has an impact on the value of the enterprise (for
example: increase in sales of goods, works, services; or marginal (marginal) income)
or key variables for a separate structural unit of the enterprise (eg: reduction of
transport and procurement in the calculation for one consumer — for the unit responsible
for the supply of goods).

Value drivers are classified by their belonging to the operating (main activity of
the enterprise), investment and financial activities:

- Operating drivers of value (increase of net income from sales of products (goods,
works, services); gross profit; financial result from operating activities);

- Investment drivers of value (investments in working capital; investments in fixed
capital);
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- Financial drivers of value (interest rate, etc.) [6].

The accounting method of accounting corresponds to accounting accounts and
double entry.

In the accounting system, accounts are a way of economic grouping, current
reflection and control over the economic means of the enterprise, sources of their
formation and economic processes. A double entry is called a reflection of each
business transaction twice, on a debit of one and a loan of the second accounts in the
same amount.

Accordingly, the actuarial accounting is a system that uses the simple, double,
descriptive and 3D-recording method (triple recording) and displays information about
the prospects of changing the economic value of the entity and its cash flows in 4D
space (3D + time) Use of 3D force accounts with subsequent generalization in 5D-
acting financial statements.

The actuarial accounting consists of a 5D-acting financial statement, which
provides information on the types of operational and financial activities information
about economic resources and requirements for them, the total financial results and
cash flows of the enterprise. An important additional feature of actuarial financial
statements is that, according to the goals and subject of actuarial accounting, it should
represent not only data of past periods, but also forecast data for the perspective [5].

The final comprehensive generalization of accounting information is carried out
during the preparation of the balance sheet (report on financial condition), form # 1,
1.e. implementation of balance generalization and preparation of other forms of
actuarial financial statements.

5.2. Actuarial Balance (Actual Report on Financial Position) as an innovative
element of the method.

5D-acting financial statements serves primarily the purpose of assessing the
investment attractiveness of the enterprise, and reflects only the results and conditions
of the past activity, as is accepted in the traditional system of financial reporting, and
the forecast results of activity, which require some investments [5; 7].

Therefore, in the actuarial financial reporting system, accounting information is
summarized in two periods of time:

1) For the period preceding the reporting;

2) For the future (future period), including the forecast and post -forecast periods.

Information filling of actuarial financial statements allows forming an array of
data necessary to analyze the ability of the enterprise to generate cash flows and to
evaluate the efficiency of management, protection and multiplication of economic
resources managers, as well as to prepare the actuarial basis, i.e. the initial data for
actuarial calculations. Formation of information about actuarial accounting objects for
the future period is necessary for the forecasting of the main indicators of activity of
the enterprise, including its future cash flows, evaluation of indicators of economic
value through actuarial calculations, analysis of the feasibility of approval and
implementation of the developed strategy setting their target values as well as to
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achieve the goals of cost-oriented enterprise development management [5].

Economic resources are the material basis of the activity of enterprises,
institutions, organizations. The effectiveness of all its structural units depends on the
rationality of their use [8, p.31].

The management of enterprises, as well as real and potential investors, needs to
have comprehensive, reliable information about operational and financial assets,
operational and financial obligations, as well as about equity not only in the past, but
also in the light of forecasting. Such information is generalized and grouped in the
appropriate manner, can be obtained by means of an actuarial balance (actuarial report
on financial condition), (type. Form Nel-a).

The actuarial balance (actuarial report on financial condition) is built in the form
of a bilateral table. In the left part of the balance, called the asset, show the composition
and placement of net operating assets of the enterprise, and in the right, called liability
— net financial liabilities and equity.

Conceptual form Nel-a actuarial balance (actuarial report on financial condition),
takes into account both foreign approaches [5; 6; 7] to its composition and structure,
so the requirements of domestic legislation (NSA 1 «General Requirements for
Financial Reporting» [2]).

Balance generalization is a way of generalization and grouping of information
about the assets of the enterprise by their composition and placement and sources of
formation on a certain date [8, p. 30].

The left part of the actuarial balance (actuarial statement on financial condition),
that 1s, the asset, characterizes the operating activity of the enterprise at a certain point
in time (1.e. at the date of preparation of actuarial management reporting) and shows
the amount of net operating assets (i.e. the net accounting value of economic resources)
used in the implementation of economic operations.

The right side of the actuarial balance (actuarial statement on financial condition),
called liability, characterizes financial activity and shows sources of operational
financing.

In this case, the traditional balance of accounting equation is modified and
acquired the form of a static balance equation of actuarial accounting:

NOA=NFL+E, (1)

NOA — net operating assets; FIL —net financial liabilities; E — equity

The content of the aforementioned balance equation and the procedure for its use
for calculating the amount of free cash flow and financial analysis accounting reporting
according to US GAAP was first considered by S. Penman [10, p.71].

The actuarial balance (the actuarial report on financial condition) is determined
by the timing of disclosure of information for investors, lender and other capital
suppliers. For example, companies that act as issuers of securities can prepare actuarial
financial statements based on the results of individual quarters and all year. For internal
users of accounting information (managers) for the purpose of implementing functions
of cost-oriented management of enterprise development, such reporting can be
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prepared for shorter intervals or as needed (for example, at the time of making
important management decisions that affect the prospects of cost and development of
the enterprise ) [5].

The Actuarial balance (Actuarial report on financial condition), Form Nel-a
contains generalized accounting information from the actuarial accounting system for
two periods:

1) Data for some period that immediately precedes the reporting date;

2) Forecast data covering the investment planning period.

Conclusions

In contrast to the traditional accounting system, the fundamental imperative of the
actuator of the management concept is aimed at forming a promising potential of
business changes in the framework of a triple accounting system, but in the face of
today, the latter is based on the system of force accounts.

The actuarial basis of the triple accounting system is an innovative approach to
changing modern accounting concepts, and takes into account the evolution of the
simple, double and triple recording methods used.

The use of N-dimensional parameterization of actuarial accounting in the context
of a triple accounting system helps to create quality information support for managing
the promising potential of business development and the increase in its economic value
as a whole. Therefore, it 1s possible to project the flow of initial information, in the
conditions of sale of an entity as a holistic property complex, on the basis of a system
of actuarial accounts and approaches to the use of methodological tools of actuarial
accounting. Dynamic changes in the world institutional environment, which is formed
during the manifestation of European integration trends, determine the need for
complete comprehensive reorientation of the traditional accounting system, taking into
account positive foreign approaches. It is this information content that will be the
driving factor in the growing competitive advantage of our country in the European
arena.
