Introduction

The provision of information to the public by local self-government bodies
today plays an important role because it serves as a tool for informing residents about
the current state of affairs and creates a possibility of feedback, in other words, it
helps to involve residents in solving various community issues. In this context, a
correct choice of the objects of critical attention within the framework of information
policy is a key criterion for the success of the activity of local self-government bodies
(LSGBs), which lies in the interaction of authorities and the population by informing
them. Quality communication allows residents to be informed why the issues of local
importance sometimes cannot be resolved in the way they would like local self-
government bodies to do it. Communication is necessary to create trust and build
strong relations between the community and local self-government bodies.

Most often, LSGBs communicate with such target groups as community
residents, business representatives, external and internal investors, and tourists. Each
target group must receive information and quality communication relevant to its
interests, taking into account the desired content and the way it is received.

Usually, LSGBs when communicating with the public limit themselves to the
promulgation of public information, which is mandatory according to current
legislation. However, trust in the local government depends on how effective the
local government’s communication with the residents is. The provision of
information to the public has a significant impact on their involvement in solving
local problems. Therefore, the local authority needs to know what topics are of
interest to the residents of the community. When building effective communication, it
1s important to take into account a gender approach (that is, the topics of information
that are of interest to young people, active working men and women, pensioners,

entrepreneurs, socially vulnerable categories of the population, etc.).

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4.1. Theoretical and applied aspects of the provision of thematic information to

the public by local self-government bodies

Researching the specialized literature on the provision of thematic information
to the public by local self-government bodies within the framework of designing and
implementing their information policy, it should be noted that the range of problems
is characterized by a high level of publication activity of both domestic and foreign
scientists and practitioners, and this indicates their growing interest in the
development of theoretical and practical aspects of this research and substantiates its
growing relevance for modern society. In particular, a significant part of the
publications [1-4, 9-11] relates to the research of an information strategy as a tool for
establishing effective interaction between local self-government bodies and society.

Studying professional literature and practical aspects of the provision of
thematic information to the public by local self-government bodies in other countries,
scientists distinguish the following thematic areas [5]: housing; roads; recreation and
facilities; planning; libraries; environmental protection; fire service; a voter register.

In European countries, the functions and spheres of influence of local self-
government bodies differ [3,8], and this leads to a different approach to conducting
their communication policy.

Local self-government bodies publish important data, such as community
development, health care, education, recreation, crime, and interesting stories about
their citizens. Strong communication of local self-government bodies creates the trust
of citizens [6].

One of the priority areas of state policy today is directing the activity of local
self-government bodies in the conditions of the formation of information society and
active implementation of information technologies.

The orientation of the communication policy of local self-government bodies on
the use of the latest means in working with information is reflected in their
information provision. The issues of improvement and unification of the processes of
obtaining, accepting, using, transmitting, and storing information, which is a basis of
informational relations between local self-government bodies and the population of
the administrative-territorial unit, are becoming relevant.

The process of disseminating information about the activity of local self-
government bodies is being updated to ensure the transparency and openness of the

functioning of councils and their executive bodies and to increase the efficiency and
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effectiveness of their current work. Depending on the nature of the information that is
the object of critical attention from local self-government bodies, the main modern
information technologies have acquired the following configuration:

1. Technologies for providing information (web pages) give wide opportunities
for information dissemination using convenient navigation, search, and free
replication in large volumes. Information appears promptly and is available around
the clock for instant presentation, which is an ideal environment for monitoring
legislative acts, the decisions of self-government bodies, and providing the
population or special bodies with the opportunity to quickly receive a different kind
of statistical, analytical, or methodical information. For this purpose, there are special
“Methodical recommendations on the procedure for placing, providing and updating
information on the web servers of territorial executive bodies of Ukraine”, approved
by the State Communications Committee of Ukraine.

2. Information dissemination technologies (newsgroups, mailing lists) make it
possible to quickly and with minimal costs spread certain information among a huge
audience, which is an ideal environment for addressing the decisions of local self-
government bodies to citizens for examination.

3. Information exchange technologies (e-mail, forums, chats, video and audio
conferences) provide a constant high-speed information channel, which supposes a
two-way exchange of information between a large number of participants, which is
an ideal environment both for interdepartmental discussion of decisions made by
local bodies and for their comprehensive discussion.

It is the website of the authority that is the main communication link that
connects it with the recipients of administrative services, i.e. with the community.
Therefore, it would be irrational to use the official website of the local self-
government body exclusively as an electronic bulletin board, an electronic
information stand, or as a promotional product created for an external audience. The
existence of an official website creates powerful and significant technical and
administrative advantages for the local self-government body, which can
fundamentally change the very ideology of providing administrative services.

The materials that make up the information content of the official website by
their nature can be divided into three categories:

* static materials that must remain relevant for a long time (presented in the form
of HTML pages containing text, graphics, and multimedia components);

* dynamic materials, the relevance of which remains only for a limited time, so
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they must be systematically updated (databases together with the information and
search system). A characteristic feature of dynamic materials is that the decision to
update them, completely determined by external circumstances, is made and executed
by the site administrator;

* streaming materials, i.e. those that lose their content relevance within a short
period (several days, and sometimes hours). Streaming materials are updated
regularly, as they are received. These materials are sent to the site through external
channels in an automatic (or automated) mode and are stored on the site only until the
next update.

Current legislation only in some cases contains direct requirements for local
self-government bodies to place information on the Internet. So, the information
posted on the Internet under the requirements of the law includes:

* activity plans for the preparation of regulatory acts (Article 13 of the Law of
Ukraine “About the Fundamentals of State Regulatory Policy in the Field of
Economic Activity”);

* notification of the publication of a draft regulatory act to receive comments
and suggestions, draft regulatory acts, and relevant analyses of regulatory impact
(Article 13 of the Law of Ukraine “About the Fundamentals of State Regulatory
Policy in the Field of Economic Activity™);

* reports on tracking the effectiveness of regulatory acts (Article 13 of the Law
of Ukraine “About the Fundamentals of State Regulatory Policy in the Field of
Economic Activity”);

* information on the implementation of regulatory activity (Article 14 of the
Law of Ukraine “About the Fundamentals of State Regulatory Policy in the Field of
Economic Activity”);

* decisions on the development and approval of urban planning documentation,
and local development rules (Article 30-3 of the Law of Ukraine “On Territorial
Planning and Development”);

* results of the public discussion of the projects of urban planning
documentation and local development rules (Article 30-3 of the Law of Ukraine “On
Territorial Planning and Development”);

* lists of real estate objects in need of reconstruction, lists of buildings, premises,
and land plots that are or may be leased (Article 8 of the Law of Ukraine “On the
Permit System in the Field of Economic Activity”);

» lists of citizens who have the right to receive social housing in extraordinary,
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priority order, and general order (Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine
dated July 23, 2008, Ne682);

» announcement of planned purchases of goods, works, and services for budget
funds (Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine dated October 17, 2008,
Ne921);

» annual procurement plan and changes to it (Resolution of the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine dated October 17, 2008, Ne921);

* Information on preliminary qualification of procurement participants
(Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine dated October 17, 2008, Ne921).

The authors believe that to build such relations, local authorities should inform
the population about their problems and, even, the mistakes they make in the course
of their activity [7]. In this context, success can be achieved by ensuring that
residents are constantly informed about the main achievements and problems in the
community. At the same time, different topics will be interesting for different people,
so it 1s important to avoid information overload. In this context, the issue of defining
those objects of critical attention becomes relevant. The purpose of the research was
to identify topics for the effective provision of information to the public by local self-

government bodies.

4.2. Identification of the objects of critical attention within the framework of the
provision of information to the public by local self-government bodies

The research was conducted to achieve the goal. Its informational basis was a
sociological survey within the framework of the project “Information asymmetry in
the interaction of local self-government bodies and the residents of rural areas:
analysis of the causes of occurrence and ways to overcome them”, implemented with
the financial support of the Konrad Adenauer Foundation (Germany, 2021-2022),
which considered the topic of the efficiency of informing the residents of rural
communities, in particular, to what extent residents are interested in the events taking
place in their community and which topics are the most important to them. The
survey was conducted using questionnaires among the residents of rural areas in eight
territorial communities in the Southern, Central, and Western regions of Ukraine. The
error of representativeness is = 5.2%. The final sample consisted of 3,018 people

(residents older than 14 years), the average age in the entire sample was 42.9 years,
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(min=14 years; max =84 years), 1,571 women took part in the survey, which was
52.05%, and 1,447 men (48%). The distribution of answers to the question “Are you

interested in what is happening on the territory of your territorial community?”

showed that 56% of respondents are interested or very interested in community issues
(Fig. 1).

Regarding the question of how the authorities inform the residents of the
territorial community, the majority of the respondents answered that it was
satisfactory (34.72%), bad and very bad (22.17%) (Fig. 2), which indicates that a
significant number of local self-government bodies need to improve their information
policy.

The other studies [12] confirm that rural TCs do not often use a professional

approach for information disclosure, in particular in social networks.

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LSGBs need to know what news is of interest to community residents. The
respondents were asked to rank five different groups of news by the degree of
importance (where 1 1is the most important, 5 1is the least important)
(Table 1)

The results showed that residents are most interested in the local news that
concerns their village or community in general (priority 1— 34.74%, and priority 2 —
30.04%), in the second place with the first priority there is personal information and
the information about the immediate environment (25.36%). The least important for
the residents of rural areas is international news (40.02%). It is interesting that in the
second place among the least important news (38.99%) there is also news about
personal information and the immediate environment. Moreover, it even exceeds the
percentage of answers with the first priority. This shows that the majority of the
interviewed residents are self-sufficient and do not depend on the opinions of others,
at the same time, a significant number of residents, on the contrary, are most
interested in themselves and their immediate environment.

When researching priority topics that are most interesting to the residents of
rural areas, it was found (Table 2) that this is reporting on local budget
expenditures/incomes (53.1%); information (reporting) on the activity of the head of
the community, local officials, local deputies (51.91%), and infrastructure projects
(50.15%). The educational sphere, land issues, and social projects also received a
significant level of interest.

Let the authors consider whether there are gender differences regarding the
topics of marketing communication with the population. As can be seen from the
results presented in Table 3, the hypothesis that there are no gender and regional
differences in determining priority information topics for local self-government
bodies in marketing communication with the population is confirmed.

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Both women and men are almost equally interested in infrastructure projects, the
information on the activity of the head of the community, local officials, local
deputies, expenditures/incomes of the local budget, social projects, and economic
development projects. The differences are traced in the following information:
women are much more interested than men in cultural events (a difference of 11
percentage points) and in the educational sphere, extracurricular activities: children’s
competitions, the success of schoolchildren, volunteering (a difference of 9.5
percentage points). At the same time, men are more interested in information about
sports events (by 15.3 percentage points more).

Therefore, when forming high-quality communication, in addition to
determining the purpose, goals, objectives, and communication channels, LSGBs
should pay attention to the topic and content of messages for each target audience. In
the future, research should be conducted that will relate to the definition of optimal

communication channels from the point of view of the population.
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Conclusions

The rapid development of information technologies significantly transforms
communication and changes the needs and methods of obtaining information. Long-
term and trusting relations between local self-government bodies and residents of
rural communities are based on regular and high-quality communication and
receiving relevant information for the target group it is aimed at. After all, the
population of the community is a sufficiently segmented target market, but local self-
government bodies mostly do not attach importance to this.

The results of the research showed that the residents are most interested in the
information related to reporting on expenditures/incomes of the local budget, on the
activity of the head of the community, local officials, local deputies, and
infrastructure projects. It was also investigated that there are no gender and regional
differences in determining priority information topics for local self-government
bodies in marketing communication with the population.

The improvement of communication activity for local self-government bodies
should be permanent and flexible, taking into account changes in the external
environment. The proposed recommendations for LSGBs to improve communication
with the residents of rural communities should be accompanied by sensitive
feedback.

So, the above material reveals the vector of the provision of thematic
information on the part of local self-government bodies within the framework of
designing and implementing their information policy. Within the framework of this
research, the peculiarities of presenting and conveying information to the population
of the administrative unit, based on the nature of the message, to ensure the

maximum effectiveness of the communication policy, are also revealed.

LEARNING AND TEACHING IN THE CONTEXT OF OUR BRAIN
RESERVES

Introduction

The problem of correlation between learning and development has been and
remains the core problem of pedagogy. At different historical stages, its solutions
have changed due to changes in methodological attitudes, new interpretations of the
essence of personal development and the process of learning itself, and rethinking of
the role of the latter in this development.

In modern neo-technocratic society under the influence of globalization and
information explosion there are active transformations of scientific pictures of the
world, which are reflected in the studies of both domestic and foreign scientists.
Increasingly prevalent is the image in which there will be a balance between material
and spiritual values, technical and humanitarian knowledge, feminine and masculine
tendencies.

To be endowed with the art of mastering high culture, the desire to learn foreign
languages, the desire to constantly renew and enrich one's knowledge is no longer
just a challenge of the times, it is the need for multidisciplinary activity, expanding
the range of knowledge, forecasting the methods, trends and laws of development of
branches of science, it is a cultural dialogue within the global civil society. In the
process of teaching any academic discipline every teacher tries to focus on the state
of formation and formation of personality under the influence of training, education
and assimilation of elements of culture, norms, values and social roles essential for a
particular society. At the same time, we understand that development is not a
mechanical imposition on the individual of a ready-made social form, it is the
formation of an integral personality, where non-standard and independent thinking
are the prerequisite and result, and through a system of knowledge, norms and values
the personality functions as an active member of society. We live in a dimension
where life attitudes are based on both real and imagined values. And here the
important detail is to find a balance of application of knowledge, skills in accordance
with the norms of society. We are talking about mastery, about the experience

accumulated in the course of a teacher's teaching activity — the ability to recognize an

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active, conscious person capable of creative activity.

Jan Amos Comenius, having put forward the idea of universal education —
"everyone needs education," created his own system [3, p. 19]. He taught that man is
the most perfect, beautiful creature, a microcosm in which the harmony of body and
soul coexist. In his speech "On the culture of natural gifts," he noted that education
and upbringing should be the foundation of the state, since the future of the state and
the people depends on them [3; 12, p. 115-119]. And the principles, methods, and
forms of teaching of the "Great Didactics" became the basis of many modern
pedagogical theories. "The musician," Comenius wrote, "does not strike the strings
with his fist or stick, does not strike the instrument against the wall when the strings
of the lyre or harp produce dissonance, but patiently tunes them, applying all his art,
until he brings the strings to harmony. In the same way we must adapt ourselves to
the properties of the mind, bringing minds to harmony and love of science, when we
do not want to turn the lazy into stubborn and the flabby into utter fools" [5, p. 11].

Consequently, we can speak in extrapolation of the effective arsenal of
"Cognosce te ipsum. Man was proclaimed a high value, as evidenced by the writings
of Vittorino da Feltre in Italy, Luis Vives in Spain, Francois Rabelais and Mittel
Montaigne in France, Erasmus of Rotterdam in Holland, etc. Their humanistic ideas
were widely disseminated in most of Europe. And it was a "new milestone" of all-
round development that was achieved by education and upbringing.

Often scholars say, in order to increase language competence, it is necessary to
give the whole learning process a terminological orientation. An important condition
for the successful study and assimilation of professional disciplines is the
terminological literacy of students — future professionals. Terminology is not a
secondary or collateral component of science, it is an obligatory and one of its most
important components [22].

The integral system of formations of terminological fields and microfields of
any branch — be it medicine, biology, law or economy etc., where separate words
connected with each other thematically, conceptually and linguistically, enter into
paradigmatic and syntagmatic relations, needs not just to be familiar, it needs to be
studied; it is necessary to study professional language, because it is very different
from the common language, which is a means of communication [21]. The so-called
professional vocabulary is needed not just to "satisfy" grammatical and syntactic
levels (special dictionaries and reference books are created for this purpose), it is

indispensable in solving the problem of universality of the world picture — linguistic,
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conceptual, naive, scientific.

7.1. Resources of our brains

At the 2016 World Economic Forum, there was a discussion about the changes
needed in the educational process, about how to stay "afloat," how to remain
functional in the face of global economic and social shifts. The result was the
following statement: "The education system must be able to adapt to prepare people
for the changing labor market. At the same time, recent IT advances offer new and
potentially more affordable ways to access education [19].

Much has been said and written about the brain in recent years, which has had a
significant impact on people involved in teaching and training [11]. This interest is
due to the fact that the brain is the center of all the processes involved in learning. It
is the organ of the body that centralizes all elements of learning activity.

Only two facts concerning the workings of the human brain can we speak of
with absolute certainty: every brain is unique; the brain has specialization.

Specialization is an established fact, even though some specialists continue to
argue about the degree of such specialization. Consensus has also been reached on
the concept of dominant preferences. Each of us has a "preferred" eye, hand, foot, and
ear, as well as one or more mental preferences. Although our bodies are symmetrical
in terms of "organs" (2 eyes, 2 ears, 2 feet, 2 hands, 2 brain hemispheres), experts
believe that we use this duality asymmetrically [17]. In other words, we use one
organ of the pair more than the other.

By combining specialization and asymmetry of use (or predominance), we can
understand the distribution of predominant elements, which allows us to explain the
motives of human behavior. And especially the fact that each person has his own
style of acquiring knowledge. The main application of education and training for
professionals consists of revising the perceptions of the ways in which participants
receive information [1].

The mind is no longer one level; it is multilevel. Each learning professional is a
unique individual with his or her own style of teaching and experience. We know
from personal experience that some subjects are easier for us than others; that we are
attracted to certain teaching styles; that the process of remembering information is

different, and so on. The reason for these phenomena, which each of us observes, is
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our uniqueness in terms of our learning style, content, attitudes toward learning
methods, environments, and/or teaching techniques.

The concept of "whole-brain learning and teaching" provides a foundation that
bridges the gap between the uniqueness of each student and the format/ delivery of
courses. This is why human resource professionals who have taken the "learning and
teaching with the full brain" approach tend to use this technology, which has proven
to work well in a variety of classroom types and for a wide range of academic
disciplines. It works better because:

e The brain is specialized and each individual's brain is unique,

e The brain is always in a particular situation,

e [earning is a mental activity,

e Each person has a unique style of knowledge acquisition,

e The format of training courses can be tailored to individual differences,

e Learning styles can match the uniqueness of each participant,

e The uniqueness of the participants can be an integral part of the training
course format,

e Participants can be divided into groups to enhance learning and knowledge
acquisition,

e Programs that take into account participants' intellectual backgrounds are
enjoyed by participants, trainers, and facilitators.

Thinking Process. The whole concept of "learning and teaching using the full
capacity of the brain" is built on the distribution of specialized ways of thinking in
the cerebral system. Physiologically, the brain consists of two hemispheres, known as
the left and right hemispheres of the brain. These hemispheres are interconnected.
They are connected at the cortical level by the corpus callosum, and at the limbic
level by the hippocampal junction. These connections create important relationships
between both cortical spaces and between the two limbic [15].

Two of these quadrants represent the cognitive and intellectual species, which
are associated with the cortical hemispheres. The other two quadrants represent the
sensory and emotional species, which are associated with the limbic system. 2 of the
quadrants specialize in the thinking process in the left hemisphere. These are the
logical, analytical, cognitive perception, and "facts and numbers" of the left cortical
quadrant. These are the planning, organization, details, and "steps" of the left limbic

quadrant.
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The other two quadrants specialize in the thinking process of the right
hemisphere. These are generalization, integration, intuition, and globality of the right
cortical quadrant. Interpersonal relationships, emotions, kinesthetic sensations, and
feelings of the right limbic quadrant.

We know more about the functions of the two cortical areas than of the two
limbic areas. While it is recognized that cortical space is more related to cognitive
and intellectual processes, limbic space is increasingly associated with habits and
emotional aspects [7].

One of the primary functions of the limbic system is to transmit information
from the brain in such a way that it finds its proper place for future use. This is why
the limbic system plays such an important role in the memory process. Memory is
vital to the acquisition of knowledge, and without memory, the acquisition of any
knowledge becomes impossible. This is how the two limbic quadrants play an
important role in this system of learning and teaching.

Intellectual Preferences. With the support of General Electric, N. Herrmann was
able to develop and validate a tool that helps measure individuals' preferred types of
thought work. The tool is called the "Brain Intellectual Preference Characterization
(Intellectual Preferences). It is a questionnaire (developed as far back as 1978 to
determine thinking dominants) that the participant fills out on his or her own to
obtain his or her personal profile [11]. The profile is a metaphor for people's thinking
preferences about the four quadrants of the model.

Experience shows that there is a tangible link between a person's brain
preference profile, his or her occupation, and learning style. A number of
characteristics across all quadrants form the basis of the "whole-brain learning and
teaching" model. It is very important to take into account the uniqueness of each
learning group when designing a course. Using the model, one can gain a better
understanding of the specific preferences and characteristics of the group, and thus
create and deliver the training that is appropriate in that particular case.

All-Brain Learning. The most successful way to train is to create an "all-brain"
dynamic in the group that "encompasses all brain preferences. This can be achieved
by creating training in the form of a constant dynamic circular motion between the
traits of the 4 quadrants that promotes an equal distribution of all preferences. This
constant circular motion means that you must make sure that participants with
different interests can learn effectively.

«The understanding of self — the discovering of self — can be greatly facilitated
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through whole brain approaches to learning. It's never too late for gifts and talents to
emerge. Never too late!» — N. Herrmann wrote in "Creativity, Learning, and the
Specialized Brain In the Context of Education for Gifted and Talented Children" for
the Seventh World Conference on Not Just Children, but the Gifted and Talented
(Salt Lake City, Utah, August 4, 1987) [11].

7.2. Use of Intellectual Potential and its Tools (on the material of training)

In today's evolving society, the largest corporations are increasingly addressing
the problem of maximizing human capital that exists in and around the company [8].
"The introduction of technologies based on a high level of intellectual resources and
the trends of globalization are becoming the most important factors determining not
only the economy but also the politics of the 21st century. In this regard, increasing
the level of intellectual potential, human capital become a key condition for the
independence of the country, the dominant of its successful development" [4]. In
doing so, benchmarks are formed and models are built, thanks to which the successful
promotion of both internal and external resources is guaranteed.

Our main focus will be on the training manual for the trainer — the instructions
for the training. We will demonstrate the tools that will make it easier to conduct a
seminar on "Client Satisfaction".

The purpose of this paper is to highlight the key points and their particularities
in conducting a two-day training.

Training Materials. This is your basic visual aid to help you conduct the
workshop. Trainer's Guide. Identifies ways to teach, gives tips, and summarizes the
basic information on each slide; it may also contain additional information to help
you answer questions from the training participants. Pedagogical tools: brings
together the tools you will use during the training. The trainer's manual tells you
when to use the various tools.

Preparation Tips. A week before the start of the training, contact the training
organization department to make sure the logistics of the workshop are secured (U-
format room and name plates for 12 people, flip chart, video projector; check if the
documentation for participants is printed correctly and will be available in the
training room on the first day; check the schedule that has been given to participants

in order to adapt your own schedule accordingly.
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Three days before the start of the training you should review the training, using
the training manual for the trainer, in order to refresh the content and update it in case
of changes. The day before the training, make sure you have all the necessary
documents for the training: the training manual, the training materials (Power Point
presentation), the pedagogical component (role-playing materials, exercises....), so
that the training will go in the best possible way.

On the day of the training — come to the agreed place one hour before the start of
the workshop in order to get acquainted with the environment (audience, small rooms
for working in groups, break rooms...); prepare your materials and make sure
everything works properly: fold documents for training participants (organize how
you will hand them out); prepare a flip chart by writing on the first and second page
the text ("Good afternoon and welcome to the workshop on "Customer Satisfaction".
"Training Objectives" — if they are not listed in the Power Point presentation). Now
you, as the trainer, are ready to welcome the participants and begin the training.

At the appointed time, invite the participants to the classroom, allow them to
choose a seat, and ask them to write their first and last names on the signs,
emphasizing that it is important for you to know their names to facilitate
communication with each of them during the workshop.

Method of presentation. Participants sit in selected seats and write their names
on plates. Introduction of the trainer (name, professional experience, marital status,
hobbies).

It is necessary to establish a friendly atmosphere from the beginning: it can be a
smile, a friendly attitude, etc. Some participants may not particularly want to attend a
training session, but have come out of necessity, so it is important to melt the ice
from the start. Don't forget that first impressions are often the right ones [20].

The trainer should: 1) demonstrate the objectives by reading them aloud without
additional comments; 2) convince participants of the pragmatic nature of the program
(show the difference between learning how to work and a psychological approach). It
is very important that only the trainer speak during the introduction; there is no need
to ask participants to speak. Don't be afraid to get closer to the participants by
standing in the center of the «Uy.

Demonstrate the schedule, emphasizing that cell phones must be turned off at all
times, except during breaks. Allow participants to introduce themselves.

Participants prepare a presentation of themselves in pairs for six minutes: if

there is an odd number of people in the group, form one troika (A represents B, B
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represents C, and C represents A). Next, each participant introduces his or her partner
to the group for no longer than one minute. During this time, you need to tell them
their name, city, professional experience, and hobbies. The participants usually
introduce themselves in the same way as the trainer a few minutes earlier. Humor is
acceptable while introducing participants — it helps to create a friendly atmosphere [6;
2; 10]. The main rules are not to allow notes to be taken and, in general, to create a
positive mood among the participants [9; 16].

The trainer conducts an analysis, stressing that when doing such an exercise, it is
worth concentrating on what the person is doing, not on who he or she is. Discuss the
reasons for this phenomenon with the group (fear of offending the other person, risk
of personal contact).

The fact that each participant represents the other creates a sense of rhythm and
prevents anyone from talking about themselves for too long.

Keep an eye on the time; don't drag out the process with questions.

The fact that the trainer takes notes shows that he or she is interested in the
group. It also helps to adapt the visual materials of the training to the individual
characteristics of the participants.

A peculiarity of conducting trainings is the role of the so-called communication
links:

1. "Thank you for the introductions. Now that we know each other better, it is
important to establish ground rules that will allow us to achieve maximum results in
the coming two days of training."

2. "We will remove three obstacles and adhere to three conditions. Present the
three obstacles to be removed. Give the group a definition of each obstacle, an
example of the risks associated with this type of behavior, and describe how you
should conduct yourself during the workshop.

3. Don't start the dialogue with the group with open-ended questions, such as,
"What do you think these obstacles are?" etc. The purpose of this block is not to
listen to the participants' opinions, but to establish rules that the trainer can rely on
during the training if such a situation arises (when the participant behaves directly as
described in the obstacle or does not comply with the established conditions).

Thus, it is necessary to remember that the "Rules of the Game" consist of
overcoming three obstacles — criticism, confirmation, justification. And learning to
adhere to them is the purpose of conducting such trainings. Therefore, the way of

presenting the material is very important [18].
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Conclusions

The paper analyzes the situation of the correlation between knowledge and
skills, the need for their use in relation to the learning system. Language competence
is presented through the prism of general didactic principles. Some peculiarities of
providing and receiving knowledge necessary for different models of learning are
disclosed. The most complex process of self-development lies in the ability to think
creatively. This is a successful way in teaching and learning when the "all-brain"
dynamic is used. We also focus on the specifics of conducting training on the topic of
"Customer Satisfaction. We demonstrate the tools that will facilitate the conduct of
such a seminar. The main focus is on the methodological manual for the trainer — the
instructions for the training.

Thus, the development of creative thinking is a complex process of self-
development on the way of teaching and learning, as a result of which we go to
experiment with ourselves, with our capabilities, so that in the future "out-of-the-box
thinking" using various techniques of mind control, neurosemantics and

neurolinguistic programming can hold in their hands the over-globalized world.

PSYCHOLOGICAL COUNSELLING ON SEXUALITY, SEX, AND GENDER

Introduction.

Sex counselling is the most successful outcome of the integration of different
theoretical models into a single technology of psychological help. According to the
available statistics, sex counselling is the best way to treat 80-95% of various sexual
disorders, e.g., impotence, premature ejaculation, and orgasmic dysfunction (in the
absence of physiological problems). Firstly, this method of treatment is successful
because sexual problems are solved by reaching insight and doing “homework.”
Secondly, it does not take a lot of time (3 to 10 sessions). And thirdly, the very
strategy requires the counsellor to be flexible and pragmatic.

In order for sex counselling to be successful, couples must be willing to keep
their relationship and go through psychotherapy. The basic plan to provide
psychological help consists of 6 steps:

1. Clinical interview;

Checking physical state and studying the history;
Studying the relationship;
Exercises on the development of sensory sensitivity;

Special techniques;

Evaluation.

8.1. Special Techniques of Psychological Counselling on Sexuality

8.1.1. Clinical Interview

The counsellor thoroughly gathers information on family history, attitude to sex
in childhood, religious influences, early sexual experience, and current attitude to
various sexual practices in both partners together or separately. The examination
includes conclusions about previous sexual problems, as well as the current
difficulties and attempts to solve them.

When the working relationship 1s set, the counsellor can ask such direct

questions as: “What do you think about during sex?”; “What would you like to do
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from what you do not normally do?”; “How do you begin an intercourse?”

8.1.2. Examining Physical Condition and Studying the History

In case of sexual problems, it is essential to confirm or exclude physiological
problems prior to psychological intrusion. It is important to know which medicine the
client takes: for example, some drugs used to decrease blood pressure can affect
sexual activity.

Studying the history and examination can help detect some physical processes
that can cause sexual dysfunction. Counsellors on sexual problems work in
collaboration with medical specialists who conduct such studies. It is also important
to work together with psychotherapists who have not only knowledge, but also
sensitivity to work with those who are clearly confused and feel uncomfortable being

aware of their difficulties.

8.1.3. Study of the Relationship

Sexual behaviour is a way of communicating with each other. Counsellors
should also dedicate some time to trust and responsibility to work. Open and friendly
atmosphere makes it easier for the clients to reveal their fears connected with failure,
which often are the cause of sexual problems. They are asked to share with each other
what they like and do not like, their fantasies, thus getting closer in a secure verbal
way. Sometimes common sex counselling is not a necessity, because it is the attitude
of the partners that is the root of problems. Therefore, before you work with more
severe sexual problems, it is important to make sure that all deep conflicts have been

resolved.

8.1.4. Exercises on the Development of Sensory Sensitivity

Here we use the methods of behavioural counselling, which the couple have to
exercise at home. The initial tension is released through the prohibition for a couple
to proceed with having sex, thus excluding the possibility of failure. These exercises
are aimed at achieving and receiving not genital satisfaction through touching, which
may sound selfish, but effective and unpretentious nevertheless. Then the couple add:

- Stroking each other on the back for one week;

- Non-genital touches and giving mutual pleasure in other parts of the body;

- Gentle genital simulation;

- Qenital touches.
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8.1.5. Special Techniques

Sex counsellors use many educational and psychotherapeutic tools to enhance
other communications, awareness, and sexual responsibility. Films and books can
also be used as visual aids.

There are also certain specific procedures, such as ‘“compression technique”
used for premature ejaculation. Working on various problems, a variety of sexual

positions and certain mental exercises can be used to eliminate distracting thoughts.

8.2. Peculiarities of Counselling on Sex and Gender

How to start a conversation about sexual problems? Even if these problems are a
major cause of seeking treatment, clients do not always speak about them directly.
And counsellors may not always feel free to ask the client about intimate aspects of
their life. Therefore, the study of sexuality of the client often begins with standard
questions and answers or a kind of game between the counsellor and the client,
“What could you tell me about your sex life?” — “Everything’s fine” or “It’s OK.”
The counsellor, however, should not be satisfied with such superficial response, thus
asking clarifying questions, “What do you mean by ‘fine’?”, “What is OK for you in
sexual life?” Thus, we let the client understand that a short answer is possible, but not
enough. As mentioned above, even if the client did not come because of sexual
disorders, most psychological problems are closely related to the sexual sphere.

Hence when the client says nothing about their sexuality, the counsellor should
lead them to this subject, “You are not saying anything about your sex life.” This
remark may be more valuable than a question. If the client answers with the question,
“What exactly do you want to know?” the remark can be rephrased as a question
“Why are not you talking about your sex life?” In case of resistance to discuss such
issues, there should not be any pressure, but it should be noted that without such
discussion it is much more difficult to understand the other problems.

Counselling clients with sexual problems can be of three kinds: sexual
education, forming adequate sexual behaviour, and sex therapy.

Sex education and counselling tend to go together. Counselling adults refers to
sexual education as changing attitudes towards sexuality. Problems often arise
because of distorted ideas about sexual life, i.e., different kinds of pseudo-ideas and

myths. Most people have a certain idea of what is normal and abnormal in sexual life,
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and this understanding is often determined by myths. Many myths interpret sexual act
and roles in it. Here are some of them:

e man always strives for sexual intercourse, while woman does not;

e man is aggressive by nature, and has a strong potency, while woman is

usually passive;

e sexual intercourse must always be initiated by man;

e Dboth partners must experience an orgasm simultaneously;

e man must always have an erection and ejaculation;

e man cannot influence a woman’s ability to experience orgasm;

e sexual contact is possible only at a certain time and under certain conditions;

e there are acceptable and unacceptable positions in sex, etc.

Some people are guided by the sexual mythology and feel unhappy if their sex
life does not match the stereotype. It is important that the counsellor was not under
the influence of any kinds of myths.

Helping clients to get rid of myths and stereotypes is a very important aspect of
counselling on sexual problems. Throughout the course of counselling, a psychologist
works with the couple to overcome resistance. Acknowledging the fact that, when
symptoms disappear, partners will be forced to seek other means of communication is
a problem that needs to be discussed at the very outset of counselling. When sexual
functions have been restored, the counsellor should help the couple to integrate all
that they have achieved and continue their common growth and further development
as a sexual couple.

Apart from counselling on separate sexual dysfunctions, sex counsellors call to
give help to those suffering from sexually transmitted and chronic diseases, substance
addictions, victims of violence, those who have had abortions and people with
disabilities. In such cases, the counsellor should not only have a high level of
training, but they have to work on their own views, feelings of discomfort, and
prohibitions relating to this area.

In our society, as a result of the liberalisation of social norms towards sexuality,
distribution of books and videos that promote sex and eroticism, sexual behaviour is
becoming more and more uninhibited, but the problems remain, and in bigger
amount, besides. For example, some people are confused or worried because of the
inconsistencies in the standards of sexual behaviour they see on the screen or read in

books. The main cause of sexual problems is mental tension, anxiety, and internal
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conflicts, since sexuality is especially sensitive to emotional stress. Being uninhibited
regarding sexual life enables people to freely turn to experts on sexual problems and
discuss them during counselling.

The concepts of “sex” and “sexuality” are often used interchangeably, but their
meaning is different. It is important to know when to use these terms in your
professional work. Sex means mechanical implementation of sexual intercourse.
Sexuality encompasses the full range of feelings, from sensory stimulation to
intimacy. In psychological counselling, we often have to deal with sexual problems,
although clients sometimes want to discuss the technical side of sexual life, too.

Counselling on sexual problems involves an understanding of the norm,
pathology, and deviations in sexual life. Let us take a quick look at these concepts.

According to our cultural norms, the purpose of sexual behaviour is a
meaningful love relationship, delivering pleasure and a deep knowledge of another
person, relieving sexual tension and enabling to have children. Normal sexuality
covers a wide range of sexual behaviours. Sometimes it is difficult to establish the
exact boundary between normal and abnormal sexuality. The location of this
boundary depends on socio-cultural, moral, and legal norms. Which can often be
quite archaic and conservative, by the way. Changing social attitudes to expressions
of sexuality leads to a new definition of the sexual norm, which oftentimes depends
on the partners’ consent.

Many techniques of sexual relations are considered normal if they are accepted
by both partners. The reasons for deviations in sexuality can be both psychological
and physical. It should be noted that deviant sexuality reinforces other problems,
which in turn intensify sexual disorders.

The most common sexual disorder in men is impotence, manifested in the
inability to have a full erection during sexual intercourse. According to some authors,
almost every other man quite often experiences impotence as a temporary
dysfunction in certain periods of their life. With age the probability of such cases
increases. Impotence causes acute distress, especially in young men. There might
appear a disease caused by organic or psychogenic factors. In the first case, the
pathogenic effects may take place due to taking hormones, some somatic diseases, or
neurological disorders.

In the second case, there often reveals a disharmony in the relationship with the

partner, increased anxiety, chronic feelings of guilt and shame; sometimes sexual
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function is blocked in certain situations. Failure in sexual intercourse usually causes
an acute sense of inferiority, which in turn provokes further failures.

Another disorder in men is a premature ejaculation, which is usually of
psychogenic nature, often due to unresolved sexual conflicts, however, sometimes it
may be caused by excessive tiredness. The dysfunction itself is a source of constant
feeling of inferiority in men and sexual dissatisfaction in women.

The most common disorder of female sexuality is frigidity or sexual coldness,
the most important feature of which is a partial or complete lack of sexual
satisfaction. This disorder does not preclude the woman from the possibility of
having sex. The aetiology of frigidity is mostly psychogenic and related to the
negative feelings towards the sexual act (previous negative experience, unacceptable
behaviour of the partner, etc.).

Frigidity may come with physical disorders. In both sexes a sexual disorder can
manifest itself in the form of hypersexuality. In this disorder, a person is constantly
tormented by thoughts and fantasies of a sexual nature, and overwhelming libido.
Women’s hypersexuality is sometimes called nymphomania, the man’s one —
satyriasis. Aetiology of hypersexuality is mostly psychogenic, but it can also be
caused by epilepsy and other neurological diseases, as well as by the use of
amphetamines and hormones. In some cases, hypersexuality can occur due to
physiological changes during menopause.

Counsellors must be prepared to support clients of all ages. Kirkpatrick (1975)
formulated nine rules of sex counselling:

1. Counsellors must not be burdened with their own sexual problems. This is a
necessary condition for an adequate response to the related difficulties of the clients.

2. Counsellors should be able to freely and openly talk about sexual problems,
i.e., not to overuse figurative language and follow sexological terminology.

3. Counsellors should sometimes be the first to start talking about possible
sexual problems of the client, because the client may feel uncomfortable.

4. Counsellors should be able to interpret sexual problems when the client
presents them in a disguised form.

5. Counsellors must be knowledgeable in various matters of human sexuality in
order to provide the clients with the relevant information (anatomy, gender
psychology, contraceptives, etc.).

6. When counselling adolescents and youths, counsellors must bear in mind that

their knowledge about sexuality may be incomplete and distorted. Particular attention
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should be drawn to early sex life, and so on.

7. Counsellors must limit their services and practices to those which are within
their professional competence. They must not engage in sex therapy without special
training.

8. Counsellors must be aware of the cases when they should refer their client to
other professionals and must provide them with their contacts.

9. Counsellors must refrain from judgement of sexual behaviour and preferences
of their clients.

The sex therapy proposed by US researchers Masters and Johnson (1970) is
popular in treating sexual dysfunction. Although it is essentially designed for couples,
but it has been used more recently as an individual and group method. This sex
therapy is based on several principles:

e Responsibility for your own actions;

e Being sexually uninhibited;

e Studying different forms of sexual behaviour;

e Deep awareness of your own feelings and fantasies when communicating
with the opposite sex;

e Structural behaviour change.

The terms heterosexual, homosexual and bisexual should be used as adjectives,
not nouns, and in relation to the behaviour, not the people. In everyday language,
however, someone is often called a homosexual or heterosexual, and people also call
themselves like that. Inaccurate use of these words is associated with those whose
regular sexual partners are people of the same sex and those whose homosexual
contacts are rarer compared with heterosexual.

The term “homosexual” is best left to describe the behaviour of those who have
sex exclusively or almost exclusively with people of the same sex, and the term
“heterosexual” — the behaviour of those whose sexual partners always or almost
always belong to the opposite sex; the term “bisexual” or “ambi-sexual” is better to
be used towards sexual behaviour of those who more or less regularly have sexual
contacts with people of both sexes.

Gender 1dentity indicates why a person considers themselves a representative of
a particular sex — male or female.

The internal conviction of this identity may both display and non-display

physical appearance or the gender role assigned by society. These differences are
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fundamental, particularly regarding transsexuality. In their real environment,
transsexuals are identified by their anatomical sex. Transsexuals are raised according
to how society sees them. Yet they consider themselves the opposite sex. Their
appearance is in conflict with their internal sex.

This side of life exists separately from their sexual orientation as transsexual
may be homosexual or transsexual. In everyday life, anyone can “identify”
themselves as a homosexual or consider their “identity” homosexual. It is about the
use of this term in affiliate (connecting) sense. Similarly, people could identify
themselves as American, Indian, or Unitarian. [2]

The concept of gender or gender role is different from the concepts of
orientation and identity, although it is associated with them. Gender and gender role
are related to the public view on how boys and girls or men and women should
behave and how they should be treated. Gender role is reflected in the behaviour of

biological inclination of a person. The terms “boys” and “girls,” “men” and “women”
are social, and the terms “male” and “female” — biological. Gender applies to
everything that man does in the community in which he lives, and may or may not
have anything to do with biology. For instance, males can live like women and
females — like men; a male may be raised as a boy, but live like a woman in
adulthood. [3]

However, for most people their identity, orientation, and gender sound similar.
A typical male considers himself as such, follows masculine behaviour (a
combination of biologically and socially determined behavioural patterns), is
accepted in society as a man, and prefers to have sex with females. A typical female
considers herself as a woman, follows feminine behaviour (also a combination of
biologically and socially determined behavioural patterns), is seen as a woman in the
society, and prefers to have sex with males.

Deviations occur when an individual prefers erotic relationship with a person of

the same sex (male and female homosexuals) or when a male person feels female.

8.3. Psychological Counselling on Intimacy

Establishing intimacy, as most people want, may appear hard to achieve due to
such issues as obstacles to the development of intimacy, fear of intimate

relationships, and pseudo-intimacy.
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It is a well-known fact that some people easily enter into close relationships,
while others find it very difficult to go beyond the small talk stage. There are clearly
a lot fewer people that belong to the first category. Most people have to make a lot of
effort to achieve intimacy, and often face the fact that all their attempts go unnoticed
or rejected. The following are the common causes of the difficulties that arise at the
beginning of close relations.

1. Shyness. People whose shyness makes them avoid communication and keep
themselves to themselves, unintentionally limit their ability to create intimate
relationships. Paradoxically, shy people often crave intimacy and friendship, but they
obviously do not want or are not able to take the risk and overcome their shyness.

2. Aggressiveness. Aggressive people often scare away others or make them
take a defensive position. Typically, they are concerned that “this man will take the
upper hand over me,” but few people are attracted to relationships in which they will
have submissive role. Lowering the tone and aggressive behaviour can increase the
chances of achieving intimacy.

3. Narcissism. People absorbed with themselves usually push the others away.
Everyone knows the people who at all costs want to be in the spotlight; ignore the
needs of others (not on purpose, but simply because they do not notice them); who
speak only about themselves, not letting anyone else say a word, and do not want to
do anything from what their partner wants, unless it coincides with their own desires.
These people often initiate a sexual relationship by telling others a lot about
themselves, but it is difficult for them to maintain a long-term relationship.

4. Egotism. Egotism stemming from narcissism can cause even more damage
to the development of intimacy. Egoists often manipulate others and try to benefit
from them to achieve their own goal. Selfish people care little about bringing
anything good to their partner or relationship, and try to be the first to get their way.

5. Inability for empathy. People unwilling or unable to accept and understand
the attitudes, thoughts or feelings of others might find it difficult to maintain
intimacy. They often do not know how to listen to the other: they either interrupt their
partner or do not hear what they are saying, being unable to look at the situation from
the partner’s point of view. Those who are capable of empathy, seek not only to
understand, but also somehow help others.

6. Conlflicts and unrealistic expectations. Many people have idealised pictures
of intimacy. As a result, they expect the impossible, creating a situation that often

leads to disappointment, frustration and even the refusal from intimate relationships.
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In other cases, partners’ purposes may be so different that the relationship is bound to
fail. Thus, if one partner is mainly looking for the ability to share leisure and
entertainment in friendship, while the other wants a deep intellectual communication,
they are unlikely to become good friends.

Needless to say, this is not a complete list of all possible obstacles on the way to
intimacy. There are other factors, e.g., depression, drug abuse or severe physical
illness, which extremely complicate the establishment of close relations even if all
other conditions are acceptable. [4]

It is important, however, to emphasise that intimacy is often extremely viable,
making its way in spite of the unforeseen obstacles.

Fear of intimacy is rather common. Its main causes are distrust, fear of being
abandoned or lose control. These are often accompanied by a negative view of
oneself. People think that they do not have anything of value to contribute to the
relationship, and question the fairness of the evaluation of the interested person
because they feel uninteresting and not worth the attention.

Distrustful people, who fear that they might be deceived, are resolute to avoid
intimate relationships, preferring to have many random relationships instead of one
that requires taking on a serious commitment; such people protect themselves from
trouble, but rob themselves emotionally. Others enter into intimate relationships, but
protect themselves by limiting the degree of closeness. Once there is a risk that the
relationship can become too close, they start a fight, become indifferent or plunge
into work; they protect themselves from the commitment of the relationship, and
soothe their fears by keeping intimacy under control.

Oftentimes, fear of intimacy remains throughout the entire life. Sometimes it is
rooted in the traumatic relationship with parents in early childhood; in other cases
there is a gap after the intimate relationship that brought not only mortification, but
deep disappointment, too.

True intimacy as a positive self-developing process should be distinguished
from pseudo-intimacy which is more pretence than openness, more manipulation than
empathy. Pseudo-intimacy is characterised by the following features:

1. The desire of one partner to shift most part of the hassle and responsibility on
another rather than to take them over.

2. A huge gap between what is said and what is done.

3. Lack of mutual trust between the partners or deliberate and repeated breach of
it by one of them.
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4. One-sided or illusory obligations imposed by this relationship.

5. Selfish behaviour of one partner and their inattention to the interests of
another.

6. One-way communication (one partner either takes up all the talking, or does
not have talk at all).

7. Directive communication style, when one or both partners give instructions
and criticise each other for not following them.

8. Permanent conflicts and disputes that consume a lot of time and energy, but
hardly lead to solving significant problems.

The intimacy issues also include homosexual problems. The term “homosexual”
refers to personal behaviour, while the term “gay” refers to public behaviour and
shows the connection with the subculture. Homosexually oriented individuals openly
declare their sexual preferences and can be identified by their activities and
demeanour.

This is reflected in the feminised style of behaviour in men and masculinised in
women. This style can be a natural expression of self, or part of rather formal codes
denoting group identity. Many of the social signals that are used to give a sign of
sexual interest are the same for homosexuals and heterosexuals. Certain behavioural
codes may be useful for the homosexuals in heterosexual circumstances, e.g., subtle
changes in tone of voice, posture and manners, keywords, visual contact and
frequenting famous places for dating.

Bisexual (ambi-sexual) behaviour in 1990s was also discussed more openly than
in the past. And there is no evidence that was more wide-spread than in any other
previous period. Ambisexuals more openly communicate with homosexuals than
heterosexuals, but they consider themselves a separate category of people. Just as
lesbians did before them, they demand their recognition as a separate from
homosexuals community, with its own specific group needs and interests.

Women who prefer to have erotic and loving relationship — exclusively or
occasionally — with the people of the same sex were called “romantic friends” in the
Victorian era. In Western culture, they were a minority even more hidden than men;
the public learnt of their existence only after the Second World War. Up until the
1960s, they were mixed in the same group with men, being called “female
homosexuals” or “gay women.” Later, for political reasons, they agreed to be called
lesbians because it gave them an identity as a group.

Although homosexual men and women have many common needs, lesbians
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have their special needs, too. In particular, they are extremely concerned by the
stereotypes about them in society. As representatives of any other orientation, they
may be feminine or “macho-like,” conservative or liberal, believers or atheists,
interested or disinterested in getting an orgasm, prone to promiscuity or monogamy,
reserved or sociable, attractive or plain. Their motives or reasons for identification
with the lesbian community are often wider than among male homosexuals. Some
women engage in sexual intercourse with the people of the same sex for political
reasons, which is very rare or non-existent among men.

Any culture sees clothing as a symbol of belonging to the male or female
gender, and expresses being a part of a certain group or excluded from it. Clothing is
a means of providing evidence of gender division and accurate gender identification.
It objectively reflects a range of mental, social, and many other aspects. People react
negatively to violations of the norms related to clothing, and, therefore, to the

preferred group identity.

Conclusions.

Sex consultancy is a specialised area, which often uses behaviourist methods to
reduce the symptoms.

GREEK AND LATIN DOUBLETS DENOTING PLANT PARTS IN MODERN
BOTANICAL TERMINOLOGY

Introduction

For historical reasons for the emergence of many biological sciences in the
ancient world, their terminological systems were formed on the basis of Greek and
Latin lexical funds, which led to the appearance of Greek and Latin doublet
designations of concepts [1]. Among the various ways of replenishing terminological
vocabulary, the most productive was morphological one that according to which term
formation was carried out by compounding and affixation.

V. Shynkaruk distinguishes two types of compounding: syntactic (compounding
stems), and paratetic (compounding words) [11]. The use of various combinations of
roots, stems, affixes and word-building models, both “pure” (Latin or Greek), and
hybrid, made it possible not only to mark the distinguishing features of a new concept
but also to determine its place in the system of concepts. The means of word
formation, determining the limits of the content of concepts, got, in turn, a clearer
semantic specialization. With the development of science, there arose a need for
clearly motivated designations, the internal form of which is exactly consistent with
the content.

In modern terminology, research on Greek and Latin terminological elements is
carried out in various aspects: a bioscientific terminology: words from Latin and
Greek stems (D. Ayers), the internationalization of the terminological fund
(V. Akulenko, S. Grinev-Grinevich, V. Grigoriev, F. Nikitina, G. Samburova,
A. Superanska), the status and role of Greek and Latin terminological elements in the
terminological systems of national languages (T.Kandelaki, N. Yushmanov),
terminological synonymy (D. Lotte), terminological elements in the terminological
systems of specific sciences (O. Balalaieva, N. Misnik, Yu. Brazhuk, 1. Vakulyk,
V. Shynkaruk, N. Tsymbal, G. Hasanshina).

However, there are few fundamental works devoted to the analysis of botanical
terminology as such. The historical aspect of the emergence and development of
Ukrainian scientific botanical terminology was studied by V. Gamalia, some aspects

of the use of Greek and Latin doublets are mainly covered in the dictionaries of
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botanical terminology by M. Barna [5], A. Bulakh, S. Ziman [12], I. Dudka [6].
The purpose of the study is to analyze the Greek and Latin doublets in botanical

terminology, denoting the names of plant parts.

Research methods and materials: morphemic analysis of botanical terms
denoting the names of plant parts. The study is based on materials of classical
dictionaries for botanists by J. Lindley [9], S. Pell, B. Angell [10], from which most
definitions of terms are taken.

The process of creating the Latin botanical terminology took place through the
absorbing of Greek terminology, searches in Latin for equivalents of Greek terms and
borrowings. The statement that, as a result of the parallel use of Latin and Greek
terms, the synonymy in terminology expanded, a specific Latin-Greek bilingualism
has emerged, which was a distinctive feature of ancient medical terminology and
became traditional for modern, can be extrapolated to all biological terminology,
including botanical one.

Based on the results of the morphemic analysis, scholars prove that affixing and
compounding are productive ways of forming items of the Latinized semantic
metalanguage of agronomy, that fully complies with the speech substratum, the Latin
language. The researcher notes that the grammatical foundation of the Latinized
metalanguage of agronomy is represented by three parts of speech: nouns, adjectives
and participles. In compound words, numerals and adverbs are also presented as
terminological elements. However, in modern botanical terminology, not all roots or
stems of Greek nouns found in derivatives are used as separate terms.

Most compound botanical terms have a transparent internal form: the meaning
of an unknown word can be revealed from its word-forming structure through the
analysis of terminological elements — morphemes and morpheme blocks, which are
regularly reproduced in existing definitions or used to create new ones and have a
definite permanent meaning. The terminological element conveys a generalized and
specialized meaning determined by one of the signs of concept the denoted by the
term. In this sense, terminoelements are constitutive units in terms and nomina.

With the help of frequency terminological elements, a series of terms with the
same type of semantics and structure are formed. As a result of the interaction, the
terminological elements form a complex open formal-semantic terminological system
in which each term has a specific place and a constant meaning [7].

Let’s consider some Greek and Latin initial and final doublet terminological

elements denoting the names of plants and their parts.
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9.1. Greek and Latin roots denoting parts of plant

9.1.1. Greek -phyt- / Latin -plant- 'plant’

The high-frequency root phyt- can be either initial or final, and used in phyto-/-
phyton variants:

phytognosis = phytologia — science of plants, the part of botany which treats of
plants in general;

phytobiologia — phytobiology, the branch of biology that studies plant life (the
same botany);

phytographia — phytography, the part of botany teaching the art of describing
plants;

phytopathologia — phytopathology, science of plant diseases;

phytotomia — phytotomy, the part of botany teaching anatomical structure of
plants;

phytocenosis — plant community, a collection or association of plant species
within a designated geographical unit;

phytogelin — gelationous matter of Algals;

phytochlore — green coloring matter;

phytoliths — fossil plants;

phytopolitus — any parasitical plant, whether real or apparent;

phytophagus — phytophagous, an animal feeding on plants;

phytoncida — phytoncides, antimicrobial, allelochemic, volatile organic
compounds derived from plants;

hygrophyton — hygrophyte, a plant adapted to the conditions of abundant
moisture pads of surrounding air;

xerophyton — xerophyte, a plant adapted to dry growing conditions; to survive in
an environment with little water;

mesophyton — mesophyte, a plant of medium or favorable conditions as to
moisture and light, or intermediate between wet and dry.

The final terminological element -phyta is common for the names of the
divisions of plants: Magnoliophyta — division of Flowering plants; Pinophyta or
Coniferophyta — division of vascular land plants, conifers; Equisetophyta — division
of horsetails rushes; Polypodiophyta — division of vascular land plants, ferns.

The Greek noun @urovis not used in terminology as stand-alone; its root is used
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only in derivatives. The Latin word planta is used to denote the concept ‘plant’ (but
sometimes the word stirps with the same meaning is used in publication names). The
root plant- is used in susch terms as plantarium — plant nursery, plantatio —

plantation, etc.

9.1.2. Greek -phyll- / Latin -foli- ‘leaf’
Both terminological elements are high-frequency and can be initial or final:
phylloideus / foliaceus, foliiformis — leaf-like, having a texture or form of a leaf;
phylloma — leaf-like thallos of Algals;
phyllomania — the production of leaves in unusual number or in unusual places;
phyllophor — upper herbaceous part of the stem of a Palm tree;
phyllotaxis — the manner in which leaves distributed over a stem,
Pphyllula — scar left on a branch by the fall of a leaf;
phyllodium — the kind of leaf, which results from enlargement of the petiole and
the loss leaflets;
foliaris — inserted upon, or proceeding from the leaf;
foliatio — the act of leafing;
foliatus — clothed with leaves.
They can form doublet pairs:
polyphyllus / multifolius — having or consisting of many leaves or leaf-like parts;
macrophyllus/ grandifolius — having large or elongated leaves, large-leafed;
amblyophyllus / obtusifolius — having obtuse leaves, obtuse-leaved;
platyphyllus / latifolius — having broad leaves, broad-leaved;
stenophyllus / angustifolius — having narrow leaves, narrow-leaved;
microphyllus / parvifolius — having small leaves, small-leaved;
holophyllus / integrifolius — holophyllous, integrifoliate;
leptophyllus / tenuifolius — having thin leaves, thin-leafed;
pachyphyllus / crassifolius — having thick leaves, thick-leafed;
cyclophyllus / rotundifolius — having round leaves.
As a term, the noun phyllum is used with the transformed specific meaning

'sepal, perianth leaf'.

9.1.3. Greek -anth- / Latin -flor- ‘flower’

Both stems are frequency and could be prepositional and postpositional. For

example: Anthophyta — the Flowering Plants;
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anthesis — the flowering period of a plant, act of expansion in a flower;
anthotaxis — an arrangement of flowers;
anthoclinium — a receptacle of inflorescence;
anthesmolysis — a metamorphosis of inflorescence;
anthesmus — inflorescence;
anthocarpous — composed of flowers and fruit blended into a solid mass;
anthocyane — the blue coloring matter of plants;
anthodium — head of flowers;
anthophorum — a short stalk or internode which sometimes between the calyx
and petals, supporting the latter and the inner organs;
anthophorus — flower-bearing;
anthologia — anthology, a collection of blossoms;
anthurus — an inflorescence consisting of a cluster of flowers at the end of a
long stalk; perianthum — perianth;
flora — all the plant life present in a particular region or time;
florogenesis — process of transformation from vegetative to reproductive phase;
floricultura — floriculture, flower farming;
floristica — floristics, the branch of botany concerned with the types, numbers,
and distribution of plant species in a particular area;
Sflorifer — floriferous, that bears flowers;
floralia — flower garden.
There are doublets used in terminology:
polyanthus / multiflorus — having many flowers;
oliganthus / pauciflorus — having few flowers;
macranthus / grandiflorus — having large flowers; large-flowered;
micranthus / parviflorus — having small flowers, small-flowered, etc.
The noun of Greek origin av@ol (anthos) is not used alone in botanical

terminology.

9.1.4. Greek -carp- / Latin -fruct- ‘fruit’
The root -carp- can be both initial and final. For example:
carpel — one of the rolled up leaves of which the pistil is composed;
carpologia — carplogy, a branch of botany that studies fruits and seeds;

carpophyllum, carpidium = carpel;
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carpomorphus — fruiting;

carpadelium — an inferior indehiscent to or more celled fruit with solitary seeds,
and carpels which, when ripe, separate from a common axis as in Umbelliferae;

carpoclonium — a free case or receptacle of spores;

carpomorpha — those parts in cryptogamic plants which resemble true fruits
without being such;

carpostonium — the opening into the spore-case of Algals;

pericarpium — peridium of certain Fungals;

macrocarpus — having large fruits, large-fruited;

microcarpus — having small fruits, small-fruited;

pachycarpus — having thick fruits;

dolichocarpus — having long fruits, long-fruited;

oxycarpus — sharp-fruited;

erythrocarpus — having red fruit;

apocarpium — apocarp, a female element of a flower having separate carpels;

apocarpus — having distinct carpels.

The noun of Greek origin xkapzod (in the Latin version carpus) is used as an
independent and is synonymous with the Latin fructus. The terminological element
fruct- is used mainly as an initial: fructifer — bearing fruit; fructificatio — fruiting;

fructescentia — the time of fruit ripening.

9.1.5. Greek -clad- / Latin -ram- ‘branch’

The Greek noun yAaood (clados) is not used as a stand-alone term and found
only in derivatives and compound words. For example:

cladogenesis — the process of evolutionary splitting of species;

cladodium — a modified stem that has a leaf-like shape;

cladenchyma — branched parenchyma;

cladostroma — a receptacle, or growing point covered with carpels, each of
which has a free placenta;

platycladus — broad-branched;

pachycladus — thick-branched etc.

Latin ramus 1s used as a separate term; its stem also occurs in derivatives:

ramosus — branched;

ramifer — branching;

ramiflorus — having flowers on the branches;
breviramosus — short-branched;

polycladus / multiramosus — multi-branched etc.

9.1.6. Greek -rhiz- / Latin -radic- ‘root’

The Greek noun piéa (rhiza) is not used as a stand-alone, but occurs as an initial
or final terminological element in derivatives and compound words. For example:

rhizologia — rhizology, a part of botany that studies plant roots,

rhizina — young roots of Mosses and Lichens;

rhiziophisis — an expansion of a radicle, as in Nelumbium;

rhizoblastus — a term applied of embryos which develop roots;

rhizocarpous/rhizocarpicus — having a perennial root, but a stem which perishes
annually, as herbaceous plants;

rhizoideus — resembling a root;

rhizoma — a prostrate rooting stem, progressively throwing up leaves;

rhizomaticus — of the nature of a rhizome;

rhizomorphus — resembling a root;

rhizopodium — the mycelium or spawn of Fungals;

rhizula — the young root of Mosses and Lichens;

rhizotrogus — chafer, feeding on the roots;

gymnorrhizus — having exposed roots, buttress-rooted.

Less common is the Latin stem -radic-:

radical — arising from the root, or from its crown,;

radicans — throwing out roots, usually applied to stems or leaves;

radicatio/radicellatio — the manner in which roots grow or are arranged;

radicatus — having a root;

radicella — a very small root, the young tiny roots which appear from the lower
part of a young plant at the period of germination;

radiciflorus — the same as radicalis;

radicinius, radiciformus — being of the nature of a root;

radicula — the first root of a plant, rudimentary in the embryo;

radicosus — having a large root;

radiculoda — the radicle of Grasses.
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9.1.7. Greek -sperm- / Latin -semin- ‘seed’

More productive is the Greek terminological element -sperm-:

spermatophyton — a plant that produces seeds;

spermophorum — a cord which bears the seeds of some plants, also the placenta;

spermangium — the case containing the spores of Algals;

spermatocystidium — the supposed male organs of the Muscal Alliance;

spermatoidia — small cells containing gonidia in Algals;

spermatium/spermatidium — spore of an Algal;

spermidium — one of the names of the achaenium,;

spermodermis — skin or testa of a seed;

spermodophorum — the end of the peduncle of Ubellifers;

spermotheca — seed-vessel, the case in which seeds are contained,

monospermus — having one seed;

polyspermus — having many seeds;

leucospermus — white-seeded, etc.

The final terminological element -spermae is common for plant divisions:
Angiospermae, Gymnospermae. The word Zmeppo is not used as stand-alone in
botanical terminology.

Less common is the Latin stem -semin-: seminatio — the act of dispersing
seeds, sowing; seminulum — a spore;, seminarium — a plant nursery, a place for

sowing the seeds; seminicultura — science of seeds.

9.2. Latin botanical terminology in the mirror of professional linguodidactics

Objective tendencies of integration of European education and creation of
European Research Area actualize the need of modern society in highly qualified
competitive specialists who are proficient not only in the native language but also in
international professional language, are familiar with the scientific conceptual
terminology apparatus of modern European languages [3].

It is important for students of biological specialties to learn meanings of the
Latin and Greek word-formative elements (terminological elements, roots, suffixes,
prefixes), knowledge of which makes fore memorization of terms, making it
conscious, and therefore easier.

At the present stage, a professional linguodidactics 1s engaged in the
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development of a methodology (researching, modeling, and management) of
profession-oriented foreign language teaching aimed at building foreign language
professional communicative competence, whose components characterize the
linguistic personality of a specialist. According to A. Krupchenko, professional
linguodidactics studies strategies for building the professional competence of a
specialist in the process of foreign language teaching. The object of professional
linguodidactics is a studying the patterns of continuous profession-oriented teaching
foreign languages, that builds language professional communicative competence of a
specialist, and the subject is an organization of the process of specialist professional
competence building by means of a foreign language [8].

Scholars undertook comparative analysis of such approaches as English for
Specific Purposes (ESP) and Content-and-Language Integrated Learning (CLIL) and
professional linguodidactics on their objectives, definitions, concept characteristics,
methodology, assessment andteacher’s capacity building in the process of foreign
language teaching and came to the conclusion that professional linguodidactics PLD
as a new scientific branch of linguodidactics originated from ESP and has much in
common with CLIL. A. Krupchenko and A. Kuznetsov state, that professional
linguodidactics based on “4-I-Concept”: Interdisciplinary integration of language &
specialism; Internationalization — a specialist in a globalized world is involved in a
multicultural professional communication; [Interaction with peers, teachers and
professionals for successful FLT process; Identity — development of the specialist’s
linguistic identity [8]

Latin as a dead language cannot be considered in the same breath as other
foreign “languages for special purposes”. Issues related to the possibility of applying
basic ideas and principles of linguodidactics to the teaching of the Latin language
remain relevant and valid.

The principle of selectivity “permeates” the whole system of teaching language
for professional purposes. This means, that learning a foreign language takes place
not in general, but selectively, based on the communicative needs of the profession
and specialist’s personality. The theoretical teaching any foreign language is
necessarily associated with its practical study, since language is a means of
communication, and it involves the teaching communicative activity. Latin is a dead
language, has some limitations in the formation of linguistic competence at the level
of reading and writing, knowledge orthoepic, spelling, grammatical norms, basic

linguistic laws and rules for terms composition [2].
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Students are encouraged to use selective, functional linguistic material. The
Latin course at agrobiological faculties has its own specifics, which significantly
distinguish it from studying at other faculties. In the subject content, the profile
component (studying terminology) is more actualized and dominates the general one
(studying the fundamentals of Latin grammar). The grammatical material is presented
in a considerably reduced amount, which is necessary for understanding and
translating the Latin names of plants, their diseases, pests, etc.

Students acquire the knowledge and skills necessary for the nomination - the
designation of special concepts by terms and scientific names fixed in the
international codes of botanical and zoological nomenclature. Some researchers
indicate the principal differences between terms and names. the functional approach
dominates in educational practice, and the opposition of terms and nominations,
although it is stipulated, but not determinative. Scientific names of plants and animals
prevail in lexical minima (terms itself make up not more than 20%).

Grammatical fund of the Latinized metalanguage of agronomy is represented by
three parts of speech: nouns — 12.9%, adjectives — 65.3%, participle — 21.8%.
Numerals and adverbs are also represented as terminological elements in the
compounds. The metalanguage of agronomy has a substantive and attributive nature,
and the dynamic terminological component is reduced.

Due to the substantive and attributive nature of agrobiological terminology and
nomenclature, the most attention is paid to the grammatical features of Latin nouns
and adjectives. But even these parts of speech are not studied in full paradigms. The
morphological form of the nouns and adjectives (the nominative, sometimes genitive)
is the most significant. In this case, the attributive units, being in postposition after
the substantive, are ranked according to the degree of importance of the sign for the
unit of this taxonomic rank. Such models (substantive + adjective collocation) is a
feature of the botanical nomenclature. At the same time, future agrobiologists acquire
a significant amount of phytopathological and entomological scientific names. In the
names of pathogens of plant diseases and insects, a model of substantive +
substantive collocation is rather productive. Therefore, it is compulsory to study only
four word forms of nouns and adjectives — nominative and genitive cases singular and
plural. A complete derivational paradigm of nouns and adjectives is given for
supplementary study.

The principle of foreign language professionalization determines the content of

professionally oriented foreign languages learning as a holistic, complex and at the
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same time an integrative process of development specialist’s linguistic personality,
which takes place in the integration of linguistic, communicative and professionals
skills based of interpenetration, interdependence and complementarity of
interdisciplinary information and learning methods Latin language is studied in the
first year together with special subjects, or precedes them, being their instrumental
and conceptual base and laying the foundations for further conscious perception of
the international biological terminology.

During the Latin course, students are introduced to International Code of
Nomenclature for algae, fungi, and plants, International Code of Nomenclature for
Cultivated Plants, International Code of Nomenclature of Prokaryotes and
International Code of Zoological Nomenclature; are acquainted with their main
principles (typification, priority, independence). The principle of universality states:
“Scientific names of taxonomic groups are treated as Latin regardless of their
derivation”. Much attention is paid to the special professional topics: systematics,
taxonomy, and classification of biological objects, and especially is focused on
species, as a basic unit of classification and a taxonomic rank.

Equally important is the study of the structure of the hierarchical system of
taxonomic rank above species, and ways of building uninominal names of plants and
animals. Precise knowledge of Latin unified final terminological elements of
uninominal names, recommended by the current international codes of botanical and
zoological nomenclature, and their Ukrainian equivalents is compulsory.

Students should be informed about current trends in biological sciences. The
Latin course based on principles of professional linguodidactics, unlike classical one,
is not a closed system, it is regularly updated with new information from the
achievements of modern science. Ad example, information on principles of
syntaxonomy — the theory and practice of the phytocoenoses classification, the ways
of creating the Latin names of syntaxa (syntaxon) in physiognomic and floristic
vegetation classification, Rules and Recommendations of International Code of

Phytosociological Nomenclature were recently included in it.
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Conclusions

Based on the morphemic analysis of terms, it was found that terminological
elements of Greek origin denoting parts of plants are traditionally more productive
than Latin ones, but not all Greek nouns can be used as stand-alone independent
terms in modern botanical terminology [1]. They can be divided into three groups:

1) those that can be used alone in transliterated form (sometimes with a Latin
ending), and their stems with the same meaning can be part of the derived term. For
example: kaprol — Latinized carpus ° fruit’;

2) those that can be used both alone and as part of a derived term, but have
different meanings. For example, a terminological element of Greek origin -phyll-
‘leaf’ retains this meaning only in derivatives, and as a term phyllum has a specific,
much narrower meaning ‘sepal, perianth leaf’;

3) those that are not used as stand-alone in botanical terminology, but their roots
are found in derivatives. For example, a terminological element -gyn- (from the
Greek I'vviy ‘woman’) means ‘pistil, the female reproductive part of the flower; and
is used only in compound terms, for example, monogynus — monogynous, having
only one pistil or stigma; a terminological element -rhiz- (from the Greek pi&a
‘root’); a terminological element -clad- (from the Greek yAodol ‘branch’), etc.

It is important for students of biological specialties to learn meanings of the
Latin and Greek word-formative elements (terminological elements, roots, suffixes,
prefixes), knowledge of which makes fore memorization of terms, making it

conscious, and therefore easier.

FEATURES AND CHARACTERISTICS OF INTERNAL AFFAIRS BODIES
IN UKRAINE

Introduction.

The beginning of the 21st century turned into a series of serious disasters for
Ukraine, which include the crisis of the 2000s, which caused the fall of the economy
and the increase of internal and external debts, the annexation of Crimea and the
eastern regions, the SARS-CoV-2 pandemic, and finally the Russian-Ukrainian war.
Taken together, the listed factors entering into a synergistic relationship create an
incredible level of disturbance, which appears to us as a real threat to the national
security of Ukraine.

State power, represented by public authorities, forms a special mechanism for
ensuring the country’s national security in all its spheres. The key element of this
system can rightly be considered the system of internal affairs bodies. The foundation
of existence, which determines the effectiveness of the mentioned system, is the
regulatory and legal basis of its organization. In accordance with this, a significant
place in the category of modern challenges facing the national security of Ukraine is
occupied by the urgent problem of legal support for the activities of the system of
internal affairs. It is necessary to state that the current special legislation of Ukraine in
its specific provisions does not meet or even contradicts generally recognized
European standards. As of today, we can observe an obvious differentiation between
the Ukrainian and European legislative bases for the regulation of intrastate relations.
Such a state of affairs determines the urgent need to reform the national legislation, in
particular, to improve the tools of the system of state-legal regulation of the activities
of the internal affairs bodies in the field of ensuring national security.

Presenting main material.

The system of state bodies in Ukraine has a complex branched system consisting
of relatively autonomous power subsystems and directly the bodies that are part of
them. At the same time, the theoretical selection of another type of system, for
example, a system of management bodies or any other, does not deny the presence of
common subjects in different systems. This is explained by the fact that, at the

theoretical level, it is not rational to single out such a variable as the subject’s
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affiliation to the state administration system among state authorities, such as the
executive ones, because the latter is a general category in the context of systems of
executive authorities and therefore does not need to be designated as a separate
specific trait. Thus, the system of law enforcement bodies, in particular, contains
common elements with the system of state administration bodies, and the system of
internal affairs bodies (hereinafter referred to as the IAB) — with all of the above
mentioned, because the state administration system includes the law enforcement
system, which, in turn, includes the IAB system.

In the academic community, it is indicated that such a systematic approach to
the definition of the concept of “legal status™ led to the emergence of an approach in
the scientific literature, according to which the complete structure of legal status is
divided into several levels: general and special. Thus, S. Shestakov points out that the
general legal status determines the legal properties and qualities that are characteristic
of all other statuses. Sectoral legal statuses specify the content of the general status
with regard to specific types of legal relations that exist in society [1, p. 13—14]. V.
Vasylenko quite interestingly classifies the legal status, which, together with the
general legal status, distinguishes sectoral, inter-sectoral and special. According to the
definition of the scientist, they are related to the general legal status as general and
special [2, p. 38]. Thus, according to this approach, the general legal status of a state
authority characterizes its position in the system of other state bodies, its purpose in
the state mechanism. Branch legal status determines its position in a specific type
(branch) of legal relations. Special — intended for identification of the relevant state
authority as the subject of a specific legal relationship in a specified period of time
with a specific subject (the other party). However, based on the fact that the principle
of systematicity implies a regular and stable hierarchy, the most accurate is the
selection of signs relative to the position of the body in the hierarchical model of
systems. In this regard, M. Martynov rightly emphasizes that the subsystem of the
internal affairs bodies is one of the components of the state administration system, it
has all the general characteristics of the executive authorities [3, p. 9]. Thus, we can
build a logical chain from different systems that will determine the characteristics of
the organ.

For our research, the IAB system is of key interest. Accordingly, the study and
theoretical description of the essence of this system presupposes, first of all, the
determination of its place in the general system of state authorities, its affiliation to a

specific system of authorities, and, in accordance with this, the identification of
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specific features as a separate subject of state administration, as well as the definition
of system characteristics inherent in a specific system of state bodies, as well as the
analysis of their legal nature. However, before defining the specific systemic features
of the IAB, it is necessary to define the general features of the system as a separate
phenomenon. In this regard, we partially share with specific additions the opinion of
A. Klochko [4], who include the following as features of the system: — integrity, the
fundamental impossibility of identifying the qualities of the system with the sum of
the qualities of the elements that make it up, the impossibility of deriving the qualities
of the whole from the latter [5, p. 62—63]. In our opinion, this feature is key one,
because it allows us to rationalize the bivalent systemic approach by the method of
demarcation of purely systemic and individual characteristics of the subject; — the
dependence of each element, quality and relations of the system on its place,
functions within the whole [5, p. 62—63]. This feature is very important, because the
element’s compliance with a specific system can partially or even completely
determine its characteristics; — the presence of specific relationships between the
initial components of the system [5, p. 62—63]. In the field of public administration,
this feature determines the internal relationships between elements (subjects) of the
system. Moreover, such interaction is quite relative and depends on the level of the
system from the point of view of which the elements are considered. Thus, the
interrelationships of internal affairs bodies are considered within the framework of
the IAB system, and the relationships with other bodies are at a higher level, for
example, in the context of the law enforcement system [6]; — structurality, that is, the
possibility of describing the system through the establishment of its structure or a
complex of connections and relations of the system, the conditioning of the system’s
behaviour not so much by the behaviour of its individual elements, but by its
structure [5, p. 62—63]; — system and environment interdependence. The system
forms and reveals its qualities in the process of interaction with the environment [5,
p. 62—63]; — hierarchy. Each component of the system, in turn, can be considered as a
system, and the system studied in this case is one of the components of a wider
system. In this regard, we fully share the opinion of O. Klochko, who in his work
defines the system of public security as an integral complex of separate,
interconnected and interacting services and units that form a special unity with
society and the state and are at the same time an element of a higher order system [5,
p. 62—63]; — imperativeness. The form of the relationship between an element of one

system and an element of a higher system involves the subordination of one element
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to another [7]; — contradictory nature of the system. On the one hand, due to the
abstractness of its definition as not an empty collection of elements, its use in specific
scientific research is complicated. On the other hand, it is precisely the abstract and
universal nature of this concept that allows it to be applied to an exceptionally wide
class of phenomena and objects regardless of their nature and specificity [5, p. 62—
63]; — self-determination of a set of properties of the system, which is included in the
regularity [5, p. 62-63].

In accordance with this, we can determine that system characteristics are those
common characteristics that are common to all subjects of a specific system and
indicate their belonging to it. That is, these features are directly conditioned by the
subject’s belonging to this system and make it possible to logically identify the
subject among other systems. Accordingly, in order to determine the features of a
specific organ or system of organs, it is first necessary to determine which systems
they belong to and to highlight their specific system features.

Therefore, we should start with the fact that Article 6 of the Constitution of
Ukraine dated June 28, 1996 No. 254k/96-VR establishes the fundamental division of
state power in Ukraine into legislative, executive and judicial [8]. As mentioned
earlier, each of these branches of government has its own specific characteristics,
which allow us to theoretically identify them in the mechanism of state
administration. We agree with the opinion of I. Protsyuk, who points out that in the
implementation of state power there are functional, institutional and subject
manifestations of the principle of separation of state power [9, p. 36]. All of them
presuppose the presence of special identifying characteristics (signs) that allow
logical determination of the organ’s affiliation to a specific branch. Since the IAB
system, according to the Law of Ukraine “On the General Structure and Staffing of
the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine” dated January 10, 2002 No. 2925-111, is
thoroughly represented by the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine, and only then
by all subordinate bodies, institutions, services or other structural elements, according
to the Regulation on the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine, approved by the
Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine dated 28.10.2015 No. 878, the
entire system of the [AB primarily belongs to the bodies of the executive power.

The essence of the executive power as a separate theoretical and legal category
is most successfully outlined by S. Stetsenko, arguing that the executive power in
Ukraine 1is designed to exercise control powers, state property management,

antimonopoly activity and a number of other activities. As the author notes, the actual
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implementation of laws is not the dominant purpose of the executive power. It is
more a means than a goal, rather than a destination in its traditional sense [10, c. 67—
72]. In turn, it is impossible not to note the position of O. Khomenko, that under the
executive power he understands the totality of state powers for the implementation of
laws, the development and implementation of state policy, which are implemented by
an extensive hierarchical specialized set of state bodies based on the principles of
efficiency, administrative subordination, legality, accountability before representative
bodies and a combination of dynamism and stability [11, p. 9].

According to their functional purpose, among the bodies of executive power,
law enforcement agencies are distinguished. At the same time, as S. Denysiuk
emphasizes, some legal scholars consider law enforcement agencies exclusively from
the standpoint of their classification as executive authorities [12, p. 119]. According
to T. Pikul’, law enforcement agencies are also included in the system of executive
authorities and, in this way, differ from the court and the prosecutor’s office [13, p.
71]. However, we emphasize that everything depends on the categorical apparatus,
and in our case — on the definition of the essence of the category of law enforcement
activity and, accordingly, the circle of its subjects. Thus, according to the
interpretation of the definition of “law enforcement activity” contained in the Legal
Encyclopaedia edited by Yu. Shemshuchenko, forms of law enforcement activity also
include the cancellation of illegal legal acts, recognition of laws and bylaws by the
Constitutional Court as unconstitutional, etc. [14]. Therefore, the author defines the
subjects of law enforcement activities as the bodies that are part of the judicial branch
of government, and this, in turn, gives grounds to assert that the key feature of law
enforcement agencies is their functional purpose — to perform law enforcement
activities. According to the provisions of this logical system, the subject of law
enforcement activity, that is, a law enforcement body, is any state authority that
directly or indirectly in its activity embodies such a functional task as the protection
of rights, which is a very controversial statement. On this occasion, V. Tatsii rightly
emphasizes that as a result of a broad interpretation of the law enforcement function,
law enforcement agencies include almost all bodies of the executive power, which to
one degree or another are engaged in the performance of law enforcement functions,
1.e., indirectly also law enforcement activities. At the same time, by their legal nature
and the tasks assigned to them, they have nothing to do with law enforcement
agencies [15, p. 234]. Moreover, according to this position, the system of law

enforcement bodies is higher than the system of branches of power defined in the
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Constitution, which is an alogism.

We believe that a more authentic definitional apparatus of law enforcement
activity can be stimulated by demarcating the generic concept of “law enforcement
activity” into a more specialized dimension, that is, defining the definition through
the prism of legal practice. That is, to determine affiliation to law enforcement
agencies by direct functional purpose. In support of our position, we cite provisions
of the current legislation of Ukraine relating to this area: in the Resolution of the
Central Election Commission of Ukraine “On appeals to law enforcement agencies
regarding the prevention and cessation of violations of the legislation of Ukraine
during the preparation and holding of the midterm elections of the People’s Deputy of
Ukraine on July 26, 2015 in single-mandate electoral district No. 205 (Chernihiv
Region)” dated July 20, 2015 No. 139, the internal affairs bodies of Ukraine, the
Security Service of Ukraine, and the prosecutor’s office of Ukraine are classified as
law enforcement agencies [16]. At the same time, in another normative and legal act,
the legislator narrows the circle of law enforcement agencies: the Instruction on the
interaction of law enforcement agencies in the field of combating organized crime,
approved by the order of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine and the Security
Service of Ukraine dated 10.06.2011 No. 317/235, covers only internal affairs bodies
and the Service security of Ukraine [17]. Therefore, law enforcement agencies are

recognized by the legislator in a narrower sense as purely executive authorities.

Conclusions

According to the analysis of the views available in the academic literature, the
following are recognized most often among the features of law enforcement agencies,
and therefore of the IAB system: 1) functional assignment — a defined direction of
professional law enforcement activity, tasks, competence and possession of special
powers for the purpose of protecting law and order [18, p. 99; 20, p. 69]; 2)
performance of at least one or, as a rule, several main law enforcement functions is
decisive in the activity [19, p. 12]; 3) endowed with state-authority powers and,
accordingly, the right to use state coercive measures and means (physical force,
special means of active defence and attack, firearms) [20, p. 12]; 4) as a rule, in order
to ensure the proper level of official discipline, law enforcement officers are assigned
special ranks, uniforms, weapons and other means of self-defence are issued; issues
of their disciplinary responsibility are regulated by special statutes on discipline [21,
p. 19; 17]; 5) decisions legally adopted by such bodies are binding for officials and
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citizens [22, p. 147-148]; 6) performance of functions requires specific
organizational, legal, personnel, logistical, military and rear (in particular, provision
of weapons, ammunition, special means, forensic and special equipment, material and

other types of property), financial, informational, scientific and other support [23, p.
50].

Introduction

The problem of war and peace on our planet is becoming relevant today,
although traditional problems that have existed for centuries and decades remain.
Geopolitical problems, or problems of preserving peace on Earth, are related to the
peculiarities of interaction between countries on the political map of the world. These
problems cause military conflicts and threaten humanity with a World War. The
military arsenals of countries around the world are represented by so many nuclear,
chemical and biological weapons that can destroy the planet itself. Every year,
humanity creates new types of weapons, means of destroying people and various
buildings.

Systematically, dozens of zones of instability ("hot spots") arise in the world,
where armed confrontations of various groups of the population, peoples or states
take place. Such places tend to grow and turn into entire districts. Conflicts in them

continue for years, involving an increasing number of countries and peoples.

11.1. Geography and wars today

The end of the Cold War marked the beginning of the globalization debate, for
which many conflicting theories have been developed to date. According to Mazis 1.
T., globalization is a planetary-scale geographical phenomenon, which concerns a set
of homogenization processes at two levels: at the level of the supranational economy
(the economy that transcends national borders) and at the level of culture. However,
the problem of globalization today includes a number of broader political, social,
economic as well as security, defense and war issues. Undoubtedly, however, the
priority issue is the relationship between the nation-state and supranational decision-
making processes. In the context of globalization, it seems that the process of critical
political decision-making is shifting from the nation-state level to the supranational or
transnational level, making the role of the state complementary, secondary or
negligible (Harchaoui, 2017).

2017).

Some of these
problems are: the population explosion and the growing demographic inequalities
between rich and poor countries, the environmental challenges that are qualitatively
different from those of the past, the way in which today's technology makes some

traditional professions redundant and therefore the issue of unemployment.

11.2. Possible causes of war

It is a fact that both current and future decisive conflicts focus on the Eurasian
continent. The division between East and West during the Cold War seems to have
favored the North, and now the contrast is reflected in the distinction between North
and South, as a product of the Cold War. The end and termination of the latter led to
the imposition of a supranational geography of conflict. Thus, in the last twenty
years, an arc of controversy has formed in the south of the Eurasian continent. This
arc seems to start from eastern Turkey, with Kurdistan, to reach Kashmir. That is, it
includes northern Iran, the southern part of the former Soviet Central Asia and
Afghanistan. Within this geographical context, tensions and causes of conflict do not
stem from a single cause, but are the result of a number of factors of instability:
absence of state, state inadequacy, energy resources, illicit wealth (drugs),
traditionally organized smuggling, scarcity forces of real interest for problem solving,
development of paramilitary organizations and many more (Gat, 2017).

What seems to prevail is that no matter how many threats and dangers appear in
new forms and content or are presented more intensely than in the past, they are a
continuation of the interpretation that the structural imbalances of the world system
are what lead to the use of violence and war. conflicts. Inequality between North and
South is the fundamental and inherent cause of transnational or regional differences
and problems. Wealth flows are constantly in imbalance in favor of the North, just as
they have been in the past. This imbalance seems to continue to exist at the beginning
of the 21st century and to determine and direct military strategies even if some
factors (individual outbreaks of war - terrorism) try to rearrange the differences
between the different forces.

In this light of the ongoing global structural imbalance, which has its roots in the
distant past, it is worth emphasizing the magnitude of the problems that may arise in

the future from demographic, land and water issues (Gat, 2017).
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11.2.1. Demographic causes

The manifestation of violence and global conflicts are largely explained through
the demographic study of the countries involved. However, in the 21st century it may
well be the very cause of future wars.

The population of a country is most often related to its power. The quality of the
population is also identified with its power. For example, today the West whose
population is aging is a worrying fact when confronted with the rapid development of
the Third World. We must also not forget the phenomenon of migration, which has
developed particularly today and which is characterized by many countries as an
invasion.

Today, the earth is inhabited by about 6.2 billion people living in a context
dominated by inequalities between continents, regions and states. The most populous
regions are East and South Asia, Europe, the northwestern United States,
southeastern Brazil, the west coast of Africa, and the Middle East. At the continental
level, the one with the largest population and the most concern is Asia. In particular,
China, India, Indonesia, Pakistan and Bangladesh are the countries with really large
populations (Brooks et al., 2019).

The power of a state is connected not only with its numerical dimension, but
also with its qualitative one. As the population of the western world ages, so does the
fear of the effects of imbalance on the rapid development of the Third World.
Consequently, immigration is perceived as an invasion by Westerners. At the end of
the 20th century, migration involved the movement of populations between western
countries. In recent years, immigrants in the western world have come from non-
western countries. In general, it seems that Western societies either do not want to
assimilate immigrants or have great difficulty in doing so. The consequences of a
continuing lack of immigration assimilation may create countries that are divided, for
example, between Christian and Muslim communities, with corresponding social and
economic consequences for the country itself (Andregg, 2016).

However, demographics not only determine conflicts at country level but are
often a factor in internal conflicts. In addition, it is a tool for many regimes to
regulate the ethnic groups that exist in their territories. Modern forms of war seem to
be largely determined by internal conflicts. In recent years, it seems that the
coincidence of demographic growth and rural exodus has led to the proliferation of
large poles in a number of southern countries, where civil violence is developing that

is difficult to control. This, in essence, means that this framework favors uprisings.
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Unemployment, poverty, crime and deprivation are clearly causes of civil strife
(Brookset al., 2019).

11.2.2. Lack of lands

The land was, for many years, a great economic capital, and in many cases the
struggle for its preservation was identified and confused with the love of the
homeland. This perception seems to have receded today, especially in developed
countries, but it is still maintained in areas with high populations (Palczewska, 2016).

The question of land was, of course, also connected with the acquisition and
maintenance of the colonies. In the colonies each country sent a small group of
people, whose goal was the exploitation of the natives to the last degree, often
reaching the point of physical extermination of indigenous peoples (Central
America).

In countries where population size exerts demographic pressure, there is a
shortage of land and this very often leads to conflict. These conflicts can be either
civil or transnational. In civil strife, conflict is mainly social and ideological. At the
state level, however, the issue is political since, as found through the development of
the present study, many conflicts have had as their cause the protection or expansion
of a country’s natural borders, its vital space (as in the case of the Germans) and
safety zones (Palczewska, 2016).

It should be noted that at this time on our planet, a quarter of the world's
population does not have access to adequate quality water, that is, drinking water.

Especially in poor countries, and in countries that do not have large water reserves,
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millions of people die from drinking contaminated water. Of course, water
consumption depends on the wealth of each country. For example, in some African
countries it consumes less than 6 cubic meters per capita per day, while in the United
States it is 800 cubic meters per capita. Over the last century, water consumption
worldwide has increased by 700%. The main consumer of water is the agricultural
sector and this increase, which is also related to demographic development, is logical.
The larger the population, the more agricultural production is needed, and therefore
more water. And geopolitically, however, water in many cases is a cause of conflict,
especially in the case of its scarcity or in the event that it increases the cost of
consumption. In Bolivia, for example, there was a rural uprising in the spring of 2000
when water consumption increased (Simpson, 2017).

According to international organizations, water scarcity will be reduced to a
major geopolitical issue, as by 2050 the world population will have exceeded nine
billion, while water demand will increase by 64 billion cubic meters per year. It is
also estimated that in 2030, more than five billion. People will not have access to a
reliable water purification system. In addition, water is expected to be a source of
conflict between neighboring countries, as 40% of the Earth's inhabitants live in more
than 200 transnational basins, whose water is shared by more than two states in each
case.

The issue of water, however, is not the only cause of problems with regard to its
consumption. Water has had a special value and importance in the form of sea lanes
in the past, both for commercial and military purposes. Today, apart from the issue of
navigation, international law has also focused on the way water is managed, both in
fisheries and in the production of hydroelectric power, thus linking international law
with the law of the sea. However, the problems have not been resolved and it is
typical that today there are about 300 agreements on this issue, but still do not seem
to be enough (Jaoul-Grammare & Perrin, 2016).

The distribution of Yarmouk and Jordan
waters creates tensions between Israel and Palestine, Syria and Jordan. Israel, which
controls the distribution of water west of the Palestinian territories on which the
Palestinians depend, is dependent on its neighbors for part of its water supply. This
issue will be exploited by its opponents' policies, making the water problem present

in every Tel Aviv political or diplomatic negotiation.
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The same goes for the issue of the use of the Euphrates, which is a source of
conflict between Turkey, Syria and Iraq. The origin of the problem is linked to an
Ankara plan for water management (1980) which included the construction of a huge
dam on the Euphrates. This advantage will serve various political goals of Turkey,
such as forcing Syria to abandon its support for the Kurdistan Workers' Party (PKK)
(Jaoul-Grammare & Perrin, 2016).

Through a
systematic and organized drinking water contamination operation, it could make
high-density zones the recipients of irreparable effects on their health and lives.

Scientists estimate that over the past 6
thousand years, people have experienced more than 14.5 thousand wars, in which 3
billion 640 million people died. War causes unprecedented damage to human
populations and ecosystems.

Any military actions cause damage to the environment, especially if they are
conducted over a large area for a long time, but even in short-term military conflicts,
environmental emergencies can arise if a possible enemy uses modern means of
destruction. Deliberate negative human influences on nature and the environment for
military purposes are called ecocide (biocide, environmental warfare). In our time,
weapons of mass destruction — nuclear, chemical and bacteriological-have the most
destructive potential. All components of the natural environment, and above all

people, are defenseless against these types of weapons.
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
