GREEN BONDS AS A MECHANISM FOR FINANCING ENVIRONMENT
PROJECTS

Introduction

Environmental problems reached the global scale and are turning into a life threat
to the people on our planet. The concept of ensuring sustainable development has
already become an invariable trend on the global arena. More and more countries are
adopting environmental protection measures. The amount of "green" projects
implemented is rising and they require appropriate financing. Increasing number of the
countries considers Green Recovery a necessary package of reforms, in particular to
revive the economy after the pandemic.

The aggression of the Russian Federation has become a new challenge for the
Ukrainian environmental security. In particular, active warfare is being conducted near
the objects of the nuclear energy infrastructure of Ukraine. There is already an increase
in the radiation background in the Chernobyl zone due to the actions of the Russian
military. These environmental problems can spread to all neighboring areas, as we saw
during the 1986 disaster.

Along with the negative impact on the environment from the military operations
in Ukraine, the world has been fighting for the environment and climate changes for a
long time. In particular, the EU plans to achieve climate neutrality by 2050. All 27 EU
Member States committed to turning the EU into the first climate neutral continent by
2050. To get there, they pledged to reduce emissions by at least 55% by 2030,
compared to 1990 levels. This will create new opportunities for innovation and
investment and jobs, as well as: reduce emissions; create jobs and growth; address
energy poverty; reduce external energy dependency; improve our health and wellbeing
(European Commission, 2019).

In turn, the implementation of "green" projects requires significant investments.
One of the most prevalent barriers faced by cities, communities, developers of eco-
projects is the issue of funding. Environmental projects, while having many undeniable

advantages for the well-being of the society, require substantial long-term investments.

To solve this issue, a new financial instrument was introduced, meaning green bonds.

Following the entire progressive world, Ukraine has joined the implementation of
the goals of sustainable development, has chosen and maintains a course to protect the
environment and preserve the climate.

The issue of the development of green bonds in Ukraine has become of interest
due to the problems of obtaining adequate financing of green projects through local
capital markets. Therefore, on June 19, 2020, Ukraine approved a bill on the
simplification of investment attraction and the introduction of new financial
instruments, based on the European best practices. This law introduces green bonds in
Ukraine as a separate subtype of securities for the first time and establishes rules for
the participants of the relevant market. Ukrainian government officials worked together
with the GIZ, the IFC, the UNIDO, the UNDP, and the Climate Bonds Initiative to
develop the bill.

According to the above-mentioned bill, green bonds will become a powerful
financial instrument that will allow various categories of issuers to raise funds for
environmental projects. These can be projects for the energy efficiency, the waste
management, the alternative energy, the introduction of the ecological transport, as
well as other projects aimed at protecting the environment and reducing harmful
emissions into the atmosphere.

In order to create a holistic model of the green bond market and improve its
investment attractiveness, the Concept of the Green Bond Market Development in
Ukraine was developed and a plan of measures for its implementation was approved.
Together with the partners, the development of secondary legislation was started, in
particular, guiding procedures were created for the selection and assessment of the
projects in the ecological area, which will be funded by the national and local budgets
(Government Portal, 2020).

Ukraine decided to pursue the EU membership (been forced to defend this choice
on the battlefield), also takes into account the best practices of the functioning of the
green bond market in Europe. In particular, the European green deal of 11 December
2019 underlined the need to better direct financial and capital flows to green
investments. The European green deal investment plan of 14 January 2020 announced
that the Commission would establish an EU green bond standard (EUGBS). Green
bonds play an increasingly important role in financing assets needed for the low-carbon
transition. However, there is no uniform green bond standard within the EU.
Establishing such a standard was a recommendation in the final report of the

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Commission’s High-Level Expert Group on sustainable finance. It was then included
as an action in the 2018 Commission action plan on financing sustainable growth
(European Commission, 2020). And finally it was assessed by the Commission’s
Technical Expert Group on Sustainable Finance (TEG), which provided detailed input
on this subject in its recommendation for an EU GBS in June 2019 and provided further
usability guidance and an updated recommendation in its March 2020 report (EU TEG
on Sustainable Finance, 2020).

The European Green Deal is a plan to decarbonise the EU economy by 2050,
revolutionise the EU's energy system, profoundly transform the economy and inspire
efforts to combat climate change. But the plan will also have profound geopolitical
repercussions. The Green Deal will affect geopolitics through its impact on
the EU energy balance and global markets; on oil and gas-producing countries in
the EU neighbourhood; on European energy security; and on global trade patterns,
notably via the carbon border adjustment mechanism. At least some of these changes
are likely to impact partner countries adversely. The EU needs to wake up to the
consequences abroad of its domestic decisions. It should prepare to help manage the
geopolitical aspects of the European Green Deal. Relationships with important
neighbourhood countries such as Russia and Algeria, and with global players including
the United States, China and Saudi Arabia, are central to this effort, which can be
structured around seven actions: 1. Help neighbouring oil and gas-exporting countries
manage the repercussions of the European Green Deal. The EU should engage with
these countries to foster their economic diversification, including into renewable
energy and green hydrogen that could in the future be exported to Europe. 2.
Improve the security of critical raw materials supply and limit dependence, first and
foremost on China. Essential measures include greater supply diversification, increased
recycling volumes and substitution of critical materials. 3. Work with the US and other
partners to establish a ‘climate club' whose members will apply similar carbon border
adjustment measures. All countries, including China, would be welcome to join if they
commit to abide by the club's objectives and rules. 4. Become a global standard-setter
for the energy transition, particularly in hydrogen and green bonds. Requiring
compliance with strict environmental regulations as a condition to access
the EU market will be strong encouragement to go green for all countries. 5.
Internationalise  the  European Green Deal by mobilising the EU budget,
the EU Recovery and Resilience Fund, and EU development policy. 6. Promote global
coalitions for climate change mitigation, for example through a global coalition for the
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permafrost, which would fund measures to contain the permafrost thaw. 7. Promote a
global platform on the new economics of climate action to share lessons learned and
best practices (Leonard et al., 2021).

Taking into account the trends in the development of the green bond market in
Ukraine, the government decree adopted the Concept of the introduction and
development of the "green" bond market in Ukraine. The purpose of the Concept is to
define directions and tasks to introduce the green bond market, which will make it
possible to attract funding to implement ecological projects, create prerequisites for the
development of such a market in Ukraine, and increase its investment attractiveness.
The implementation of the Concept, including the defined tasks, was planned for the
period of 2022-2023 (Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine, 2022).

Unfortunately, the military aggression of the Russian Federation against Ukraine
slowed down all progressive investment processes in the country, and today it is all
about the survival of the nation. However, we are optimistic about the future and hope
that the conceptual provisions defined in the above-mentioned legislation will be
implemented.

The measures determined by the Concept will be implemented for the following
areas: creation of prerequisites to introduce the green bond market; ensuring to attract
funding to implement the environmental project by issuing green bonds; promoting the
development of the green bond market. The creation of prerequisites to introduce the
green bond market includes: establishing a taxonomy, in particular, the metrics of
ecological projects in accordance with international criteria and standards;
implementation of national regulations and rules regarding disclosure of information
by issuers of green bonds, reporting standards; establishment of the accreditation
framework for the external verifiers and appraisers of green bonds; offering incentives
for the development of the green bond market and the creation, if necessary, of
appropriate public target programs; preparing for the introduction of securitization and
determining types of green bond collateral considering their defining features.
Ensuring to attract funding to implement the environmental project is carried out by:
raising the awareness of interested parties regarding the emerging of the green bond
market in Ukraine, attracting key players to the market; supporting the preparation and
implementation of experimental projects on offering green bonds by various categories
of issuers with the involvement of the EU aid programs, foreign governments,
international organizations and donor institutions; promoting creation of domestic
investment demand for funding green bonds by various categories of potential
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investors, in particular attracting general public and local institutional investors;
inviting cooperation of the international development banks to improve the credit
quality of green bonds of Ukrainian issuers and investing in green bonds of Ukraine;
promoting national green bond issuers to the global capital markets; conducting
external presentations on the global capital markets in order to attract international
investors to invest in Ukrainian issues of sovereign and municipal green bonds
(Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine, 2022).

The best practices of Lithuania remain of interest to Ukraine as it is progressive
state and a reliable partner of our country. In Lithuania, the green bond market is
developing quite effectively. Back in 2018, the international rating agency Moody's
Investors Service rated the emission of the "green" bonds issued by the Lithuanian
government with a higher score (GB1 Excellent) in terms of energy efficiency.
Lithuania is among the leading countries that have issued "green" bonds as the third
country in Europe and the seventh country in the world. Lithuania has provided a
process that the whole world is talking about and which was evaluated with the highest
score by the world-class experts. The GB1 Excellent rating means that the green bond
issuer adheres to the highest standards in managing the funds received from the
issuance of green bonds, administering them and directing them to projects in the field
of environmental protection, as well as in providing the necessary reports (Ministry of
Finance of the Republic of Lithuania, 2022).

Energy independence is one of the key topics discussed at the 6th Ukrainian-
Lithuanian Economic Forum "Economy and the Pandemic: Crisis and New
Opportunities", which took place as part of the visit of the President of the Republic of
Lithuania Gitanas Nausieda to Ukraine on March 18-19, 2021. It was noted that the
support and best practices of our friends and our international partners, particularly
Lithuania, are important in all reforms necessary for sustainable economic growth. The
cooperation of the business groups of our countries has a good history and significant
prospects, noted Volodymyr Zelenskyi and recalled the steps taken to improve the
business climate in Ukraine. In turn, the President of Lithuania informed about the
importance of the cooperation of the countries to overcome all challenges and to
achieve economic upturn.

At the forum, it was noted that Lithuania is a strategic partner for Ukraine, that
the countries are united by the common goals of energy independence and energy
security. All steps in these directions also contribute to the revitalization of economic
relations between the states. Outlining the status, initiatives and development plans in
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the field of energy efficiency and "green" energy, the participants focused on the broad
possibilities of partnership in bioenergy. The total potential of bioenergy to replace
imported fossil energy resources in Ukraine is 37 billion cubic meters of gas per year,
in particular: the cultivation of energy crops and their use for energy purposes makes
it possible to replace up to 20 billion cubic meters per year; use of a third of agricultural
waste allows up to 10 billion cubic meters per year; production of biomethane offers
another 8 billion cubic meters of gas per year (Government Portal, 2021).

It is an indisputable fact that Russian military aggression has slowed down and
called into question the implementation of large green investment projects in the near
future. But this does not reduce the relevance of conducting scientific research in the
field of green bond market development, which is a new financial instrument for
Ukraine.

Literature review

The development of the green bond market and investments in the "green"
projects remain the subject of research by many scientists around the world. We will
focus on the analysis of the scientific publications dedicated to the development of the
green bond market and investments in Europe. This choice is due to the chosen course
of the European integration of Ukraine, as well as the research of the best practices for
the development of "green" investments.

Thus, the research identifies the main determinants of the growth of the green
bond market, as well as the potential of these financial instruments in the sustainable
economy (Draksaite et al., 2018). Scientists also note that the growing potential of the
green bond markets facilitates mobilization of the financial resources for green
projects, which significantly contribute to the achievement of the Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGs). (Kocaarslan, 2021). The growing importance of green
bonds in the financial markets is also emphasized by other scientists (Laborda &
Sanchez-Guerra, 2021).

The articles also assess the impact of green bonds on other financial instruments,
energy markets, and conduct a comparative analysis of the development of the green
bond market in European countries. In particular, it is informative to compare the
uptake of green bonds in Norway and Sweden from 2013 to 2019, that analysis helps
to identify factors that can be used by other countries and, therefore, can contribute to
the growth of green bonds in different markets (Torvanger et al., 2021). It is of interest
for the development of the financial market in general to assess the impact of the

implementation of green bond policies by European insurance companies on their share
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prices. Scientists positively estimate the development of green bonds in Europe
(Jakubik & Uguz, 2021).

The empirical response of the stock market and credit default swaps (CDS) to the
issuance of the green bonds by 10 EU countries during the period 2016-2021 is
investigated. It was concluded that the issuance of the green bonds is considered by
investors as the behavior of the EU countries, which increases the value and reduces
the risks. The issuance of sovereign green bonds is a powerful signal of a certain
country's commitment to a low-carbon economy by increasing social and reputational
benefits. This effect is even more noticeable during the pandemic crisis. The reaction
of the equity and CDS market is determined by several factors, such as bond and
country features. Overall, our results suggest that sovereign green bond issuance acts
as a country risk mitigation mechanism (Dell'Atti et al., 2022).

The relationship between five energy markets (crude oil, natural gas, fuel oil,
gasoline, and coal) and green bonds was studied using a time-varying optimal copulas
(TVOC) model. Analysis of the efficiency of the hedging has shown that green bonds
can effectively hedge most energy commodities (Naeem et al., 2021).

The non-linear impact of green bonds, conventional bonds and energy resources
on the behavior of the European Union cap-and-trade carbon market (European Union
Emissions Trading System [EU-ETS]) is assessed. Estimating four models using
Markov-switching (MS) econometric methodology, non-linearity is confirmed in the
dynamic behavior, the global calculations demonstrate the positive impact of green
bonds (S&P Green and Sol Green) on the carbon market, in both high and low volatility
modes, whereas conventional bonds (S&P Agg) and energy commodities (DJCI En)
contribute to the carbon market in high volatility modes. The importance of green
bonds is emphasized while determining the behavior of the carbon market, in addition
to the greater stability of the low volatility mode. These results allow both investors
and fund managers to implement strategies for different scenarios of volatility or
economic activity using a diversified portfolio and environmental/climate structure
(Leitao et al., 2021).

The research underlines that the EU has adopted a new development strategy
based on the "green" growth and announced carbon neutrality by 2050. However, the
previous EU development approach was mainly based on trade openness and
globalization with positive economic and negative climate impacts. The hypothesis of
carbon emissions caused by globalization was tested to estimate the possible future

path of development.
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The Arellano—Bond estimator was employed for dynamic panel analysis in 26 EU
countries over the period 2000-2018. A significant and positive relationship was found
between economic globalization and passenger mobility and greenhouse gas (GHG)
emissions, while environmental taxes can correct the negative climate effect. On the
other hand, social and political dimensions of globalization reduce negative climate
impacts. To achieve net zero emissions, the EU needs to continue its global climate
leadership, extend the use of environmental taxes, and stimulate economic growth
based on low-carbon technologies such as hydrogen, energy storage, and CCUS
(Vlahini¢ Lenz & Fajdeti¢, 2021).

Considering the purpose of our article, the research of Ukrainian scientists
analyzing the best practices of the EU and the possibilities of their implementation in
Ukraine is of interest. The authors identified the main prerequisites for the development
of the green bond market in Ukraine and identified the attractive courses of the green
bond market for investors. Possible economic, social, political and environmental
benefits of the green bond market for issuers were highlighted in order to attract their
attention and develop the green bond market in Ukraine (Chygryn et al., 2018).

Data and methods

The purpose of this article is to carry out an empirical comparative analysis of the
implementation and circulation of green bonds in the EU countries, an assessment of
the best practices of the European countries, in particular Lithuania, regarding the
application of the framework of financing environmental projects through the use of
green bonds. Besides, the creation of recommendations on the development course of
the green bond market in Ukraine, which will be integrated into the single European
area for green investment projects.

The economic concept of green bonds as a framework for financing green
investment projects was studied using the dialectical method of cognition, which
allows researching economic phenomena in the process of their development and
interrelationship. Graphical financial analysis was used to explore the dynamics and
trends of the development of the green bond market in European countries. The
methods of analysis and synthesis, induction and deduction were used to substantiate
the recommendations regarding future trends of the green bond market in Ukraine,
which will be integrated into the single European area of green investment projects.
The methods of correlation-regression analysis, as well as economic forecasting, were
used to determine the prospects for the development of the green bond market in
Ukraine and its impact on the dynamics of the development of environmental (green)
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investment projects.

The research was based on the information contained in the regulatory legal acts
of the EU, the EU member states and Ukraine, governing the green bond market. To
evaluate the best practices of the EU countries utilizing green bonds for financing green
investment projects, official data from the European Commission, the World Bank, the
IMF, the data from statistical yearbooks and information and analytical bulletins, and
other official sources of information are used. Publications containing data on the
volume of green bond issuance are analyzed. A number of scientific methods are used
to evaluate the best practices of the European countries applying the framework for
financing environmental projects through the use of green bonds.

Empirical results and discussion

In 2021, the annual offering of the green bonds exceeded the half-trillion mark for
the first time and amounted to 522.7 billion US dollars, which is 75% more than in
2020. Europe was the most prolific issuance region (in 2021, the volume of green bond

emissions in Europe amounted to 264.9 billion USD) (Fig. 1.).

Europe will remain the principal center of development of the green bond market.
Even rising interest rates and geopolitical uncertainty following Russia's aggression

against Ukraine will not affect new issues of the green bonds.
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The main distribution of green bonds issuance in Europe in 2021 were Financial
corporate (31%), Sovereign (24%), Non-financial corporate (21%), Government-
backed entity (15%), Development bank (6%) (Fig.2).

France, Germany, the Netherlands, Sweden and Spain were the leaders in the
volume of green bond issuance in the EU in 2021 (Fig.3.). Lithuania and Ukraine are
still only increasing their potential for the development of the green bond market by
building up their own practices and taking into account the trends and dynamics of the
developed EU countries.

Germany and France also became the leading issuers of the green bonds in Europe
in the first quarter of 2022. Germany leads the region with 15.9 billion USD of the
international offering of the green bonds, followed by France with 7.6 billion USD
(Tanchico & Ahmad, 2022). The Scandinavian region is also among the leaders in the
EU in issuing the green bonds.

Empirical analysis showed that the war in Ukraine had a negative impact on
almost all socio-economic aspects throughout Europe, including the green bond
market. The offering of the green bonds decreased in the first quarter due to uncertainty
related to the military aggression of the Russian Federation against Ukraine and threats
to other countries, including the EU member states. Among such countries is Lithuania,
which is at the forefront of supporting sanctions against Russia.

Thus, the volume of sales of the green bonds decreased in the first quarter of 2022
by 23.9% (Fig. 4).
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Pessimistic forecasts regarding the world economy due to Russia's invasion of
Ukraine also affected the financing of green investment projects, in particular in the
energy area regarding reducing greenhouse emissions.

It should be emphasized here that the implementation of green projects is one of
the factors of economic growth, which is determined in particular by means of
economic and mathematical modeling. The data from the EU countries were selected
for our analysis given the purpose of the article.

The modified economic growth function (formula 1) was used for the analysis:

GDP=F(GI, GHG, RE), (1)

where GDP — gross national product,

GI — green investment,

GHG — greenhouse gas emission volume,

RE — share of renewable energy sources in the total energy consumption.

To analyze the data, the function (formula 2) will be utilized:

The results of the analysis demonstrated the existence of a relationship between
the chosen parameters. Based on the main empirical calculations (using the cases of
the enterprises of the EU countries and Ukraine) it was determined that a 1% increase
in the volume of green investments attracted to the business sector can ensure a 6%
increase in the GDP generated by economic entities in the business sector of the
economy; the reduction of greenhouse emissions by 3%; the growth of the share of the
renewable energy sources in total energy consumption by 5%. This approach provides
grounds for substantiating the ecological and economic effects of the growth of green
investment volumes.

Thus, the best practices of the EU proved that in the long run the development of
the green bond market and investments in green projects will ensure sustainable
economic development in accordance with the European Green Deal.

The European Green Deal is a plan to decarbonise the EU economy by 2050,
revolutionise the EU's energy system, profoundly transform the economy and inspire
efforts to combat climate change. But the plan will also have profound geopolitical

Standardization of the green bond market remains up for the discussion. The
researchers noted that the green bond market is growing and becoming increasingly
important for green financing and the transition to a low-carbon economy. However, it
is obvious that the green bond market is largely non-standardized. There is no widely
accepted definition of the term "green". This is considered as one of the toughest
challenges when it comes to the development of the green bond market, which led to
the creation of the EU Green Bond Standard. However, the researchers noticed that
new standards have their pros and cons. The results of the study showed that Nordic
green bond issuers generally approved of the EU green bond standard. The EU GBS
has an admirable purpose to harmonize and expand the green bond market. However,
the standard carries challenges that are largely well-known issues that the EU GBS
aims to address, such as cumbersome reporting processes, lack of initiative and
reputational risk. In addition, it is argued that the standard is not fair and applicable to
all countries and companies. National laws of countries may not always go hand in
hand with the standard. For example, in Scandinavian countries, the requirements for
green buildings are considered difficult. If these problems are not taken into account,
the Nordic green bond issuers fear that the market will not grow, but shrink instead. In
addition, the Nordic green bond issuers argue that the adoption of GBS by the EU is
not a guarantee for the issuers. For other issuers, the demands of the investors and the
positive impact on the reputation of their company are considered key factors in
adopting the standard (Bjorkholm & Lehner, 2021).

Conclusion and recommendations.

The purpose of this research was to conduct the empirical comparative analysis
of the implementation and circulation of green bonds in the EU countries, evaluating
the best practices of the European countries applying the framework of financing
environmental projects using the green bonds. Besides, the creation of
recommendations on the development course of the green bond market in Ukraine,
which will be integrated into the single European area for green investment projects.

The study demonstrated that the green bond market in the EU is developing
dynamically, ensuring the GDP growth and sustainable economic development. Also,
the best practices of the European countries showed that the effective development of
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the green bond market is possible only in the case of the implementation of a common
integrated government policy.

The majority of the countries implemented relevant legislation, determined the
approaches to stimulate the development of the green bond market, and established
new international investment standards. The formation of the green bond market in
Ukraine requires harmonization with the European legislation, the use of the world's
leading green investment practices, adapted to national conditions.

The development of the green bond market in Ukraine is also a systemic issue of
the stock market, energy sector, manufacturing, housing and utility services, agro-
industrial complex, etc. Politically and economically motivated decisions to implement
and create the green bond market should be made for many sectors of the economy and
be coordinated with the principal market participants. The governments of the EU
member states adopt relevant action plans, which are used as a reference point when
developing strategies for organizing the relevant market and attracting financing to
implement environmental projects by issuing green bonds in various sectors of the
economy.

The barriers to the development of the green bond market in Ukraine are
insufficient awareness of government authorities of all aspects of the implementation
and development of the green bond market; insufficiently clear division of
competencies, low level of coordination of activities and institutional capacity of the
government authorities regarding planning and implementation of actions in the
specified area; the need to improve the regulatory framework in this area in accordance
with the EU standards.

Therefore, it is advisable to take the following steps to facilitate the development
of the green bond market: to create institutional and regulatory conditions for the
development of the green bond market; to ensure the attraction of financing to
implement the green investment projects by issuing green bonds; to offer economic
incentives for the development of the green bond market and to create, if necessary,
relevant government target programs; to support the implementation of projects for the
emission of the green bonds by various categories of issuers involving the EU aid
programs, foreign governments, international organizations and donor institutions; to
achieve cooperation of the international development banks to improve the credit
quality of green bonds of Ukrainian issuers and to invest in green bonds of Ukraine

Also promising areas of cooperation are the participation of Lithuanian companies
in the Ukrainian sector of energy efficiency and bioenergy; the involvement of
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Lithuania in the work on the green bond market of Ukraine; the implementation of joint
projects for the production of biomethane and "green"
(Government Portal, 2021).

The implementation and development of the green bond market, financing

environmental projects through the issuance of green bonds will positively affect the
quality of life of the citizens as a whole, improve the state of the natural environment,
and spread "green" technologies both in the short-term and in the long-term.

The implementation of the above-mentioned recommendations will make it
possible to: increase the amount of financing for the green projects; contribute to
reducing the consumption of fuel and energy resources and lowering greenhouse gas
emissions; stimulate the development of the green bond market in Ukraine using the
EU best practices; improve the investment attractiveness, business climate and
competitiveness of the state; stimulate socio-economic development in Ukraine;
contribute to the achievement of the national strategic goals, as well as obligations

undertaken by Ukraine as a candidate for the EU membership.

Introduction

The relevance of the research is connected to the global changes taking place in
society and being reflected in the democratization of various spheres, increased activity
and personal responsibility of each member of society. On the other hand, in materials
of'the Bologna Declaration, the emphasis is pointed out on one of the priority directions
of educational policy, the essence of which is to achieve a new quality of the
professional level of a modern teacher who implements professional activities in the
conditions of radical socio-economic transformations. This influenced the public need
for modernization of education, the result of which i1s the «New Ukrainian School»
project, which represents providing of opportunities for choice and self-determination
of each pedagogical process participant, subject-subject relationships between teachers
and students, the introduction of games and information technologies, etc. Obviously,
only a highly qualified, creative, socially active teacher, who is focused on humanistic
values, will be able to provide such education. Therefore, the investigation of the future
teachers’ professional development, their preparation for professional activities in
today’s conditions does not raise doubts.

Various aspects of teacher’s professional activity and preparation for it were
considered by such domestic scientists as: I. Bohdanova, A.Bohush, M. Chepel,
R. Hurevich, N. Huziy, E.Karpova, R.Khmelyuk, N. Kichuk, L.Kondrashova,
A. Kuzminskyi, N.Morze, V.Radul, O.Semenoh, V. Shakhov, I. Sharabura,
M. Smitanskyi, M. Soldatenko, O. Tsokur, M. Yevtukh, 1. Zyazyun, and others. The
search for new approaches in determining the goals of education and ways of achieving
them in the context of cultural relevance is highlighted in the works of:
V. Andrushchenko, H. Ball, I. Bekh, E. Bondarevska, O. Hazman, B. Hershunskyi,
V. Hrynyova, L.Khomych, A.Kolomiets, N. Nychkalo, O. Sukhomlynska,
S. Sysoeva, and others. The problem of the future teachers’ professional development

was studied by a number of researchers: T. Alekseeva, O. Kokun, V. Orlov, etc.

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However, scientists mostly investigate the process and the result of this phenomenon,
and from the point of view of its modeling with the use of mathematical apparatus, not
enough research has been done up to date, which also proves the relevance of the
mentioned problem.

The purpose of the study is to scientifically substantiate the phenomenon of
professional development in the psychological and pedagogical literature and to
construct and approve a mathematical model of the future teachers’ professional
development. In order to achieve the goal of the research, it was necessary to solve
such tasks as: determine the content and essence of the phenomenon «professional
development» in the psychological and pedagogical literature; experimentally verify
the mathematical model of the future teachers’ professional development. When
solving the outlined tasks and achieving the goal, general scientific methods were used:
study and analysis of philosophical, psychological and pedagogical literature on the
object and subject of research; calculation of empirical values; construction of the level
of multiple linear regression and qualitative analysis of the model of the future

teachers’ professional formation.

7.1. Theoretical aspects of the future teachers’ professional development

Determining the logic of the research into the phenomenon of the future teachers’
professional development, it was established that the current state of scientific research
in the field of modern pedagogy is determined by the growing attention of scientists to
it, which is reflected in both applied and fundamental research. The review of studying
the essence of the phenomenon under research deserves attention, and is presented in
Table 1.

As we can see from Table 1, professional development, firstly, is not a new
concept; secondly, it is related to the categories of didactics, various activity-based
aspects of the educational process subjects, personal and professional qualities, internal
potential, etc.

The conducted theoretical work made it possible to determine that professional
development can be characterized by content, activity and process directions of
self-realization, which contributes to the development of motivation for learning, the
future teacher’s internal and external self-organization, the ability to build a trajectory
of self-learning, thanks to which he / she becomes the subject and product of his / her

own future activity constructing.

The works of I. Beh, O. Kokun, O. Pehota, I. Pidlasiy, I. Zyazyun are of particular
importance for the conducted research, in which we find that the key to the successful
future teachers’ professional development is the formation of valuable attitude to the
future professional activity, which occurs in stages: from getting acquainted with the
features of the future profession, creating a clear and conscious idea about it, about the
requirements for the professionalism of a specialist — to the formation of value ideas
and the creation of the image «Self-professional» [1].

At the same time, the analysis of scientific literature confirmed that today the
problem of the future teachers’ professional development has its actuality and requires
systematization and generalization of considering this phenomenon.

In general, investigating theoretical problems of the future teachers’ professional

development implies that their training in the conditions of educational and
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professional activity, firstly, is aimed at the formation of stable positive motives,
socially significant and professionally important qualities, readiness for constant
professional growth, finding optimal techniques and methods of high-quality and
creative performance of professional activities; secondly, it depends on the continuous
process of purposeful personality modification due to social influences and one’s own
activity (according to E. Zeyer and E. Klimov).

Let us emphasize that the present encourages teachers to constantly improve
themselves, to realize the prospects of their own professional development, to make
the most of their personal intellectual abilities, to evaluate their own professional
activity and its effectiveness, which, in turn, is closely related to their professional
worldview, the level of formation of which has an external manifestation in motivation,
communication, activity, behavior and emotions. Therefore, the research is based on
the assumption that future teachers’ professional development depends on the state and
quality of pedagogical thinking, communicative skills and abilities, professional and
pedagogical value orientations, motivational, emotional and mental states.

Thus, studying the essence and content of pedagogical thinking it was found out
that scientists characterize it as the ability to consciously use pedagogical ideas,
knowledge and skills in specific situations of professional activity, to see in certain
phenomena of activity the pedagogical essence, which will further determine the
activity and striving of an individual for the future profession achievements. It is
necessary to emphasize that pedagogical thinking is characterized by visual-active,
visual-figurative and verbal-conceptual forms. Visual-active thinking is performed
with the help of existent transformation of the situation, observation of a real motional
act, event, action. Visual-figurative thinking functions through imaginary
representation of what should happen as a result of the subject’s activity. Figurative
thinking allows to present the unusual, non-standard combinations of qualities,
connections and relationships. Verbal-conceptual thinking is performed with the help
of logical operations with concepts. Depending on the spheres of functioning and the
type of tasks to be solved, theoretical and practical pedagogical thinking are
distinguished. Theoretical pedagogical thinking is aimed at the discovery of new laws,
principles, rules of education and upbringing. Practical pedagogical thinking functions
in the process of activity, its main task is the transformation of reality [8]. Therefore,
the formation of the future teachers’ pedagogical thinking during their training affects
the quality of their acceptance, awareness and understanding of pedagogical

phenomena in professional and pedagogical activities.
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The actuality of the formation of communicative abilities and skills is determined
by professional and pedagogical communication of information exchange in the
systems «person — person», «person — computer», «person — computer — persony, the
success of which provides competence in implementing communication — integral
personal forming of the communicative activity value by the teacher, theoretical and
practical readiness for its qualified implementation [11]. Despite the sufficient number
of psychological-pedagogical studies on the professional development and readiness
of the future teacher for communicative activities (I. Beh, N. Bibik, N. Volkova, etc.),
the question of forming the future teachers’ communicative abilities and skills remains
open.

The pedagogical meaning of the concept «communicative skills» lies in the fact
that they mean individual psychological features of a person that provide the
effectiveness of his/her communication and coexistence with other people.
Communicative skills include such ones as: initiating openness to contacts, response
to the initiative of others; express your readiness to communicate with words and facial
expressions; the ability to exchange information, to listen without interrupting others,
to establish joint interaction; the ability to value relationships, to reveal available age
features, loyalty, reliability, compliance [25].

We find it significative to figure out that the success of pedagogical
communication depends on whether the teacher knows how to establish the contact
with the audience, on the systematicity of its presentation, logic, argumentation, the
ability to stimulate students for further activities, encourage, direct their attention,
anticipate conflicts, disagreements, remove emotional tensions in communication and
eliminate barriers, prevent the emergence of conflict situations [2].

In terms of research, the conclusions are correct that the formation of
communicative skills will be the more effective, the deeper the personality of the future
teacher acquires communicative knowledge and relevant skills — automated conscious
actions that contribute to quick and accurate reflection of communicative situations at
the lessons. Based on the investigations of the above-mentioned scientists, a list of
teacher’s communicative skills was established, which are basic for the formation of
the future teachers’ professional and pedagogical intercourse: communication with
people and directing them; operational orientation in the conditions of the
communication being carried out; planning and implementation of communication

system, in particular its important link — speech influence; sense and maintain feedback
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in communication [30].

The peculiarity of our research is studying the problem of the development of the
future teacher’s Self-concept during his / her preparation for professional activity.
Psychological and pedagogical aspects of teacher training and professional activity
were considered by the following scientists: O. Abdullina, I. Bohdanova, R. Hurevich,
E. Karpova, R. Khmelyuk, N. Kichuk, M. Yevtukh, I. Zyazyun, etc. Various aspects
of studying Self-concept were highlighted in the works of V. Ahapov, R. Burns,
A. Derkach, N.Kuzmina, L.Mitina, A.Rean, K. Rogers, S.Rubinstein,
V. Shadrykov, and others. On the other hand, despite the above-mentioned scientific
developments, the problem of the future teachers’ Self-concept formation has not been
sufficiently investigated up to date.

The term Self-concept appeared in scientific circulation at the turn of the 19th and
20th centuries in the works of the American psychologist W. Gemma, who determined
that Self-concept includes self-awareness from the four perspectives: the spiritual
«Selfy», the material «Self», the social «Self» and the physical «Self». It should be
emphasized that the profession of a teacher presupposes the presence of the future
teacher’s certain professional and psychological qualities, which are revealed in
his / her Self-concept: «real Self» (self-assessment of one’s personal qualities); «ideal
Self» (ideas about the qualities inherent in the ideal of a teacher); «anti-ideal Self»
(ideas about qualities undesirable for a teacher); «professional Self» (assessment of
one’s professional qualities, motives, value orientations, etc.). During the investigation
of the specified problem, it was established that scientists observe the essential
importance of a positive Self-concept as productive for the further self-improvement
of a teacher, which contributes to the manifestation of the feelings of satisfaction from
pedagogical work, self-respect, self-confidence and the sense of success in the work as
a whole, which is achieved by the harmonization of the components of the Self-
formations of teacher’s Self-concept.

We adhere to the opinion that teacher’s positive Self-concept, providing high self-
esteem and self-confidence as a teacher, prevents the emergence of the desire to assert
oneself, humiliate the learner’s dignity, abuse one’s power. On the other hand, positive
Self-concept has a beneficial effect on the trainees’ self-esteem, assuring them of their
own significance. A teacher with such a concept is optimistic about the learner’s
personality, believes in the possibility of developing his/her abilities, creates
conditions for their development, which is manifested in an unconditional positive

attitude towards the trainee [13].
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Therefore, the development of teacher’s positive Self-concept, as an integral
characteristic of his/her professionalism, adds constancy, provides progressive
stimulating influence on the future teachers’ professional development not only as
subjects of pedagogical activity, but also as subjects of their own development, creators
of their own life and professional path.

However, based on the purpose of the research, it would be quite appropriate to
determine the essence of the characteristics of the future teacher’s positive
Self-concept, such as: motivation to achieve success, the ability of self-assessment,
developed reflection.

The analysis of psychological and pedagogical literature made it possible to
establish that the future teachers’ professional development will be successful under
the condition of his / her purposeful motivational activity. The professional activity of
a modern teacher is determined by a complex of motives, such as internal (indicator of
internal responsibility, formation of the motivational sphere), as well as incentives of
social nature, manifested in the form of demands, condemnation, encouragement,
approval or disapproval of actions, etc. In this regard, the motivational sphere of
professional activity determines the interest in the content of pedagogical activity itself,
its results and consequences. Motivation, or the need for achievement, is one of the
varieties of labor motivation, related to the need of an individual to achieve success
and to a lesser extent to avoid failure. It is success that reflects objective indicators of
the activities effectiveness, subjective attitude towards oneself, which affects future
teachers’ awareness of themselves as subjects of pedagogical activity (according to
A. Derkach and V. Zazykin, 2000).

It should be emphasized that motives of pedagogical activity are the motivation
associated with its implementation, whether it is the internal need to work in the field
of a given subject or the need to work with people, based on awareness of one’s
pedagogical abilities [31]. By educational and professional motivation scientists
understand the system of motives, goals, needs, and incentives that determine the
manifestations of educational activity and intensive actions related to mastering a
profession, including teaching profession. This makes it possible to assert that during
the formation of the future teachers’ motivation there is a desire for continuous
professional development, continuous achievement of the high level of pedagogical
mastery [22].

The development of motivation to study is influenced by both the internal state of

the individual and the external conditions and environment. Motivation to study is a
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complex system in which the system of factors affecting its formation and development
is reflected. Motivation to study is defined as a system of personal and external factors
that encourage applicants of higher education to join the learning process. That is,
according to I. Shalimova, is a combination of not only individual strivings, but also
external motivations that determine and stimulate his / her educational and cognitive
activity [29].

Note that future teachers’ awareness of pedagogical activity during training is
closely related to the ability of reflection and self-assessment. It is known that a teacher,
feeling calm and confident, friendly and equal in relations with the learners,
understanding the weak sides of his / her work, intending to correct them, does not
destroy the overall positive self-esteem, and vice versa, teachers with low professional
self-esteem negatively perceive pedagogical reality through the prism of their stress
and anxiety, often turning to an authoritarian style as a means of psychological self-
defense (according to A. Markova, 2000). On the basis of self-respect and adequate
ideas about one’s own professional status, the effect of normative self-regulation is
strengthened. In this aspect, self-regulation, which covers the intellectual and speech,
emotional, volitional activity of the future teacher’s personality performes acts of self-
analysis, self-control and self-evaluation related to reflection. On the other hand,
reflection is self-knowledge, self-analysis and awareness of one’s activities and
relationships through the eyes of other people (according to V. Ahapov). The study of
O. Myroshnyk is relevant, in which the author defines professional pedagogical
reflection as a holistic, systemic professional property that can be formed thanks to
reflective processes that allow to simultaneously create and systematically integrate
mental representations of the objective basis of professional activity in teacher’s mind
[16].

Investigating the formation of the future teacher’s positive Self-concept,
Z.Kurlyand emphasizes such definitions of reflection as: self-analysis,
comprehension, assessment of prerequisites, conditions and the course of one’s own
activity, inner life; the process of getting to know himself/ herself as a professional,
one’s inner world, the analysis of his / her own thoughts and experiences in connection
with professional and pedagogical activities, reflection on oneself as a person,
awareness of how one is perceived and evaluated by students, colleagues, and others
around. Reflection includes such phenomena as self-awareness, reconceiving,
checking one’s opinion about oneself, about other people and what, according to the
subject, people think about him / her, how they evaluate and treat him / her [13].
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We share the author’s point of view and believe that the future teachers’ striving
for achieving success, the ability of self-assessment, the development of reflection,
which is manifested in their formed positive Self-concept, affects further professional
upgrowth.

The analysis of scientific psychological-pedagogical and methodical literature
convinces that the attention of many scientists and practicing teachers is attracted by
the problem of studying various aspects of the concepts «values» and «value
orientations» within the limits of philosophical, sociological, psychological and
pedagogical directions (Sh. Amonashvili, N. Chepeleva, V.Isaev, H. Lyaluk,
S. Maksymenko, V. Myasishchev, V. Semichenko, R. Skulskyi, O. Sukhomlynska,
V. Yadov, etc.). However, the issue of future teachers’ awareness of professional and
pedagogical value orientations remains open.

At the psychological level, as stated in the large explanatory dictionary, value is
understood as: 1) quality or property of an object that makes it useful, desirable or
valuable; 2) an abstract and general principle regarding the model of behavior within
the framework of a certain culture or society, which, as a result of the socialization
process, the members of this society consider very important [3].

The analysis of psychological and pedagogical literature made it possible to assert
the absence of a unified approach to the problem of values. However, different
definitions, classifications of value orientations and values do not, in general,
contradict each other, but complement each other and allow to consider them from
different positions.

In terms of research, attention should be paid to the classification of professional
and pedagogical value orientations, which reflects the specificity of the teaching
profession (according to V. Denysenko): general pedagogical orientations aimed at the
civilian and social values of the teaching profession (the ability to benefit people,
raising those who study, communicating with them, etc.); personal developmental
orientations related to the development of the learners’s personality as the main
pedagogical value (development of the traineers’s intellectual abilities, creative
abilities, etc.); subject-activity orientations aimed at the teacher’s subject-teaching
activity (self-development, teacher’s self-education); personal orientations aimed at the
teacher’s self-expression in professional activities (proper professional characteristics);
professional and pragmatic orientations related to the prestige of the teaching
profession, salary, long vacation, etc. [9].

The ideas of N. Maksymchuk are particularly significant for our research, in

which we find that the structure of value orientations is a complex socio-psychological
formation that has a dynamic character, as a result of which it is possible to influence
its formation. Summarizing the results of the research of prioritised for the future
teachers value orientations, the scientist established that their content, represented by
all groups of values, belongs to professional and status orientations (reflecting the
strivings of higher education applicants to master the chosen profession and occupy a
worthy place in society) and traditional values (personal, universal, material) [14].

Continuing to study the essence of the future teachers’ professional development,
there is a need to focus on the study of the problem of emotional intelligence, which is
associated with a huge arsenal of accumulated knowledge about it and its connections
with various socio-psychological factors, such as: academic success, bullying, social
networks, risks of nervous breakdowns, emotional burnout in particular.

Analysis of psychological and pedagogical literature (M. Kuznetsov, D. Lyusin,
O. Sannikova, O. Vlasova, H. Yusupov, etc.) made it possible to establish that
emotional intelligence is interpreted differently by scientists, and namely as: all non-
cognitive abilities, knowledge and competence that gives a person the opportunity to
successfully cope with various life situations (according to Bar-On R.,_1997); the
ability to understand personal relationships, represented in emotions, and manage the
emotional sphere on the basis of intellectual analysis and synthesis (according to
H. Harskova, 2013); as an integral property of a person and a component of his / her
inner world, as «a form of revealing a positive attitude of a person to himself / herself,
to the others, to the world, which reflects the value of emotional intelligence (according
to E. Nosenko, 2002) [17].

A brief review of the interpretations of the concept «emotional intelligence»
showed that researchers, revealing the meaning of this concept, referred, first of all, to
the distinction between the constructs «emotion» and «intelligence», which were
considered to be opposite to each other until now. On the other hand, in the modern
psychology of emotional intelligence, there is a tendency to use such categorical
concepts to reflect the content of this concept as «emotional self-awareness»
(O. Vlasova, 2005), «emotional intelligence» (E.Nosenko, 2003), «emotional
erudition» (O. Pryimachenko, 2006), «emotional literacy» (K. Steiner, 2001). In
general, the disclosure of the content of emotional intelligence takes place through the
use of the concepts «ability», «skills», «capability», with an emphasis on the valuable
essence of emotional intelligence, on its functional property of reflecting the inner

world of the individual.
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Summarizing, it should be emphasized that emotional intelligence starts with
understanding one’s emotions, and only by becoming aware of one’s emotions can we
learn to understand other people’s emotions and the reasons that caused them. In this
regard, we can state that the development of the future teachers’ emotional intelligence
is influenced by a set of internal and identified motives, which provide the success of
educational activities, high indicators of emotional creativity, self-efficacy as a belief
in one’s own productivity, general intelligence and low indicators of educational
anxiety, in particular feelings of anger, actual anxiety, restlessness and excessive
emotionality during knowledge testing [6].

Increasing attention to the issue of the future teachers’ moral and volitional
qualities formation during their professional development is directly related to the
problem of cultural development in the context of humanizing, democratizing,
differentiating and integrating processes in education. Despite a sufficient number of
scientific studies devoted to pedagogical culture (V. Andrushchenko, E. Bondarevska,
V. Hrynyova, N. Huziy, R. Khmelyuk, E. Karpova, O. Sukhomlynska, M. Yevtukh,
I. Zyazyun, etc.) the issue of considering the formation of the future teachers’ moral
and volitional qualities during their professional development remains open. The basis
for this is the research of N. Semchenko, in which it is proven that only a teacher who
has well-formed emotional and moral-volitional qualities can teach and educate, and
morality covers not only the relationships of people, but also their moral views, beliefs,
habits, feelings, people’s behavior, etc. We believe that future teachers should have at
a sufficient level such moral and volitional qualities as: humanity (perception of the
learner as the highest value, respectful treatment of him / her as a unique individual);
social responsibility, sense of duty (the need to randomly take responsibility for the
results of one’s behavior in front of oneself, the surrounding people, and society as a
whole); the ability to consider the consequences of one’s actions; a sense of
responsibility for other people; altruism (sufficiently expressed priority of the group
interests over individual interests, the ability to partially sacrifice one’s welfare for the
sake of achieving social goals); integrity, conscientiousness, thoroughness,
self-criticism (striving to act in accordance with one’s own life principles, solid
implementing of each fragment of work, desire to adequately perceive oneself and
one’s behavior); discipline (strict adherence to the daily routine, clear allocation of
work and time for its performing); ambition (the teacher has a strong motive for self-
assertion, social recognition, leadership); dignity (positive attitude towards oneself,

understanding one’s own significance as of an individual); diligence (tendency,
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willingness to work voluntarily to achieve certain goals, general positive attitude to
work); bravery, determination, courage, resistance (ability to take justified risks, lack
of fear when defending one’s ideals, ideas, etc.) [23].

The conducted theoretical work made it possible to establish that, taking into
account the spiritual and moral-volitional development of an individual through
physical culture or sports training, the problem of its development and the interaction
of the volitional sphere and moral growth acquires high social significance.
Accordingly, when characterizing a person engaged in physical culture, it is necessary,
first of all, to bear in mind the maturity of his / her consciousness, stability of character
and high moral qualities [12].

In the aspect of the last assumption, regarding the future teachers’ professional
development, there is a highlighting of the ability to overcome barriers in professional
and pedagogical activities. Analysis of psychological and pedagogical literature
(V. Bratus (1988), L. Bozhovich (1995), O. Chaplina (2006), E.Ilyin (2002),
V. Kazanska (2005), A. Massanov (2010), N. Miloradova (2002), R. Nemov (1999),
A. Petrovskyi (1985), O. Pylypenko (1995), R. Shakurov (2001), V. Stolin (1983),
T. Verbytska (2003), etc.) regarding the concept «barrier» (from the French «barrierey,
which means an obstruction, an obstacle to something [15]) made it possible to claim
that anti-innovation barriers are understood as external or internal obstacles that
prevent the implementation of innovative activities [10]. It should be emphasized that
external barriers include: social (incompatibility of the new with existing experience
and values accepted in society; stereotypes of the pedagogical community thinking);
organizational (resistance of the governing authorities of education to the
implementation of innovations; lack of coordination centers for the development and
implementation of pedagogical innovations); methodical (lack of methodological
support for innovation, lack of awareness in the field of pedagogical innovation);
material and technical (teacher workload, living conditions, salary level).

Internal barriers include psychological (personal) barriers that hide deep personal
and professional problems. Psychological barriers arise due to the need to go beyond
the usual ways of solving a professional task, to give preference to another point of
view. They appear as internal obstacles (reluctance, fear, uncertainty, etc.) that prevent
a person from performing a certain action.

Based on the above-mentioned scientific developments, it was established that
psychological barriers exist as: a form of manifestation of the socio-psychological

climate of the collective in the conditions of innovation in the form of negative mental
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states of employees caused by the innovation; a set of actions, judgments, concepts,
expectations and emotional experiences of employees, in which negative mental states
are expressed consciously or unconsciously, hidden or not hidden [10].

The analysis of the scientific fund (I. Dychkivska, K. Levin, A.Massanov,
E. Rogov, O. Sannikova, etc.) on the mentioned issues made it possible to establish
that future teachers during their professional development should realize that in the
pedagogical environment most often are revealed organizational-psychological, social-
psychological, cognitive-psychological barriers, such as: tendency to conformism; fear
of turning out to be a «white crow», to seem unreasonable and ridiculous in one’s
judgments; fear of seeming too extravagant in their rejection and criticism of other
people opinions; inability to implement new methods and forms of performing
pedagogical activity; insufficient development of personal creative potential of
individual teachers; lack of need to introduce new things; fear of another person’s
revenge; personal anxiety, diffidence, negative self-perception («Self-concept»),
characterized by individual’s low self-esteem, reluctance to express one’s ideas;
rigidity (inflexibility) of thinking [15].

Therefore, based on the above, we come to the conclusion that when considering
the future teachers’ professional development, each scientist relies on a certain concept,
within the framework of which he / she analyzes this concept. On the other hand, the
systematization of scientific research on the subject of study made it possible to
establish that the result of the future teachers’ professional development is considered

to be a formed pedagogical culture.

7.2. Pedagogical culture as a result of the future teachers’ professional

development

Theoretical analysis of the sources of scientific findings made it possible to find
out that culture is a multifaceted concept, has a large number of definitions and
interpretations and is characterized by researchers T. Hrytsenko (2007), M. Kagan
(2001), K. Prokofieva (2005), O. Stolyarenko (2014), etc. in the following way: system
of material and spiritual values; result of personality development; form of activity;
system of normative orientations; system of values of the individual and society as a
whole; a world filled with human content [6]. In the reference literature, culture is

defined as the activity of people in the reproduction and renewal of social life, products
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and results included in this activity [28].

The conducted theoretical work made it possible to define a number of concepts
that characterize the notion «culture» and differ in distinctive features of the definitions
of this phenomenon: ontological — considers culture as the content of social life, an
artificial world created by mankind; axiological — characterizes culture as the value-
meaning basis of people’s activity, behavior and communication; gnosiological —
distinguishes culture as a memory, experience of humanity, information space of an
era; anthropological — defines culture as the embodiment of the essence of a person,
his / her mentality, the originality of the attitude to the world and life [20].

In pedagogy, culture acts as a sense-forming factor and is divided into such types
as: elite and mass, spiritual and material, folk and personal, national, linguistic and
thinking, informational, behavioral and communicative, reading, emotional and
intellectual, physical, etc. On the other hand, the characteristics of culture distinguish
the following subgroups: domestic (peculiarities of the peoples of a certain territory);
political (a factor determined by the socio-economic relations of different peoples at
different times); legal (level of regulation of legal relations); artistic and creative
(multifacetedness, multidimensionality of human artistic activity); technical (human-
machine interaction); productive (ethical relations between members of productive
teams). M. Kagan’s position is also correct, in which the author proposes to consider
the phenomenon «culture» from the perspective of three modalities: human (culture is
presented as the cultural potential of a person acting as a creator of culture and its
creativity); procedural and activity (culture acts as ways of human activity,
objectification, deobjectification and communication of people, participants of both
processes); subject (culture characterizes the multifacetedness of material, spiritual,
artistic works that form the «second nature» of phenomena) [6].

Considering the essence of the mentioned phenomenon, we find it necessary to
emphasize the functions and forms of revealing culture. Thus, among the important
functions of culture the scientists (T. Hrytsenko, S. Hrytsenko, A. Kondratyuk, etc.)
attribute: human-creating (learning the achievements of culture, a person gets to know
himself / herself, determines his / her place in society, the world, the purpose of his
life); informative (enriching a person with previous experience); regulatory (thanks to
norms and rules, the organization of people’s cohabitation takes place); axiological
(establishment of value priorities); hedonistic (directed towards obtaining pleasure,
enjoyment) [4].

Within the framework of the research object and the effectiveness of culture
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formation during higher education applicants training, the scientific reflections of
V. Radkevich are relevant, in which the author proves the fulfilment of such paradigms
as:

- cultural (values of culturally appropriate education aimed at future teachers’
active awareness of ways of behavior, activity, creative interaction, cooperation,
cultural development, self-realization in the educational environment);

- socio-cultural (conditions the future teachers’ need to master the profession as a
cultural-historical model of human activity);

- socio-professional (the professionalism of pedagogical activity is an important
condition for the future teachers’ social protection, their competitiveness in the labor
market);

- subject-actual (formation of professionalism based on the creation of conditions
that provide the development of the future teacher’s personality as a creative subject of
professional and pedagogical activity);

- personally oriented (aimed at the development of the future teachers’ personality
and the realization of personally oriented goals of education, upbringing, respect both
for general cultural values and folk traditions, as well as for people and for oneself;

— cognitive (the projection of educational activities is implemented, as well as its
reflection in educational programs, textbooks, educational and methodical manuals);

- functional (ensures the future teachers’ preparation for professional activity
taking into account socio-economic requirements, personal and subject development);

- competence (presupposes anticipatory updating of the content and forms of
education, socialization of the future teacher’s personality in a cultural and educational,
professional environment, formation of pedagogical thinking, sociability, readiness for
personal and professional self-determination in the conditions of multicultural
interaction [21].

Based on the above, it was established that pedagogical culture is most often
considered in studies devoted to the analysis of the pedagogical activity peculiarities,
the study of pedagogical abilities, teacher’ pedagogical skills, a way of life, a tool for
realizing individual creative potence in human activity (A. Derkach, N. Kuzmina,
V. Slastyonin, etc.) [6].

The authors E. Bondarevska (2000), O.Bulkin (2003), I. Vidt (2002),
E. Zakharchenko (2002), and others consider pedagogical culture as a complex open
system that is self-organizing, informationally provided and guided by science, art,

religion, moral and ethical postulates of society, and practical experience of mankind.
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At the same time, it reproduces and transmits to new generations the spiritual-aesthetic,
moral-ethical values of an individual, society, nation and all of humanity.

In the context of the study, the views of Z. Parshikova (2003) are valid, in which
the author considers pedagogical culture as a phenomenon that exists at the level of
society and is formed in specific historical and socio-cultural conditions. In terms of
content, it is a complex of the most common knowledge about education and
upbringing, peculiarities of pedagogical practices; existing norms and traditions of
education, including social, family, etc. A certain pedagogical culture also runs in a
specific educational institution — a set of ethical, psychological and professional
positions, approaches and methods. Finally, each pedagogue, teacher or educator is the
bearer of his own pedagogical culture — a set of personal professional guidelines,
principles, techniques developed on the basis of experience and skill and reproduced
in professional activity. According to the author’s definition, pedagogical culture is a
complex (sometimes not just a sum, but a system, open or closed) of value attitudes
towards education and the learner, which are visibly and practically realized in
educational processes. Indicators of pedagogical culture (in its various forms) are the
state and quality of education, its level in society, the culture of the organization of
education in a proper school, the mastery of an individual teacher, communicative
culture. According to the scientist, it is appropriate to characterize the current state of
pedagogical culture according to the following changes: in education — it is the
individualization of education through self-development, education based on personal
knowledge, subjective experience, individual interest, inclusion in a multicultural
community, the forming of tolerance; productive socialization through professional
orientation and practical (productive) mastery of elementary methods and means of
activity in various spheres of social activity; in upbringing — demonstration, critical
understanding of generally accepted humanistic values and norms of respect for the
individual; attitude to nature, cultural diversity; the development of the learners’s
independency, self-dependence, ability to act ethically and morality of behavior;
pedagogical support is the support of all manifestations of trainee’s self-determination,
self-awareness, self-development, self-realization; concern for the comfortable
conditions of his / her life at school; protection of his / her freedoms and rights; help in
solving individual problems. The scientist defines the following main directions, which
reflect three global plans for considering the future teacher’s culture, such as: a plan
for the individual’s culture, a plan for the culture of activity, and a plan for the culture

of social interaction. In terms of personality, these are the directions: culture of attitude
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and culture of self-regulation; in terms of activity — the culture of intellectual activity
and the culture of subject activity; in terms of social interaction — the culture of
behavior and the culture of communication [6].

So, in this concept, the emphasis is placed on the fact that pedagogical culture is
not so much related to the subject content of educational disciplines, but to techniques
and methods of interaction positioning with trainees, interpersonal interaction in
communication and cooperation.

According to the domestic scientist I. Palshkova, the essence of pedagogical
culture begins to take shape and reveal itself in: a person trained and educated in
accordance with the various needs and interests of certain social groups, able to actively
participate in their life activities; traditions of family, religious, confessional, craft and
other education, which were formed within the boundaries of certain social groups and
revealed the peculiarities of their worldview, intellection, attitude to the environment
and the person himself/ herself; values that determined the expediency and
directionality of training and educating of a person in different social conditions;
certain rules of behavior between the teacher and students, the teacher and parents, the
teacher and the social group that involved him in pedagogical activities; special
language, terminology that encoded the content of pedagogical activity in the works of
folk pedagogy, scientific, religious, philosophical treatises and revealed a certain view
of the avocation of an educated and brought up person, the essence of pedagogical
activity and requirements for its organization.

In the pedagogical culture, the life experience of a person in certain social roles is
fixed, preserved and transmitted to other generations: child, woman, man, member of
the family, household, genus, church, local (rural) community, and others. Awareness
of the experience of life in society becomes the basis for determining the content of the
teacher’s activity and the value of its results [19].

But along with this, E. Bondarevska notes that a high pedagogical culture should
be considered as the main characteristic of teacher’s personality, activity and
pedagogical communication. It is implemented as a dynamic system of pedagogical
values, creative methods of pedagogical activity, teacher’s personal achievements in
creating examples of pedagogical practice and their value from the standpoint of a
person of culture [6]. The scientist emphasizes that a cultured teacher, from the point
of view of the teaching profession norms, is characterized by:

-respect for the dignity of another person, a learner who is studying, and
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preservation of one’s own dignity in various situations of social interaction (domestic,
professional, social), i.e. culture of personality, self-regulation;

- adequacy (appearance, manner of behavior, communication) in situations of
everyday, professional, social interaction, i.e. culture of everyday life, work, recreation,
healthy lifestyle, communication;

- abidance of ethno-sociocultural traditions, customs, norms, etiquette in mono-
and multicultural interaction, i.e. the culture of normative behavior, etiquette, attitude,
social interaction in a multicultural space;

- actual readiness to use the individual fund of knowledge (humanities, natural
sciences, economic, political, legal, etc.), formed by the content of professional training
in the process of solving the tasks of social interaction, that is, the culture of intellectual
and substantive pedagogical activity, the culture of the intellect;

- established need for satisfaction and continuation of personal socio-cultural
(ethical, intellectual, aesthetic, etc.) development and self-development, i.e. culture of
self-regulation, personal self-determination;

- orientation in the main valuable-meaning dominants of the modern world,
country, society; directions of history and preservation of the cultural life of the world,
country (painting, music, literature, architecture, etc.), i.e. general civilizational
culture;

- social responsibility for oneself, for the well-being of others, that is, the culture
of social being [6].

Therefore, in the context of the sequence of culture growth as a unique and
universal phenomenon, pedagogical culture, by its very nature, concretizes this path,

giving all its components a special pedagogical content and meaning.

7.3. Mathematical model of the future teachers’ professional development

Despite a sufficient number of scientific studies by N. Bordovska, N. Kuzmina,
A. Markova, L. Mitina, I. Zimnaya, etc., it was established that the concept «model» is
currently one of the most important general scientific categories. Thus, in the Ukrainian
dictionary «model» (from the Latin «modulus») is considered as an object,
phenomenon, system (description, diagram, graph, form), which under certain
conditions act as a substitute or representative of some other object, phenomenon or

system [27]. The generalization of scientific research by Z.Kurlyand [13],
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S. Omelchenko [18] allowed us to come to the conclusion that by model is understood
the following: a system of signs that reproduces certain essential properties of the
system-original, that is a schematic representation of some process or phenomenon,
which is used as a simplified replacement for it; a system that, reflecting or reproducing
the object of the research, is able to replace it, to provide an idea of significantly
important characteristics of a pedagogical phenomenon, system, situation. Examining
the content of the terms «model» and «modelingy, it was determined that they involve
the creation of training quality criteria that a specialist must possess, the establishment
of a correlation between them and the pedagogical conditions aimed at their formation
[5].

It should be emphasized that today’s realities make it possible to assert the rapid
development of psychological and pedagogical science, which contributes to the
accumulation of a large number of various psychodiagnostic methods by both domestic
and foreign scientists. However, firstly, there are no principles that combine various
tests into a certain system of adequate procedures for solving specific psychological
and pedagogical research tasks; secondly, not all psychological properties can be
investigated with the help of diagnostic apparatus both because of the complexity and
ambiguity of the research subject itself, and because of the lack of adequate diagnostic
tools. Therefore, the research uses well-known testing methods corresponding to the
subject of diagnosis, the requirements of reliability and validity.

Note that the specificity of the professional activity of educators, the requirements
for them, as well as the results of scientific studies of factors, having a significant
impact on the manifestation of professional development, allowed us to come to the
conclusion that in order to build a mathematical model, it is necessary to study the
internal component of the future teachers’ personality and its external manifestation
(see the first paragraph). The manual of methods included diagnostic tools
corresponding to the research in each of the specified directions. The general list of
methods, systematized by research directions, is presented in Table 2.

As we can see from Table 2, the diagnosis of pedagogical thinking was
determined using «Pedagogical Situations» method, which made it possible to judge
the level of the future teachers’ pedagogical thinking based on the way out of a number
of pedagogical situations described in it. The ability to correctly solve pedagogical
problems was determined by the sum of points scored by future teachers in all
pedagogical situations. If the future teachers received an average score above 4.5

points, their pedagogical thinking was considered highly developed. If the average

score was in the interval from 3.5 to 4.4 points, then pedagogical thinking was
considered moderately developed. Finally, if the average score was less than 3.4 points,
then the future teachers’ pedagogical thinking was considered underdeveloped.

In order to determine the levels of formation of the future teachers’
communicative skills, the diagnosis of the effectiveness of pedagogical
communications (modified version of O. Leontiev’s questionnaire) was used. The
purpose of the methodology for diagnosing the effectiveness of pedagogical
communications was to identify the «auditory atmosphere», activity, expression of
cognitive interest of the future physical education teachers, as well as some
manifestations of the pedagogical activity style. Respondents were asked to put the
appropriate points in the card of communicative activity of physical education teachers.
At the same time, the obtained points were distributed as follows: 7-19 points — low

level, 20-34 points — average level, 35-49 points — high level.
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When diagnosing the development of the Self-concept, the following methods
were chosen: «Motivation for success and fear of failure» (according to A. Rean). The
future teachers were asked to answer the questions quickly, without thinking for a long
time. If the number of scored points was from 1 to 7, motivation to fail (fear of failure)
was diagnosed. If the number of scored points was from 14 to 20, motivation for
success (hope for success) was diagnosed. If the number of scored points was from 8
to 13, then it should be assumed that the motivational pole was not clearly expressed.
At the same time, if the number of points was 8-9, there was a certain tendency of
motivation towards failure, and if the number of points was 12-13, there was a certain
tendency of motivation towards success. At the same time, motivation for success
refers to positive motivation. With such motivation, a person, starting an affair, has in
mind the achievement of something constructive, positive. At the heart of human
activity is the hope for success and the need to achieve success. Such people are usually
self-confident, responsible, initiative and active. They are distinguished by
perseverance in achieving the goal and purposefulness.

The indicator «formation of reflective skillsy, during the diagnosis of the
development of the future teachers’ Self-concept, was assessed using the diagnostic
questionnaire of self-assessment of the level of ontogenetic reflection. Applicants of
higher education were considered to have a high level of reflection if they scored 150-
113 points. Sufficient level of reflection was inherent in higher education students who
were diagnosed within the range of 112-75 points. If higher education students scored
74-37 points, then they had an average level of reflection. 36-0 points characterized
higher education applicants with a low level of reflection.

The last indicator of the future teachers’ Self-concept development, the ability for
self-assessment, was evaluated using the methodology proposed by V. Ternopilska.
Those with a score of 0 to 25 were classified as having a high level of self-esteem. The
sum of points from 26 to 45 testified to a sufficient level of the learners’ self-esteem.
The sum of points from 46 to 65 indicated an average level of self-esteem among them.
The sum of points from 66 to 128 indicated a low level of self-esteem among applicants
of higher education [26].

The diagnosis of professional and pedagogical value orientations was determined
using the methodology of N. Maksymchuk. This technique was aimed at diagnosing
such groups of values as: professional; status; personal; universal; material; self-
improving; altruistic.

D. Lusin’s methodology was used during the diagnosis of emotional intelligence.
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The questionnaire was based on the interpretation of emotional intelligence as the
ability to understand one’s own and other people’s emotions and manage them. The
ability to understand emotions means that a person: can recognize emotion, that is,
establish the very fact of the presence of an emotional experience in oneself or in
another person; can identify an emotion, i.e. establish which emotion he/she or
another person feels, and find a verbal expression for it; understands the reasons that
caused this emotion and the consequences to which it will lead. The ability to manage
emotions means that a person: can control the intensity of emotions, primarily suppress
excessively strong emotions; can control the external expression of emotions; can, if
necessary, arbitrarily evoke one or another emotion. Both the ability to understand and
the ability to manage emotions can be directed both at one’s own emotions and at the
emotions of other people.

Determination of the future teachers’s moral and volitional qualities was carried
out according to the methodology of A. Vostrikov. The purpose of this technique is to
identify the presence of students’ strong-willed qualities, such as:
determination — indecision; courage — fearfulness; initiative —lack of initiative;
restraint — impertinence; self-control — lack of self-control; persistence —
non-persistence; tenacity — lack of tenacity; independence — non-independence.

The diagnosis of the ability to overcome barriers in professional and pedagogical
activity was carried out using interview and questionnaire methods, based on the
research of I. Dychkivska [10].

It should be emphasized on the difficulty of using these methods, which consisted
in the fact that most of these qualities or states (for example, flexibility of thinking,
self-esteem, activity, cognitive interest, etc.) are hidden both for future teachers and
observers.

The next stage of developing a mathematical model of the future teachers’
professional development was the selection of a representative sample, which had to
meet such requirements as: respondents should be representatives of the pedagogical
profession; it is necessary to take into account the multifaceted requirements for both
the process and the result of the professional activity of a modern teacher, since the
availability of research on the features of the above-mentioned process can be judged
only by the results, the respondents should study in the system of higher educational
institutions.

Therefore, the general totality, as a set of all objects included in the study, were
chosen out of the third- and fourth-year higher education applicants of the Institute of
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Physical Culture, Sports and Rehabilitation of the State Institution «South Ukrainian
National Pedagogical University named after K. D. Ushinsky»  (specialty
014 «Secondary education (Physical culture)»; specialty 017 «Secondary education
(Physical culture and sports)»; 56 people of the above mentioned specialties took part
in the study.

Diagnosing respondents according to the specified methods and analyzing its
results made it possible to obtain empirical data for constructing a mathematical model
of the future teachers’ professional development according to such stages as:
standardization of the measurement apparatus; determination of the quantitative limits
of the zones of manifestation of professional development according to each method:
active, potential, passive; calculation of empirical values of the future teachers’
professional development; building the level of multiple linear regression as a
mathematical model of the future teachers’ professional development; calculation of
theoretical values of professional development and evaluation of the obtained level of
linear regression; evaluation of the parameters of the mathematical model of
professional development; identification of the quantitative limits of the zones of
manifestation of the future teachers’ professional development; ranking of factor
characteristics and qualitative analysis of the model of the future teachers’ professional
development.

At the first stage, quantitative and qualitative analysis of the researched
phenomenon was implemented — the professional development of the future teachers
of physical culture due to the satisfaction of certain requirements, one of which is the
standardization of the measurement tool. The basis of this requirement is the concept
of the norm, since an individual assessment of the manifestation of professional
development can be obtained only by correlation with the results of other respondents.
Due to the standardization of the methods, it was possible to compare the results
obtained from respondents using different methods and to express real test evaluations
in relative indicators.

It should be emphasized that two forms of standardization are distinguished in
psychological diagnostics, such as: processing and regulation of the procedure,
unification of instructions and examination forms, methods of recording results,
conditions of examination, characteristics of the contingent being under research;
transformation of the normal rating scale into a new scale based not on the quantitative
empirical values of the studied indicators, but on their relative place in the distributing

the results of the respondents sample [7].
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Based on the subject of the research, both forms of standardization were used, as
a result of which their weighted average values were calculated for each respondent by
all methods, which made it possible to reduce all test results to a single measurement
system.

The next stage was the identification of passive, potential and active areas of
manifestation of the future physical education teachers’ professional development. To
solve this problem, the method of determining root mean square deviations was used.
At the same time, the results obtained by each of the methods were considered as values
of discrete random variables X;, X»,... Xo. For each of these values, the mathematical
expectation of their rates, as well as their mean square deviation, were calculated using

the following formulas:

where M is mathematical expectation; ¢ — mean square deviation; x; — value of the
observed characteristic; n — the number of observations [24].

Therefore, the passive zone of the manifestation of professional development
(according to each method separately) includes the results of the examination of those
respondents, whose weighted average values exceeded the value of mathematical
expectation (M) by less than 0,5c; in potential — weighted average values ranged
fromM — 0,56 to M + 0,5c. The results of the research on the professional
development of the future physical education teachers, the weighted average values of
which exceeded M + 0,50, formed an active zone. Note that, taking into account these
values, for each of the 9 methods used, the number of respondents (in %), that were
conventionally divided into passive, potential and active zones of manifestation of the
future physical education teachers’ professional development, was calculated. Those
results are summarized in Table 3.

As we can see from Table 3, 18% of the total number of respondents fell into the
active zone of pedagogical thinking, 32% into the potential zone, and 50% into the
passive zone. According to the results of the diagnosis of the level of communicative
skills and abilities, it was established that almost the same percentage of respondents
was found in the passive (43%) and potential (45%) zones, and only 12% of
respondents from the total number were in the active zone. After diagnosing the
development of the future teachers’ Self-concept, it was established that 58% of the

total number of respondents showed motivation for success and fear of failure in the

active zone, 33% in the potential zone, and 9% in the passive zone; self-assessment of
the level of ontogenetic reflection in the active zone was determined in 26%, in the
potential zone — 34%, in the passive zone — 40% of the total number of respondents;
the level of self-esteem revealed 40% in the active zone, 50% in the potential zone, and
10% in the passive zone (of the total number of respondents). According to the results
of the diagnosing the value groups, it was established that 30% were found in the active
zone, 42% in the potential zone, and 28% in the passive zone (of the total number of
respondents). Determining the level of emotional intelligence made it possible to
diagnose only 3% of respondents in the active zone, 62% of respondents in the potential
zone, and 35% of the total number of respondents in the passive zone. Determination
of moral and volitional qualities made it possible to diagnose 38% of respondents in
the active zone, 47% of respondents in the potential zone, and 15% of the total number
of respondents in the passive zone. The generalized results obtained by using interview
and questionnaire methods show that the ability to overcome barriers in professional
and pedagogical activity was diagnosed in the active zone by 14% of respondents, in

the potential zone by 56% of respondents, and in the passive zone by 30% of the total
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number of respondents.
Therefore, the distribution of weighted average values according to the active,
potential and passive zones of the manifestation of the future physical education

teachers’ professional development revealed quantitative limits for the results of testing

according to the above-mentioned methods, which is presented in Table 4.

According to the results of the regression analysis, the following regression
equation was obtained: Y = 0,07 - X; + 0,145-X,+ 0,077 - X5+ 0,17 - X, + 0,144 -
Xs+ 0,137 - Xg+ 0,092 - X5+ 0,055 - Xg+0,11 - Xy, where the dependent variable Y is
an effective sign of professional development of the future physical education teachers,
that depends on many variables — factor characteristics X;, Xa,... Xo, and influenced
the use of multiple linear regression in the study. In the constructed model, the
statistical reliability of the results is provided, since the condition is fulfilled: n >
3(m + 1), where n — the number of observations (56), m — the number of factorial
features (9). In our case — 56 >30. According to this, we have a standard error of S=0,

which indicates the accuracy of the valuations.
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The general quality of the linear regression equation is revealed by the value of
the coefficient of determination, which determines the destination of the general
dispersion of the resulting characteristic Y according to the regression equation —

0 < R? < 1.Thatis, the closer R? is to 1, the better the linear regression equation
explains the behavior of the outcome characteristic Y. Considering Y as a linear
function in regard to the variables X,, its smallest and largest value in the interval [0;
1] was found, namely: Y nin=0,07 T2 Y max=1.

The next stage made it possible to take into account the intervals of change of
each of the arguments according to the active, potential and passive zones of the
manifestation of the future physical education teachers’ professional development.
Substitution of the limit values of the change intervals of each argument for the
corresponding detection zone in the linear regression equation and the determination
of the smallest and largest values among them made it possible to obtain the following:
in the active zone Ynin=0,6644; Y max=1; in potential: Y,in=0,5007 and Y ax=0,6644;
in the passive zone: Ymin=0,2150 ta Y .x=0,5007. So, the active zone of professional
development manifestation falls on the interval from 0.6644 to 1, which is 19.64% of
the total number of respondents. The values of Y, ranging from 0.5007 to 0.6644
indicate a potential zone of manifestation of professional development and indicate an
insufficient level of formed qualities, motivation, thinking and skills inherent in
pedagogical activity. Such respondents were found to be 52.79% of the total number.
The values of Y in the range from 0.2150 to 0.5007 indicate the absence of the above-
mentioned qualities and conditions that provide the future teachers’ professional
development, or their non-actualization. The results made it possible to state that
27.57% of the total number of respondents entered the passive zone of manifestation
of professional development.

It should be emphasized that in order for the values of Y to fall into the interval
from 0.6644 to 1, during the diagnosis of a certain respondent’s professional
development, it is not necessary that the corresponding values of all the factor
characteristics X, X»,... Xo fall into the active zone. This is explained by the fact that
low values of some characteristics can be compensated by higher values of others,
which in total provides the necessary value of the resulting characteristic Y in the range
from 0.6644 to 1 and indicates the future physical education teachers’ professional
development.

So, the mathematical model of professional development makes it possible to

further rank factor characteristics according to the levels of professional development
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of the future physical education teachers and predict their degree of manifestation
during professional training based on the values of the module parameters B, B2, ... Po.
However, the analysis of the mathematical model of professional development makes
it possible to assert that this process is a special state of the future teacher personality,
which is based on its natural properties and represents consistent by time, methods and
results of actions in pedagogical activity. On the other hand, this model provides an
opportunity to determine the criteria and indicators that affect the manifestation of the
future physical education teachers’ professional development, based on the analysis of
external and internal factors.

Summarizing, we come to the conclusion that such results testify to the need and
expediency of carrying out appropriate work on further purposeful development and
personality formation of the future physical education teacher during professional

development, based on the achievements of modern pedagogical science.

Conclusions

The conducted theoretical work made it possible to determine that professional
development is characterized by content, activity and procedural directions of
self-realization, which contributes to the development of motivation for learning, future
teacher’s internal and external self-organization, the ability to build a trajectory of
self-learning, thanks to which he / she becomes the subject and product of constructing
his / her own future activity.

Summarizing the results of the scientific fund analysis, it was established that the
present time encourages teachers to constantly improve themselves, to realize the
prospects of their own professional development, to make the most of personal
intellectual abilities, to evaluate their own professional activity and its effectiveness,
which, in turn, is closely related to their professional worldview, the level of formation
of which has an external manifestation in motivation, communication, activity,
behavior and emotions.

Theoretical analysis of psychological and pedagogical literature made it possible
to establish that the result of the future teachers’ professional development can be
pedagogical culture, which acts as a sense-forming factor and is divided into such types
as elite and mass, spiritual and material, national and personal, linguistic and thinking,

informational, behavioral and communicative, reading, emotional and intellectual,
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physical, etc. Considering the essence of the mentioned phenomenon, the functions of
culture and the forms of its manifestation were analyzed. During the systematization
of the scientific search according to the research subject, the essence and content of the
concepts «model» and «modeling» were analyzed.

After analyzing the scientific sources from various fields of science, it was
established: firstly, there are no principles that combine various tests into a certain
system of adequate procedures for solving specific psychological and pedagogical
research tasks; secondly, not all psychological properties can be investigated with the
help of diagnostic apparatus both because of the complexity and ambiguity of the
research subject itself, and because of the lack of adequate diagnostic tools.

The mathematical model of professional development contributed to the
investigation of the internal component of the future teachers’ personality and its
external manifestation. Diagnosing the respondents according to the specified methods
and analyzing its results made it possible to obtain empirical data for building a
mathematical model of the future teachers’ professional development according to such
stages as: standardization of the measurement apparatus; determination of the
quantitative limits of the zones of manifestation of professional development according
to each method: active, potential, passive; calculation of empirical values of the future
teachers’ professional development; building the level of multiple linear regression as
a mathematical model of the future teachers’ professional development; calculation of
theoretical values of professional development and assessment of the obtained level of
linear regression; assessment of the parameters of the mathematical model of
professional development; identification of the quantitative limits of the zones of
manifestation of the future teachers’ professional development; ranking of the factor
characteristics and qualitative analysis of the model of the future teachers’ professional
development.

The perspective directions of scientific research require the development of
educational and methodological recommendations and technologies for the formation
of the internal component of the future teachers’ professional development in the

conditions of university education.

Inhdrenten in
der heutigen Welt und einem erheblichen Mal3 an Integration und Internationalisierung.
Volkswirtschaften werden nach und nach starker integrierten.

Fand eine Art «Komprimierung» Weltenraum, das erfordert neue Formen der
Beziehung [10:27]. Das Problem ist nicht im Phianomen der Globalisierung, sondern
in der Fahigkeit der Regierungen in vielen Ldndern anzupassen, Thre Politik an die sich
dndernden Bedingungen. Dass gleiche gilt fiir die Fragen der Landwirtschaft
(wirtschaftlichen, sozial-6konomische Sphére), dann werden diese Lander nehmen alle
grundlegenden Regeln des Spiels inhdrenten modernen globalen Marktwirtschaft. Als
gleichzeitig unverwechselbaren, einzigartigen Staaten, bewirten, ausgehend von den
Prinzipien, Traditionen, Bediirfnisse, Eigenschaften Sie alle, ob wir wollen oder nicht,
unterliegen bestimmten einheitlichen wirtschaftlichen und politischen Grundsétzen der
so genannten Globalisierung [5:73], dariiber hinaus die Integration, die explizit oder
oft implizit ausgedriickt.

Zweck des Artikels (The purpose of article)

Beim derzeitigen Stand der Entwicklung, im Prozess der postsowjetischen
Transformation der Gesellschaft und der Welt.  regionalen Integrationsprozesse,
Ubergangslindern postUdSSR (Die ehemalige Sowjetunion), einschlieBlich der
Ukraine und Russland, erwarb eine neue Staatsangehorigkeit, sozio-okonomischen und

Erhebliche
Verdnderungen stattgefunden haben in allen Bereichen des Lebens gemacht. Aber
viele Vertreter aus dem Bereich der leitenden Angestellten der 6ffentlichen Verwaltung
in diesen Lindern zu vergessen, dass alle diese Anderungen riickgingig gemacht
werden kann, wenn Sie nicht zahlen Aufmerksamkeit auf die Fragen der nationalen
Sicherheit im Zusammenhang mit aktuellen Fragen der Sozial- und Wirtschaftspolitik
und Anlagenmodernisierung in Bedingungen transitive (Ubergang) Entwicklungszeit
im Hinblick auf die Integration und die Welt Globalisierungsprozesse. Was machen
wir in diesem Plan sehen?

Grundlagenforschung/Analyseergebnisse (basic research/analysis findings)

Einerseits, zum Beispiel, Ukraine konzentriert sich auf die Integration mit der
europdischen Union, jedoch noch nicht eindeutig definiert, wie strategische und
taktische Vorteile und Nachteile dieser Vektor der Entwicklung, andererseits gibt es
bereits, bestétigt die Erfahrungen in der Zusammenarbeit im Rahmen der UdSSR und
der post-sowjetischen Geschichte, komplexe und die Risiken und Vorteile — vor allem
in den Beziehungen mit Russland.

Als Folge der Erweiterung der Europdischen Union, als er in seine ost- und
mitteleuropdischen Staaten, in vielen postsowjetischen Léndern, einschlieBlich der
Ukraine haben sich direkt an die EU angrenzen, die eine grundlegend neue
geopolitische Situation schafft. In diesem Zusammenhang, eine klare und umfassende
Definition der AuBBenpolitik und der Aussenwirtschaftsstrategie der Integration in die
politischen, wirtschaftlichen und rechtlichen Raum der regionaler und globaler Ebene.
Unter anderem die aktuelle nationale Strategie sieht die Integration in die EU im
Kontext der gesamteuropdischen Sicherheit. Beachten Sie jedoch, dass die Sicherheit
der Ukraine in diesem Zusammenhang ist die Tatsache, dass nicht nur die Entwicklung
und Stérkung der EU stiitzen und Ausbau der Zusammenarbeit mit der NATO — die
Grundstruktur der Verteidigung und Sicherheit der EU — ist einer der Hauptfaktoren,
der Integration, die die européische Sicherheit zu vertiefen in all seinen Dimensionen.
Der Grundsatz der Unteilbarkeit der Sicherheit in Europa ist fiir die Ukraine und
Russland und der EU gleichermalBlen wichtig. Genossenschaft Sicherheit

Suche nach Ansitzen, die, zusammen mit anderen europdischen, eurasische und
transatlantischen Strukturen fiir die Ukraine sein sollte, seine eigene Sicherheit zu
garantieren. Weiterentwicklung der EU hat sich wegen der auBergewdhnlichen
Verfahren, die seit 1989 stattgefunden haben, in Osteuropa und spater in die

Sowjetunion gebracht problematisch. «Europa» hatte zuvor klare Grenzen, und es
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wird als eine Reihe von liberalen Demokratien Westeuropas von den kommunistischen
Staaten des Ostens getrennt angesehen.

Der Zusammenbruch der Sowjetunion é&nderte sich die Situation. Im
Zusammenhang mit dieser schwierigen Situation sind viele Teile der ukrainischen
Bevolkerung ihre Aufmerksamkeit auf den nordlichen Nachbarn - die Russische
Foderation.  Fiihlen bestimmte moralische und psychologische Einheit mit den
Menschen in der Russischen Foderation unter den Biirgern der Ukraine ist nicht nur
die historischen Wurzeln und der postsowjetischen ideologische Basis, aber in der
Praxis das harte Leben in schwierigen wirtschaftlichen Rahmenbedingungen,
Vorurteile und Misstrauen auf Seiten der Neigung entwickelt Europas zu «Briidern im
Ungliick», wird stérker.

Das Volumen, Qualitit und Vollstindigkeit der sozialen und wirtschaftlichen
Verdnderungen, die sich in unseren Lindern, ist es schwierig, zu jeder anderen Periode
in der Geschichte des Landes zu vergleichen, denn im Laufe der Jahre der
Unabhingigkeit, dramatische Verdnderungen in der Struktur der sozialen, politischen
und wirtschaftlichen Beziehungen: In den neuen Untertanen des Eigentums und der
politischen Bildung Aktivititen transformiert die grundlegenden Werte des Lebens und
die Motivation fiir das Verhalten zu dandern die Art und Weise des Lebens und Denkens,
zusammen mit den Traditionen. Ist es notwendig, einen besonderen Schwerpunkt auf
die sozialen und psychologischen Aspekte der nationalen Sicherheit im Kontext der
politischen Aspekte der Beziehungen zwischen der Ukraine und der EU und der
Russischen Foderation zu machen.

Mit der Tatsache, dass die Integration grundlegend von unserer Lebensweise des
Landes nicht moglich ist, ohne das Bewusstsein eines jeden Biirgers der Ukraine zu
dndern, ist es schwer zu widersprechen.

Es ist schwer, nicht mit der Tatsache, dass das Paradigma der Entwicklung der
russischen Staatlichkeit ist bedingungslos Erbe der alten etatistischen und imperiale
Ideologie, Prinzipien und Stil, Dinge zu tun, da seine geopolitische Rolle zustimmen.
Die Frage der Uberdenken der kaiserlichen Erbe, historische Verantwortung, die
Notwendigkeit, die Beziehungen zu seinen nichsten Nachbarn in Moskau hdchsten
staatlichen Ebene zu aktualisieren ernsthaft gar nicht entstehen.

Die russischen geopolitischen Denkens gibt es keine gesellschaftlich akzeptierten
Konzepten betreffend die Definition der eigenen natiirlichen Grenzen, seine eigene
Skala, wird es durch Kategorien wie «Sphdre der ausschliefflichen Interessey,

«Einflusszoney, «Siedlungsgebiet der russischsprachigen Bevolkerung» usw.
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dominiert Das Ergebnis war die Bildung einer neuen russischen Nation und einer
bestimmten Haltung zur nationalen Frage, die als solche das Fehlen einer klaren Grenz
Anwendung der Innen- und AuBenpolitik, und die Existenz der Probleme in ihren
Beziehungen zu jedem Nachbarland, wenn es nicht auf die Rolle des Satelliten
einverstanden. Klar ist, dass diese Ansichten erweitert, um der Ukraine. Praktisch alle
Ideologen des russischen Staatlichkeit verbindet die Anforderungen der internationalen
Anerkennung von Exklusivitit, Prioritdt Moskaus Interessen in der Ukraine.

Jetzt gibt es eine Realitét, dass Russland nicht bereit ist, den Algorithmus in seinen
Beziehungen zu seinen Nachbarn zu édndern, auf die reale Paritit und
gleichberechtigten Partnerschaft, die sich auf die verschiedenen Arten von
Expansionsschemata in der Geopolitik des postsowjetischen Raum. Offenbar ist es
nicht notwendig zu erkldren, dass, zum Beispiel, ist Belarus nun tatsdchlich in vielen
Aspekten ihrer Innen- und AuBenpolitik ist ein Satelliten-Staat, zu einem gewissen
Grad das «Anhidngsel» der russischen Union. Aber die russischen Interessen zielen,
natiirlich, nicht nur in Belarus, sondern auch in der Ukraine, sondern die ganze
postUdSSR als Ganzes (die iibrigens in bestimmten Schemata nicht die Moglichkeit
der Durchfiihrung der Strategie «Satelliten» und in Bezug auf den ehemaligen Lindern
des RGW (Rat gegenseitige Wirtschaftshilfe) und der Warschauer Pakt.

Leider miissen wir die Tatsache, dass es flir duBerst vorsichtig iiber alle Formen
der Zusammenarbeit und Integration mit der Russischen Foderation und der EU fordert
in erster Linie Persistenz vorsichtige Distanzierung von Russland als die
wohldefinierte hegemoniale Expansion in postUdSSR ruft beachten. So geschah es,
dass Russland wirtschaftlichen (vor allem Ol und Gas) Druckmittel gegeniiber der
Ukraine. Darliber hinaus gibt es jetzt die Dominanz der russischen Massenkultur im
Gebiet und im 6ffentlichen Bewusstsein (und unbewusste in der Masse) in der Ukraine.
Aber es ist nicht so bedngstigend. Wenn wir uns nun vorstellen, dass Russland
beschlieit, Elektrowerkzeuge verwenden, um der Ukraine wieder in den Schof3 des
Imperiums schubsen, ist nun wirklich nichts, was wir nicht widerstehen konnen, weil
die Ukraine praktisch wehrlos - in allen Aspekten des nationalen Sicherheitssystems
(genauer gesagt, sollte es seine systemischen Mangel an festgestellt werden). Der Satz
von Faktoren wie der Mangel an Energieautarkie, geistigen und regionalen nationalen
Einheit und der nationalen Integritit, Kernwaffen und der miserable Zustand der
Armee Eindruck volliger Hilflosigkeit und Unfdhigkeit, alle Malnahmen der
Qualititssicherung.

Fiir den Biirger der meisten postsowjetischen Lindern nicht das Gefiihl, dass die
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notwendige Beteiligung der Gruppe in der sozialen, wirtschaftlichen und politischen
Leben ihres Landes. Das hohe Niveau der Korruption, nicht ausgebauten Stagnation
der ukrainischen Wirtschaft, ein maBgeblicher Einfluss der Oligarchie in den
politischen und wirtschaftlichen Bereichen des staatlichen Handelns fiihrt zu einem
niedrigen Niveau der staatsbiirgerlichen Bewusstseins. In Ermangelung einer
historischen Erfahrung bei der Integration der neuesten und Weiterbildung wie der EU,
der offentlichen Meinung der gewoOhnlichen Ukrainer und Russen solche
Anforderungen nicht wahrnehmen in diesem Stadium. Fiir signifikante Verdnderung
des Bewusstseins, die Bildung der Biirger der Ukraine und Russland, das in der Lage,
leben und arbeiten in der EU wiirde erfordert Veranderungen in der wirtschaftlichen
und politischen Spektrums. So wird in den sozialen Aspekten der Entwicklung und
wirtschaftlichen Integrationsprozesse im postsowjetischen Raum, sind wir mit einem
komplexen Problem, das komplex und die Systemlosungen und entschlossenes
Handeln erfordern konfrontiert.

Die Praxis zeigt, dass die Umsetzung der Sozialpolitik in der Ukraine ist nicht die
eine Gelegenheit bieten Verpflichtungen des Staates zu erfiillen. Natiirlich, sofern das
System die Wirtschaftskrise der Sozialpolitik kann nicht vollstindig sein, denn fiir die
Realisierung der sozialen Programme erfordern erhebliche Ressourcen. Wihrend
dieser Zeit werden die Funktionen des Staates reduziert werden, um soziale
Mindestschutz fiir die am meisten Bediirftigen zu gewihrleisten. Doch in der Ukraine
die sozialen Kosten der Reformen war die liberméfige und ineffiziente System der
sozialen Sicherung. Unter solchen Bedingungen ist von entscheidender Bedeutung fiir
die Erreichung der nationalen Konsens iiber die Anderungen ist eine solche politische
Okonomie des Ubergangsprozesses, der darauf abzielt, und ist in der Lage, um die
Wiederherstellung der industriellen Potenzials, nichtinflationdres Wachstum zu
gewihrleisten, Sperrung der Arbeitslosigkeit und der Strategie der gerechten
Verteilung der sowohl den Lasten und Nutzen der Systemédnderungen . Diese Fragen
beziehen sich auf die Wirtschaft, aber wichtig fiir die meisten postsowjetischen
Léandern, Entwicklungs- und transitive Lindern und die Entwicklung eines Arbeits
demokratischen Gesellschaft. In Jahren, in denen die Kommunistische Souverinitit
gestiirzt wurde, gingen alle Ubergangslindern durch systemische und strukturelle
wirtschaftliche und soziale, politische und verwaltungstechnische Revolution. Danach
gab es mehr oder weniger erfolgreich in Bezug auf die Grundsdtze der Demokratie,
Verdnderungen als Folge von denen in der Regel, dnderte sich die Strategie der

Entwicklung in Bezug auf die soziale und nationale Sicherheit in eine qualitativ
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bessere. Deshalb ist es notwendig zu erkennen, dass, ohne Zweifel, die Demokratie
in den Transformationsldindern erwies sich ihre effektive Priasenz und
Leistungsentfaltung.

Ein weiteres grofles Problem — die Korruption. Das «Krebs-Gesellschaft» kann
verschiedene Formen annehmen — von der Unterstiitzung der alten Bindungen und
kleine Tricks kleinen Biirokraten und bis zu einer geraden harten Kriminalitét
staatlichen Spitzen. Nicht zu unterschdtzen Mafistab Korruption, obwohl dieser
Malstab variiert in den verschiedenen Lindern postUdSSR anders. Korruption, die an
einem bestimmten Punkt zu verbreiten und wurde gewoOhnlich und allgemein
akzeptiert, dann ist es schwer zu beseitigen. Es wére zu einfach sein, dass die
Korruption wird mit der Beseitigung von Marktverzerrungen verschwinden nehmen.
Es ist klar, nach den Lehrbiichern, gibt die Marktwirtschaft weniger Moglichkeiten fiir
Korruption und illegale Durchsuchungen von Einnahmequellen. Aber das Risiko ist,
dass in der Ubergangszeit kann die Korruption zu verwalten, umfassend zu sein, und
das wird nicht zu einer sozialen Marktwirtschaft zu fiihren und den wilden und
rduberischen oligarchischen Markt [12:80]. Die postsowjetischen Anstieg der
Kriminalitidt und der Korruption ist teilweise auf den Verlust der moralischen und
rechtlichen Richtlinien.

Doch die Demokratie — ist mehr als die Gestaltung der 6ffentlichen Verwaltung
und Wahlen. Demokratie, als Bedingung fiir die Sozialstaatssicherheit sollten von der
Gesellschaft, die existiert und gedeiht nicht nur eine groe Anzahl von Nicht-
Regierungsorganisationen (wir sprechen iiber die Organe der Selbstorganisation und
Selbstverwaltung der Bevolkerung, Kirchen und anderen Religionsgemeinschaften,
Gewerkschaften, Wirtschaft, Unternehmen, Wohltdtigkeitsorganisationen, politischen
Parteien Gesprache unterstiitzt werden, Kreativen, Verlage, Bildungsvereine, etc.),
aber auch ihr Einfluss auf die Regierung. Die Zivilgesellschaft in der Lage war, die
Grundlagen der Demokratie zu schaffen, muss die Kultur des Kompromisses, die
Achtung von Minderheiten und der Sozialethik und personliche Integritit und
Selbstverantwortung [16:420] zu beherrschen.

Die Realisierung dieses Ziels sollte unser Staat seine Aktivititen auf die
Entwicklung der konstruktiven Zusammenarbeit zu konzentrieren, nicht nur in Europa
Sicherheitsstrukturen bestehenden, sondern auch in den postsowjetischen
zwischenstaatlich, Integration und Verteidigungsstrukturen — in der Tat, hat die
Erfahrung gezeigt, wie alte, neue und jiingere Geschichte, fiir sie zu dominant werden

das Prinzip der multilateralen Zusammenarbeit  mit unterschiedlichem Grad an
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Integritit und Loslosung, ausschlieBlich basierend  eigene  kurz-, mittel- und
langfristigen Interessen.

Die zunehmende Verflechtung der Volkswirtschaften, die Internationalisierung
der Finanzmarkte und der aktuelle Stand der Entwicklung dazu beitragen, den Prozess
der globalen und insbesondere der wirtschaftlichen Globalisierung. Nach der Analyse
der I.Wallerstein, auf der Grundlage der supranationalen, der globalen Arbeitsteilung
in den wirtschaftlichen Zentren allméhlich entwickelten sich die nationalen Industrie-
Systeme, in denen es besteht ein enger Zusammenhang zwischen der Wirtschaft und
der Politik. Trotz der vielen Diskussionen iiber die «neuen» globalen Wirtschaft, in der
die aktuelle wirtschaftliche Globalisierung ist nicht beispiellos.

Denn auch in den 50 Jahren vor dem Ersten Weltkrieg waren riesig
zwischenstaatlichen Handel von Waren und Kapital, die Migration von Menschen.
Jetzt gibt es eine so genannte sequentielle Form der Globalisierung, die
Wachstumsbedingungen in einem marktorientierten Weltwirtschaft. Dies ist ein
objektiver Prozess, die ein wichtiges Merkmal der postindustriellen Zivilisation.

Die Menschheit hat bestanden Inlands/Micro-Ebene (innerhalb des Reiches),
Interstate/Meso-Ebene  (Kolonie-Grof3stadt) und kam zu dem  nahe
interregionaler/Makro-Ebene (die Industriestaaten der Region vergrofert Integration
und integrative Verbinde), aber es gibt immer noch die hochste, so genannte «Makro
aus dem Makro» — Mega-Ebene. Aber es ist ein weiterer Ansatz, bei dem die
Entstehung der Globalisierung mit dem letzten Quartal des XX Jahrhunderts assoziiert,
als die am intensivsten entwickelt Integrationsprozesse, Spezialisierung, Kooperation.
in die Arena allgemeine Planeten (global) Probleme, neue Technologien, den Ausbau
des globalen Finanzplatz, und so weiter [7: 25]. Die wichtigsten Parameter der
modernen Globalisierung sind bestimmt durch: wirtschaftliche Interdependenz — mehr
Offenheit der nationalen Mérkte, die Vertiefung der internationalen Arbeitsteilung und
Zusammenarbeit; Informationen Globalisierung, gegenseitige Abhédngigkeit, die mit
den Problemen der planetaren Sicherheit verbunden ist — die Umwelt, Kernenergie,
Kernwaffen usw. Aber interessant nicht nur eine Erklarung fiir diese Tatsache in der
Geschichte der Zivilisation und der Aufkldrung von seinem Wesen, die Bedingungen
des Auftretens, Formen und Mechanismen der Funktion, Rolle und den Einfluss der
modernen Welt um [2:4].

Die Idee hat eine moderne Form der Globalisierung — durch den Grad der
Ausloschung  wirtschaftlichen Grenzen zwischen den Léandern, in denen die

Weltwirtschaft ist endlich die Wirtschaft wie ein einziger Staat sein — entstand vor drei
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letzten Jahrzehnts. Seit Jahrzehnten ist der weltwirtschaftlichen Rahmenbedingungen
waren signifikante Verdnderungen.

In den 1950er Jahren haben Industrieunternehmen beschéftigt Neuerstellung des
Problems der Binnenmairkte. In den 1960er Jahren begann das Unternehmen in der
Produktion und Handel beteiligt sind, unter dem Einfluss eines schnell wachsenden
internationalen Handel und ausldndische Mirkte zu expandieren. Das britische
Magazin «The Economist» durch das Schwert, in den sechziger Jahren des zwanzigsten
Jahrhunderts. alle groBen amerikanischen Firma sagte, dass es «multinationaleny [1].

Im Jahr 1970 die Unternehmen der verschiedenen Formen der
Unternehmensorganisation haben sich multinationale Unternehmen die Investition in
Produktionskapazititen und stehen im internationalen Raum an Distributionszentren.
Multinationale Unternehmen oder multinationaler Struktur und kapital- das
Unternehmen in eine neue t u supranationalen oder transnationalen Akteure. Das
schnelle Wachstum des Welthandels und der internationalen Kapitalstrome seit den
1980er Jahren hat sich auf die Tatsache, dass viele groBe Finanzinstitute sowie
Unternehmen in der Herstellung und dem Handel fiihrte, wurde mit den Aussichten
ihrer Entwicklung, Erweiterung auf globaler Ebene verbunden. Laut der Zeitschrift
«Der Economist» «... In den achtziger Jahren «Globalisierung» ist ein allgemeiner
Ausdruck Forschung zu werden, auf der Grundlage, dass Tausende von verschiedenen
Strategien» [1].

«Global Strategy for profity — das war eine typische Motto der damaligen Zeit.
Im Herzen der Globalisierung der Wirtschaft und Finanzen war — das Erreichen des
technischen Fortschritts, der Riickgang der staatlichen Eingriffe in die Wirtschaft und
Finanzen in den Industrieldndern; das Wachstum der internationalen Kapitalstrome.

Wie bei jeder neuen Phinomen Globalisierung hat sowohl seine Unterstiitzer, die
es zu sehen als einen Vorteil, da sie in der Lage ist, ihrer Meinung nach, die
Produktivitit und den Lebensstandard in der ganzen Welt stark zu erhdhen, ist es
vielleicht, weil der globalen Integration der Wirtschaft kann auf eine bessere
Arbeitsteilung fiihren, so dass Léander mit niedrigen Lohnen, in arbeitsintensiven
Operationen spezialisiert, und Landern mit hohen Lohnen — Arbeiter produktiver
Einsatz (dies ermoglicht es Firmen, grofere Skaleneffekte zu erzielen).

Die Globalisierung ermoglicht es Thnen, das Kapital in ein Land, die giinstigere
Bedingungen fiir Investitionen bietet, und nicht in die Falle der geringen Rentabilitét
der lokalen Finanz Projekte fallen zu bewegen; und seine Kritiker, die eine

pessimistische Sicht haben. Sie (die Kritiker), sagte, dass die wachsende Konkurrenz
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aus den Schwellenldindern mit niedrigen Lohnen Verringerung der Zahl der
Arbeitsplidtze und Lohne in den reichen Liandern zu reduzieren, und wird vor dem
sogenannten gesehen «Wettlauf nach unten», wie Lindern zu verringern Ldhne,
Steuern, Leistungen der sozialen Sicherheit und schwéchen die Kontrolle der Umwelt,
die «wettbewerbsfahige» ware [9]. Wettbewerbsdruck die Fahigkeit der Staaten, ihre
eigene Wirtschaftspolitik zu fiihren untergraben. Die Struktur der Praxis und die Logik
der Weltwirtschaft, die auf  den neuesten Informations- und
Telekommunikationstechnologien hat zu einer neuen internationalen Arbeitsteilung,
die nicht nur einen Beitrag zur Verdanderung der Balance der Wirtschaftskraft zwischen
den fithrenden Industrienationen, sondern auch zu den Entwicklungstendenzen in der
Schaffung von wirtschaftlichen Multipolaritit gefiihrt.

Zu den kritischen Faktoren der globalen Entwicklung sind auch der Aufstieg der
die Neuen industriellen Linder (NIL) als gleichberechtigte Konkurrenten in den
Industrieldandern auf die Herstellung von High-Tech-Produkte und neue globale
Informationsbasierte Wirtschaft, lieber die Umsetzung eines technologischen
Durchbruch bei der Entwicklung durch die Einfiihrung von Know-how im Gegensatz
zu der vorherrschenden Gedanke, kurzfristige Vorteile aus der Verwendung von
billigen Arbeitskrdften und Rohstoffen in der Dritten Welt. Kritiker sind auch besorgt
iiber den wachsenden Einfluss der Finanzmérkte kann wirtschaftliches Chaos
verursachen und behauptete, dass die dominierende Begriff der Globalisierung ist
falsch, denn wirklich neu und originell Erscheinungen in der Wirtschaft im engeren
Begriff eines einzigen Planeten investiert [8:19]. Mehr auf den Begriff «verwirrt umy,
aber das Fehlen einer «neuen keynesianischen», die im strengen Kategorien von
Gesetzen dieser Ordnung kommen, um das Nachkriegsmodell der Weltwirtschaft zu
ersetzen beschrieben werden wiirde, dennoch macht von einer ungefdhren
«globalistischen» Terminologie. Die moderne Gesellschaft, vor allem westliche, auch
wenn es gilt fiir viele andere Gesellschaft, eher wie eine Gesellschatft, in dem Bild von
Georg Simmel: soziale Einrichtungen - der Nation, die Wirtschaft, so wichtig sind, wie
wichtig sind die wichtigsten sozialen Beziehungen, Netzwerke und Matrizen dieser
Links.

Es gibt eine enorme Fragmentierung der sozio-6konomischen Subjekts. Und das
ist in den engagierten, aber expliziten Formen der Wirklichkeitsflucht Institutionen
wider.

Es ist der Prozess der globalen und in der westlichen Welt, er ist nicht verbunden

mit der Qualitit der Institutionen, die er im Zusammenhang mit Verdnderungen in der
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rein menschlichen, personlichen Bereich der sozialen Aktivititen. Die wichtigste
Dimension in dieser globalen Verdnderungen — sozial-anthropologischen. Die
Allgemeine deren FEigenschaft — Individualisierung. Und zusammen mit der
Individualisierung, der Trennung des Individuums von sozialen Gruppen, erfolgt die
Verarmung der sich selbst in diesen sozialen Gruppen, die Bildung nicht nach dem
Prinzip der eingeschtellte sozialen Status, Herkunft, sondern nach dem Prinzip der
Freiwilligkeit, der Assoziativitdt [5:57].

Alle Prozesse, die in der Welt, erwerben die in unterschiedlichem Malle Global.
Aber die bestehenden Trends flie3en in die Realitét viel schneller, als Sie Zeit, um zu
begreifen, wie die Ideologen und die Kritiker der neoliberalen Globalisierung. Und die
Prozesse, die noch vor wenigen Jahren unmdglich schien, eine immer groBere
Spannweite. «Die Wirklichkeit wird praktisch die weit verbreitete Ablehnung der
Integration der globalen Wirtschafty, — schreibt die Zeitschrift «Economist». Und
obwohl in diesem Artikel heiB3t es, dass die Unternehmen weiterhin den glauben an die
Wirksamkeit des globalen Netzwerk von Lieferanten, der Autor fligt hinzu: «Wie in
jeder Kette, seine Kraft wird durch das schwichste Glied. Eine wirklich gefdhrliche
Situation kommen, wenn die Unternehmen entscheiden, dass ein solches System
Lieferungen bereits tiberlebt, Threy [1].

Die sogenannte «de-Globalisierung» betrachtet Angaben der Zeitschrift, die ein
Symbol der Ideologie des freien Marktes, wie negative Prozess. Obwohl viele
namhafte weltweit filhrenden Spezialisten (insbesondere, Nobelpreistrager fiir
Wirtschaft Joseph Stiglitz und Paul Krugman, Professor fiir Soziologie der
Philippinischen Universitit Walden Bello und andere) glauben, dass «de-
Globalisierung» bietet uns grofle Chancen. Sie sehen in «de-Globalisierung» ein
umfassendes System, das ersetzen muss der neoliberalen Globalisierung. Gerade dann,
wenn es zu schmerzhaft offensichtlich, dass die Prozesse der Globalisierung verstarken
sich die sozialen Spannungen, verformen die nationale Wirtschaft und erzeugen eine
neue Widerspriiche [14:52]. Das System «de-Globalisierungy, urspriinglich entwickelt
fiir die Entwicklungslinder, kann es sein, wichtige und fiir die fithrenden Staaten der
kapitalistischen Welt. «Die Ideen, verlangen nach Erkenntnis, Kunst,
Gastfreundschaft, Liebe zum Reisen — all dies sind Phdnomene, die von Natur aus sind
die internationalen. Wir wollen nicht sich verlassen auf die Willkiir der weltweit
Krifte, die produzieren, oder versuchen zu erarbeiten, die eine derartige System,
basierend auf den Prinzipien der freien kapitalistischen Marktes» [2:34].

Der Zweck der de-Globalisierung ist es, liber den engen Rahmen der Begriff der
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wirtschaftlichen Effizienz, in denen die Hauptmotivation ist es, die Kosten zu
reduzieren, egal welchen sozialen und 6kologischen Katastrophen konnte aus diesem
Prozess fiihren zu gehen. Das Konzept de-Globalisierung auch darauf beruht, dass der
sozio-Okonomische Modelle, die behaupten, der Universalitét, die der Neoliberalismus
oder zentralisierten biirokratischen «Sozialismusy», kann nicht richtig funktionieren,
und nicht in der Lage, eine stabile Gesellschaftliche Entwicklung [15:90]. Die soziale
und wirtschaftliche Vielfalt, dhnlich dem, das in der Natur existiert, muss als normal
angesehen werden, die Sie allseitig zu unterstiitzen [11:290]. Es gibt Allgemeine
GesetzmaBigkeiten der sozialen und wirtschaftlichen Entwicklung, die Sie formuliert
wurden, hauptsidchlich im Kampf gegen die neoliberalen Hegemonie und die zentrale
des Sozialismus und einer kritischen Analyse der Ursachen der neoliberalen sozial-
wirtschaftlichen Zusammenbruch. Jedoch, wie diese Muster verkorpert und formuliert
im Einzelfall, abhidngig von den Werten, die Lebens-Tempo und strategischen
Entscheidungen einer Gesellschaft.

Ineffizienz, und oft schidlich fiir die Menschheit und die Umwelt moderne
okonomische Ansidtze macht immer hédufiger greifen Sie auf der Suche nach
verniinftigen alternativen. Doch nicht alle Lander gleichermallen integriert sind heute
ungefdhr die gleiche wirtschaftliche Niveau der Entwicklung. Die Welt im
Allgemeinen, vielmehr bewegt sich zu einer Art «Neuen Regionalismusy», nur eine
«neue Regionen» grenziiberschreitender Natur und dehnte seinen Einfluss auf den
gesamten Planeten. Dieser Prozess ist jedoch nicht identisch mit der realen
Universalisierung der globalen Gemeinschaft [12:25]. Mit anderen Worten, auf3er
bestimmte Realitidten der Globalisierung, in der Welt koexistieren auch nicht weniger
Reale Tendenzen der Regionalisierung, Dissoziation und sogar Assozialization.

Industriegesellschaft ist noch kein Mechanismus, durch den gegen Verrutschen in
Konflikt und totalitire Regime am Ende der nicht erneuerbaren Ressourcen. Das
Uberleben der globalisierten Zivilisation scheint so kompliziert, dass die
Verwirklichung der wirtschaftlichen und sozialen Stabilitét, der von Respekt vor dem
Individuum, seiner Rechte und Freiheiten einhergehen wiirde, ist es moglich, jetzt
leider nur in wenigen Gesellschaften und historisch sehr kurze Zeitrdume. Der Prozess
der Regionalisierung der Wirtschaft, unserer Meinung nach, ein wenig verlangsamt
den Prozess der grof3 angelegten Expansions und umfassende Globalisierung, aber es
ist ein integraler und logische Phase der globalen Namen in diesem Stadium der
Entwicklung, und die ndchste wird eine Verbindung zwischen y globalen

interregionalen Gruppen sein. Die Region ist eine der kleineren Modell der Welt, und
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es ist hier moglich zu erreichen, Internationalisierung, Integration, Liberalisierung,
Vereinheitlichung, nicht eingreifende auf die nationale Identitdt, zeigen die
Schwierigkeiten, Widerspriiche, Streitigkeiten, unangemessene Phanomene und dann
die Umstellung auf die hochste Stufe in einer globalen Welt, die bereits in
Zusammenarbeit mit erweiterten  weltweiten = Regionen-Policen. Es st
selbstverstindlich gemeinschaftliche Mechanismen und Prinzipien in der Herstellung
und dem Finanzsystem des regionalen Zusammenschliissen. Diese Tatsache beweist
einmal mehr, dass der Prozess der Globalisierung nicht etwas autoritdren, und es ist
eine historische Stufe der Entwicklung der Zivilisation, Gesellschaft — seine Objektive
Realitit.

Schlussfolgerungen (Conclusions)

Die Kultur der Demokratie ist schiichtern, aber immer noch deutlich unter root in
Ubergangsgesellschaften postUdSSR, dass so lange leugnete. Allerdings miissen diese
Wurzeln immer noch etwas, um zu wachsen. Dies bezieht sich auf die Frage der
Bildung einer Strategie wirksame Sicherheitsstrategie im Kontext der Sozialpolitik
und der nationalen Sicherheit in den Bedingungen der unterschiedlich ausgerichteten
Integrationsprozesse im Hinblick auf die Harmonisierung und gegenseitige
Zusammenarbeit.

Das Problem ist, dass das politische System und die Wirtschaftsstrategie konnten
die Menschen in der Lage, ihre Interessen und Wiinsche zum Ausdruck bringen, so
dass es moglich ist, effektiv zu erreichen, eine ausgewogene und -effektive
Verdnderung. Die Demokratie ist stark beschéddigt 6Li, wenn die Menschen verloren
das Interesse an Politik, desillusioniert 6Li es wegen Betrug Politiker und die
Schwierigkeiten, Anderungen und tun, kiimmert sich nur um den Alltag. Ist dies der
Fall, wiirde die politischen Raum offen fiir die Populisten verschiedener Art sein.
Gliicklicherweise konnen wir feststellen, dass es nicht der wichtigste Trend. Im
Gegenteil, wir sehen eine demokratische Kultur, die standig in der post-sowjetischen
Raum steigend. Daher ist die Hauptaufgabe: die Politik der postsowjetischen Lindern
in der Transformationsgesamtsystem der sozialen Sicherheit von Staaten, als eine
praktische Beweis, dass die Regierung in ihrer Sozialpolitik fast realisiert die
Interessen der Offentlichkeit Mehrheit, anstatt eine separate soziodkonomischen
Gruppen und die Rolle des politischen Dialogs, der auch zu erhohen Dialog iiber die
wirtschaftlichen Entscheidungen.

Trotz der Hindernisse, die die Umstdnde und Zeit setzen auf dem Weg zur
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qualitativen Formen der Integration mit dem entwickelten System der nationalen
Sicherheit, haben wir vor uns eine Zukunft und notwendig fiir diese potenziellen
wirtschaftlichen und politischen und gesetzlichen Erméchtigung. Fiir die
Transformation erfolgreich zu sein, miissen auBBergewohnliche Anstand, regelmiaflige
Berichterstattung und geregelten System der Verantwortung fiir die Folgen ihrer
Aktivititen in Bezug auf das Gemeinwohl im Bereich der 6ffentlichen Verwaltung. In
der Tat ist es die Aufgabe der sozialen und politischen, die fiir alle postsowjetischen
Landern, als Bedingung fiir eine stabile Modell der soziookonomischen Sicherheit in
der Struktur des Gesamtsystems der nationalen Sicherheit und der regionalen

Integration.

AGE PECULIARITIES OF PERSONALITY SOCIALIZATION

Introduction.

The main parameters of a personality are not inborn but gained by an individual
during his life. Socialization is not a one-side process. We study from our parents,
peers. Under the influence of these people we form our intellectual, social and physical
skills necessary for fulfilling our social roles. Our community somehow studies from
us at the same time. People and institutions responsible for teaching cultural norms and
mastering social roles are called agents of socialization. They can be divided into
agents of primary and secondary socialization. Agents of primary socialization are
parents, relatives, peers, teachers, doctors, leaders of youth groups. Agents of
secondary socialization are representatives of school / university / enterprise
administration, army, state, mass media.

A process of socialization is highly individual. Therefore, socialization of an
individual is necessary and involves his individualization, moulding personal
characteristics or treats. Socialization is an ever-lasting process. It covers all stages of
person’s life when he masters and uses cultural values. Quantitative accumulation of
the gained values changes their quality in certain period which influences on a person’s
structure and focus. Depending on age of an individual there are 4 key stages of
socialization:

1. Childhood socialization.

2. Adolescence socialization (unstable, interim).

3. Lasting conceptual socialization (transformation from adolescence to early
adulthood for people aged from 17-18 to 23-25).

4. Adult socialization.

Each stage has its own “critical period”. Critical period for childhood
socialization covers first 2-3 years and beginning of schooling, adolescence
socialization lasts during transformation from a child and teenager to a young man;
lasting conceptual socializations takes place at the beginning of an independent life and

transformation from a young man to adult. Adulthood socialization is aimed at

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behavioural changes in a new situation or circumstances. Socialization of an individual
in different age periods is characterized by specific social and psychological
peculiarities.

The aim of socialization in early age is to form child’s motivation for affection to
other people which is manifested with trust and desire to do something pleasant for
them. Children age 3 to 7 are influenced by additional agents of socialization apart
from parents. They include school and kindergarten teachers, doctors and nurses. At
this period a number of agents of socialization increases and a program of their actions
changes. A lot of focus is paid to mastering cognitive and thinking skills, a child learns

to use words and letters, masters the system of rules and standards.

12.1. Key stages of personality socialization

Personality socialization starts from the first years of life and finishes in adulthood
though it is clear that powers, rules and responsibilities mastered by him do not mean
the process of socialization is fully completed: in some aspects it can be ever-lasting.

In accordance with Neil J. Smelser the action of three facts is needed for
successful socialization: expectations, behaviour changes and desire to meet those
expectations. In his opinion the process of moulding takes place at three different
stages: 1) stage of imitating parents’ behaviour by children; 2) game stage, when
children realize behaviour as performing the role; 3) stage of group games where
children learn to understand what they are expected for by the whole group of people.

French psychologist Jean Piaget keeping the idea of different stages of person’s
development emphasizes on development of individual’s cognitive processes and their
further reformation depending on his experience and social interaction. These stages
follow one another in accordance with the specific sequence: sensory-motor stage
(from birth to age 2), operational stage (age 2 to 7), concrete operational stage (age 7
to 11), and formal operational stage (age 12 to 15). A number of psychologists and
sociologists highlight that a process of socialization is life-long and adulthood
socialization is different from childhood socialization in some aspects. Adulthood
socialization rather changes external behaviour while childhood socialization moulds
value orientations. Socialization of adults is designed to help a person gain definite

skills and socialization of children mainly deals with motivational behaviour.
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12.2. Childhood

Socialization should begin in childhood as a personality is moulded at
approximately 70% in this period of development. It can be late when irreversible
processes start. Childhood lays the foundation for socialization and at the same time
this period is the most vulnerable. Children isolated from a society fail socially though
adults often seek solitude and self-isolation deliberately to dive into their thoughts and
contemplation. It is often when adults get into isolation not deliberately and for a long
period of time, they do not perish in spiritual and social context. Oppositely,
overcoming difficulties they develop their personality, discover new sides of
themselves.

Therefore, childhood and adulthood socializations are qualitatively different
stages. Socialization is an accumulative process within which social skills are built up.

Children and adults have a lot of differences: height, physical straight, cognitive
skills and ability to use them with benefit, attitude to danger and risk, interrelation
between cognitive and emotional components, amount of gained knowledge, ability to
study from their own mistakes and take decisions in difficult situations, aspiration to
take additional responsibility.

However the most important thing which has not been mentioned is social roles
fulfilment. Children are the only category of population which has no social statuses
and roles if the status of “child”, “male/female”, “son/daughter”, “nephew / niece” and
others are not considered. More over those statuses are not fully realized by them. As
children are neither producers of material goods nor a category of economically
dependent population, they are out of professional, economic and political statuses and
roles. They are not aware of status nature elements — set of rules and responsibilities.
They do not know responsibilities of an engineer, postman, parlamenteer or
parishioner. They do not know what responsibility is. Children do not know what social
norms are though they are told a lot about them by adults.

Theoretical and relative knowledge on social roles do not allow us to conclude
that children master and accept them. They play roles but do not behave themselves in
accordance with requirements of social roles. Children discover social representation
of the world playing games: boys play war while girls play house. Adults never play
roles except for gamification as an approach in studying business.

Therefore, two worlds — children and adults ones — are different from the

socialization point of view. They are in different stages of this process. The main
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difference is the degree of mastering social roles.

12.3. Adolescence

Adolescence completes an active period of socializations. The adolescents are
considered to be teenagers age 13 to 19. Teenagers undergo important physiological
changes (one of them is puberty) which results the following psychological changes:
attraction to members of the opposite sex, aggression which is non-motivated in most
cases, a tendency to take unreasonable risks and be not able to estimate the degree of
its danger, an emphasized desire for independence and autonomy.

Psychophysiological changes cannot but affect the course and content of
socialization. The tendency to innovation and creativity, non-recognition of any
authorities, on the one hand, emphasized autonomy and independence — on the other,
give rise to a special phenomenon called youth subculture. It is associated with three
main negative traits, phenomena-symbols: drugs, sex and violence. Adolescence is
called "difficult age", "turning point". Its content lies in changing behavioural
characteristics: from almost complete obedience common for small children,
adolescents move on to restrained obedience — hidden disobedience to parents. In the
earlier age being children, they looked at the world through their parents’ eyes, now
they play a double game: adolescents have an equal system of values and world views,
which partly intersects with both: position of parents and views of peers. This period
is characterizes by completing personality fundamentals moulding, where their
ideological (upper) views have been formed. Their self-awareness is followed by
realizing their place in lives of parents, friends, surrounding society. At the same time,
there is a constant search for moral guidelines associated with a re-evaluation of the
meaning of life. Adolescents are more susceptible to others’ negative evaluations,
especially when it comes about clothing, appearance, behaviour, circle of
acquaintances, that is, all that makes up their social environment and social self-
symbolism. Hypertrophied independence is expressed in an emphasized harsh
evaluation of their own: for many teenagers, "good" and "correct" things are only those
they like.

Difficulties in socialization during this period are connected with the following
circumstances:

- dis-match between high level of claims (desire to become a hero, to become
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famous) and the low social status set by their age;

- discrepancy between old style of fatherhood, focused on the fact that son and
daughter always remain a child for his/her mother, and new potential possibilities of
teenagers, given by their psychophysiological maturity;

- contradiction between a sharp focus on independence and dependence, which
has been intensified by attitudes and behaviour of peers.

Psychophysiological maturity does not change a lot in social and economic status
of a teenager. Social statuses of parents and adolescents are incompatible as before:
parents earn for a living, are morally and legally responsible for their children and
inviolability of property, take part in social and industrial life.

Adults are owners, managers, guardians, manufacturers, legislators, consumers,
defenders, etc. and teenagers are economically dependent, they still demand social
protection and do not act as perpertrators. Their role range is extremely limited. They
are not owners, managers, manufacturers, legislators. They are just consumers.
Although in legal content they can make vital decisions, and they are ready for them in
the psychological context. However they are limited by their parents and that is a
contradiction.

In this regard, sociologists talk about the role disesmpowerment of teenagers which
means a smaller amount of rights and obligations compared to adults. Having less
possibilities, teenagers face such global ideological and moral problems that are solved
in adulthood. Lack of life experience causes them to make much more mistakes than
adults do. The lack of life experience causes them to make much more mistakes than
adults do. And in this case quantity does not matter, but the seriousness of mistakes
and their effects do: crime, drug use, alcoholism, sexual promiscuity, violence against
a person. Many teenagers drop out of school which results a disturbed natural process
of socialization. Lack of knowledge affects the economic situation immediately,
adolescents and young men find themselves in a worse situation in the labour market.
In developed countries, unemployment rate among 18-year-olds is 3 times higher than
among adults.

Sociologists believe that sexual promiscuity, alcohol abuse and foolhardiness are
nothing but an attempt to play the adult role. It is possible that the same reason pushes
many teenagers on dropping out of school. The status of a student is considered as "not-
an-adult". It does not contribute to achievement of success in life and recognition in a
peer group. Teenagers are looking for recognition of their psychological adulthood

outside of school and family which are the institutions where they are still considered
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as children.
Therefore, we have considered difficulties of socialization in the period of
adolescence and found that the main problem among teenagers is role conflict, or role

disempowerment of adolescents.

12.4. Parenthood

The relationship between parents (mother and father) and their children is a
decisive moment of socialization. They are manifested at the most crucial moment —
when a person is the most susceptible to good and evil, when he is the most trusting
and open to everything new, namely during childhood. The second feature is that this
type of relationship is life-long and, therefore, has the most lasting impact. The third
feature is that parent-child relations are the closest ones ever existed in a human society.

Many people are convinced that parental feelings are transmitted biologically and
awaken with the birth of the firstborn child. Indeed, parental care is genetically
programmed in all living things — from birds to mammals. However, for human beings,
this is half true. Parenthood is primarily an attitude that is socially acquired. Practically,
only humans have an opportunity to abandon a child or transfer custody to foster
parents or give a child to state’s custody. Only human beings have established special
institutions for abandoned children and a system of sanctions through which parents

are either punished for violations or encouraged for fulfilling parental relationships.

12.5. Adulthood

The role conflict (role disempowerment) is overcome in adulthood.
Psychophysiological maturity coincides with social and economic one; aspirations,
ambitions and hopes of adolescence receive satisfaction proportional to the effort
expended and the knowledge acquired. Adulthood is characterized by heyday of a
personality.

Adulthood as such is not an independent stage of socialization. This is a collective
concept that covers several cycles of human life, separated by the most important
events: mastering a profession, serving in the army, starting a work activity, or getting

married, creating a family, giving birth to children.
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The stage of adulthood may be delayed as a result of studying (university and
post-graduate studying) up to age 21 to 23 or accelerated due to the early start of work.
If a lower limit of maturity age is not defined, then its upper one is indicated by
retirement. [1]

The sociological criterion for distinguishing between two periods — adolescence
and adulthood — is economic, social and political independence. But what is considered
as manifestation of such independence? In the old days, 20-year-old men took
command of armies, and today they sit in lecture halls and are unable to feed their
families. In extreme periods of history — during wars and revolutions — youth achieve
social recognition faster; their social status grows due to increasing military importance
of young men as a source of recruits. On the contrary, in a quiet period of history, the
stage of independence is delayed. For such periods, sociologists have developed a set
of criteria that a young person applying for adult status should meet:

— To be subsistent independently of anything external to himself;

— To manage money independently;

— To be independent in choosing a lifestyle;

— To live independently of parents.

In Spain, sociologists have found, for example, that only 20% of youth age 15 to
30 meet four criteria given and therefore have the right to be called adults.

Along with all above mentioned, sociologists use some other characteristics, in
particular, a) accountability to the law; b) voting in elections; c) marriage. From the
point of view of socialization, only marriage serves as a significant criterion for
adulthood. The family is the only agent of socialization that has an impact throughout
the life. However, the role and status of each family member changes at different stages
of a family cycle. A child is an object of socialization and one of the goals of the
parents' life, an adult is both a subject (regarding children) and an object (regarding
another person) of socialization at the same time. He ceases to serve as a purpose of
life, becoming its means. Elderly family members can only serve as subjects, but most
often they are excluded by their adult children from an active process of socialization
and raising grandchildren. Husband and wife act as agents of socialization for each
other.

The fact is that family socialization for adults takes place differently comparing
to children. Maturity of a young man, having created his own family, goes into a new
qualitative state — from objects of raising they become its subjects. And at first, there

1s a painful process of mastering a new social role: newlyweds address to their parents,
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friends, colleagues for any little thing concerning raising a child and arranging life —
how to swaddle and feed a new-born, how to fix a water tap and pay utility bills. This
1s a process of mastering a new social role. At the same time, people influence each
other, deciding on distribution of rights and responsibilities, leadership in the family,
attitude to a new family and friends. There are no subjects and objects as socialization
occurs on a partnership basis, since a wife changing her behaviour helps her partner to
change his.

Adulthood is the most active period of socialization, because at this very period
of life mastering social roles happens not in a game but in a real situation. For the first
time, the scope of rights and responsibilities, needs and means to satisfy them have

been levelled.

12.6. Old Age

The specific age, including the elderly, determines ability or disability to fulfil
social roles and perform activities. With retirement, the active period of socialization
finishes and the need of elders in the family decreases. An elderly person ceases to
perform the most important function — to be a producer of material values. From a
manufacturer, he turns into a consumer, and thereby into a dependent. Although an old
person is often as defenceless, weak and helpless as a child, but unlike children, an
older person is not someone’s purpose of life. Parents are looking for emotional
satisfaction in communication with children. It can be compared to their elderly parents
where communication is only a duty in most cases.

At the same time, the transformation from adulthood to old age reveals new social
opportunities and roles. Older people act as partners or competitors being opponents of
other age groups in the labour market, in the system of socialization and education, in
housekeeping and in interpersonal communication. However their role is minimal in
all these areas: the elderly are fired from work among the first ones and hired among
the latter ones; they are left with the simplest functions (sweep the floor, go shopping)
on housekeeping, and young people make decisions on their own not involving elderly
family members; the elderly are out of effective education and socialization in a
modern society because their knowledge in comparison with young people’s becomes
obsolete quickly, and their views and manners are recognized as archaic.

The transition from the phase of adulthood to the phase of old age concerns
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changes in a labour status, content of work, motivation and attitude to life, as well as
attitude to work as a source of income and material satisfaction, working capacity,
social circle and self-esteem. A huge amount of free time, retirement from a working
place and emergence of new roles make an elderly person to re-go through the
adaptation process, although the aging of a human body depletes reserves for re-
adaptation. As a result, there is a feeling of uncertainty about the future and livelihood.
Feeling of oneself in the position of a social dependent is often expressed in a sense of
social humiliation.

Experts have found a pattern: the ability to adapt to social changes decreases as a
person gets older. The older the person, the more he is dissatisfied with different
aspects of life. Psychologists note: the old people become more grumbling, irritable
and sadder. But another thing is also known: a person cherishes life more and
appreciates every extra day when getting older. [2]

Termination of work and retirement lead to negative consequences: material
dependence on relatives, a decrease in authority and prestige, a sense of isolation, fear
of loneliness. Lifestyle and leisure become passive, sedentary and monotonous (sitting
on a bench near the house or in the square, shortened walks, reading newspapers and
watching TV shows more than ever before).

Feelings of futility and the old age to come arise because elderly people have no
life plans anymore which is common for other age groups. A life plan is an idealized
picture of the future life, the basis of which is the intended trajectory of a social career
and amount of possible achievements. At a young age, life plans take the form of
unclear dreams and desires, in adulthood — it is a clearly developed career, and in the
old age people lose them as such.

Due to life plans, socialization turns from a spontaneous and uncontrolled process
into a purposeful strategy of behaviour. An adult checks all he has really achieved with
his goal and makes necessary corrections. However an elderly person can no longer do
this as he does not have any time and energy. Life plans give a direction to a person in
a special way: they contribute to motivation of achievement. However elderly people
have neither one thing nor the other. Therefore, they are dominated by passive forms

of activity and spontaneous adaptation to new social roles.
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Conclusions.

Thus, socialization is a process of moulding personality, his gradual assimilation
of society requirements, acquiring significant characteristics of consciousness and
behaviour that regulate his relationship with the society. S. Freud identified
psychological mechanisms of socialization: imitation, identification, feelings of shame
and guilt. Many psychologists and sociologists emphasize that a process of
socialization is life-long, and claim that socialization of adults differs from
socialization of children in several points. Adulthood socialization rather changes
external behaviour while childhood socialization moulds value orientations.
Socialization of adults is designed to help a person gain definite skills and socialization
of children mainly deals with motivational behaviour. Therefore, socialization is an

accumulative process within which social skills are built up.
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
