CURRENT PROBLEMS OF PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION OF THE
UKRAINIAN ECONOMY THROUGH THE PRISM OF WAR

Einleitung

Krieg ist eine duBerst schwierige Zeit fiir alle Mitglieder der Gesellschalft,
staatliche Institutionen und alle Bereiche des offentlichen Lebens. Mit Beginn des
Krieges wurde in der Ukraine ein Regime des administrativen und rechtlichen
Kriegsrechts eingefiihrt, dessen Hauptmerkmal die Verhinderung militirischer
Bedrohungen und die Organisation der Arbeit von Verwaltungsbeamten war. Dazu
gehorten der Schutz ihrer Rechte und rechtméBigen Interessen sowie die Ansammlung
von Ressourcen zur Schaffung sicherer Arbeitsbedingungen und Bewegungsfreiheit.

Vor diesem Hintergrund wurde die staatliche Verwaltung der Wirtschaft in der
Ukraine in den Jahren 2022 bis 2024 zu einem der zentralen Themen des Landes. Die
wirtschaftliche Erholung nach der Pandemie und das Fehlen eines stabilen
innenpolitischen Klimas erhdhten den Bedarf an effektiver wirtschaftlicher Steuerung.
Daher ist es von groBter Bedeutung, giinstige Bedingungen fiir die
Geschiftsentwicklung zu schaffen, das Wirtschaftswachstum zu beschleunigen und die

sozioOkonomische Stabilitit des Landes zu gewihrleisten.

1.1. Der Einfluss der staatlichen Verwaltung auf die Wirtschaft wihrend des

Kriegsrechts

Die Erfahrungen der Weltwirtschaft zeigen, dass der Staat kontinuierlich in die
wirtschaftlichen Prozesse eingreift, und sein zyklischer Charakter bestimmt das
Ausmal} dieses Eingreifens. In jedem Fall beeinflusst der Staat das Funktionieren des

wirtschaftlichen Systems. Die Regulierung und die MaBnahmen der zustdndigen

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Verwaltungsorgane schaffen Bedingungen fiir das effektive Funktionieren de-r
Wirtschaft durch die Bildung einer Marktinfrastruktur und einer fundierten
finanzwirtschaftlichen Politik.

Die weit verbreiteten Bedrohungen und die Unsicherheit der Bedingungen fiir die
Entwicklung des Wirtschaftssystems erfordern vom Staat die Anwendung spezifischer
Verwaltungs-,  Regulierungs- und  Stabilisierungsmaflnahmen. In  der
wissenschaftlichen Literatur gibt es keine klare Liste solcher MafBnahmen, und
internationale Erfahrungen haben noch keine ausreichenden Instrumente entwickelt,
um auf die Herausforderungen eines Krieges zu reagieren [1, S. 39].

Es ist anzumerken, dass die Anwendung restriktiver MaBBnahmen gegen die
Zusammenarbeit mit Aggressoren ein wichtiger Weg zur Bewiltigung dieser
Herausforderungen ist. Dies umfasst die Einstellung des Austauschs von
wissenschaftlich-technischen Informationen in Bereichen wie Handel, Finanzen und
Bankwesen.

Es 1ist entscheidend, die Stabilitit der nationalen Wirtschaft durch die
Diversifizierung der Absatzmarkte und der Rohstofflieferungen zu erhohen. Besondere
Aufmerksamkeit sollte auf die Effizienzsteigerung der Nutzung der staatlichen und
kommunalen Haushalte, die Einbeziehung internationaler technischer und finanzieller
Unterstiitzung sowie die Uberwachung der Staatsschuldenlage gelegt werden.

Die Stabilitit des Finanz- und Bankensystems ist ebenfalls ein wesentlicher
Punkt. Diese Prozesse erfordern, dass der Staat die Initiative ergreift und seine
Sicherheitsfunktionen so effektiv wie moglich umsetzt.

Insgesamt hingt die Effizienz der staatlichen Wirtschaftsverwaltung von der
ordnungsgemédfen Funktion bestimmter Mechanismen ab, die Folgendes
gewahrleisten:

« gemeinsame, zielgerichtete und effektive Steuerung wirtschaftlicher Prozesse;

« organisatorische und verwaltungstechnische Einflussnahme auf die
wirtschaftliche Tatigkeit, die den Entwicklungsbediirfnissen des Landes entspricht;

« umsetzung allgemeiner und spezifischer administrativer Ziele und Aufgaben

sowohl in der Wirtschaft als auch in anderen Bereichen des gesellschaftlichen Lebens.

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Der Prozess der staatlichen Wirtschaftsverwaltung in der Ukraine befindet sich ;
einem Zustand standiger Transformation und Anpassung an die Kriegssituation sowie
an den Prozess der europidischen Integration. Zu den Hauptfunktionen der
Wirtschaftsverwaltung gehoren Organisation, Planung, Regulierung,
Personalmanagement und Kontrolle.

In demokratischen Lindern umfasst dies auch die Umsetzung von Strategien fiir
nachhaltige Entwicklung sowie den Schutz von Menschenrechten und Freiheiten. Die
Verwaltungssysteme der Ukraine weisen jedoch einige Schwéchen auf, wie zum
Beispiel: weit verbreitete Korruption, das Vorhandensein von Konflikten und internen
Widerspriichen, Personalprobleme aufgrund von Migration sowie ein niedriges Mal}
an Transparenz und Offenheit [2, S. 139].

All diese Faktoren wirken destruktiv, verschlechtern die Sicherheitsmerkmale des
wirtschaftlichen Umfelds und erfordern auch unter Kriegsbedingungen dringende
MaBnahmen zur Beseitigung.

Somit ist die Reform des modernen ukrainischen Verwaltungssystems ein
wichtiger Faktor fiir die Modernisierung der administrativen Téatigkeit im Bereich der
Steuerung.

Es wird deutlich, dass ohne eine Steigerung der sozialen Effizienz und der
Effektivitat der Verwaltung keine moderne Investitions- und
Innovationswirtschaftsmodell —geschaffen, keine gerechten Beziehungen zur
Offentlichkeit aufgebaut und kein neues Niveau der wirtschaftlichen Entwicklung
sowie der Lebensqualitdt der Bevolkerung erreicht werden konnen.

Die militdrischen Aktionen wirken sich erheblich auf die soziale Arbeit in der
Ukraine aus, insbesondere auf deren Umsetzung, da die Bevolkerung verstirkt soziale
Dienste  benotigt, insbesondere Binnenvertriebene. Soziale Arbeit unter
Kriegsbedingungen ist eine der wichtigsten Tatigkeitsbereiche des Staates, die die
Prioritdten nachhaltiger Entwicklung sowie Prinzipien des Handelns in Krisen- und
Notsituationen beriicksichtigt.

Das Hauptziel der sozialen Dienste besteht darin, den Zugang zu diesen fiir

Menschen zu gewihrleisten, die sich in schwierigen Situationen befinden und diese

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Schwierigkeiten nicht selbst iiberwinden konnen. Daher ist es von entscheidende.r
Bedeutung, dass der Prozess der Erbringung sozialer Dienste organisiert ist und das
Kriegsrecht einhélt, was ein flexibles System zur Verwaltung des sozio0konomischen
Bereichs erfordert [3, S. 7].

Somit erfordert der Krieg in der Ukraine eine Uberpriifung der Ansitze zur
Politikgestaltung und die Suche nach neuen, effektiven Methoden in der staatlichen
Wirtschaftsverwaltung. Zu den wichtigsten Herausforderungen fiir die aktuelle
ukrainische Wirtschaft gehoren ein Riickgang der Produktion, ein Anstieg der
Arbeitslosigkeit, eine Schwichung der finanziellen Stabilitit und eine Bedrohung der
Waihrungsstabilitit.

Die Prognosen fiir das kiinftige Wachstum der ukrainischen Wirtschaft dandern

sich ebenfalls nur in sehr bescheidenem Malle, sowohl unter Kriegsbedingungen als

auch im Falle eines Wiederaufbaus nach dem Krieg.

1.2. Probleme der staatlichen Wirtschaftsverwaltung unter Kriegsrecht

Die Analyse theoretischer Ansdtze und praktischer Erfahrungen hat die
Hauptprobleme und mogliche Wege zur Steigerung der Effizienz der staatlichen
Wirtschaftsverwaltung in der Ukraine aufgezeigt, insbesondere in den Bereichen
Makrookonomie, Geld- und Kreditpolitik, Marktregulierung sowie der Unterstiitzung
kleiner und mittlerer Unternehmen und anderer Sektoren.

Die Erfahrungen von Léandern, die militdrische Konflikte auf ithrem Territortum
erlebten, zeigen, dass sie mit einer Reihe von zentralen Problemen konfrontiert sind:
der Zerstorung staatlicher Verwaltungsmechanismen, drastischen Verdnderungen in
der Wirtschaftsstruktur, dem Verlust eines erheblichen Teils der Haushaltseinnahmen,
der Verschiarfung sozialer und demografischer Probleme, wachsender Armut, Inflation
und einem Riickgang der Investitionstatigkeit [4, S. 25].

Der Krieg in der Ukraine hat insgesamt zu erheblichen Verlusten fiir das Land,

seine Biirger und die Wirtschaft gefiihrt. Die ukrainische Wirtschaft zeigt deutliche
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negative Folgen: ein Riickgang des realen Bruttoinlandsprodukts, steigende Inflation,

Handelsverschiebungen und ein wachsendes Haushaltsdefizit.

Die abnehmende wirtschaftliche Aktivitit und Attraktivitdit der Ukraine fiir
Investoren haben zu einem Riickgang der Haushaltseinnahmen und einer Zunahme der
Verschuldung gefiihrt. Die mangelnde Transparenz in der ukrainischen Wirtschaft und
das hohe Korruptionsniveau erschweren das Vertrauen der Investoren und
Unternehmer, behindern die Umsetzung effektiver Reformen und bremsen die
Geschiftsentwicklung.

Ein weiteres zentrales Problem der staatlichen Wirtschaftsverwaltung ist die
Abhéngigkeit von externen Lieferanten und Mérkten. Die Ukraine ist auf den Import
von Energieressourcen und anderen Giitern angewiesen, die schwer oder gar nicht
eigenstandig produziert werden konnen. Dies fiihrt zu wirtschaftlichen Schwankungen
auf dem globalen Markt [5, S. 9].

Wihrend des Krieges werden erhebliche finanzielle Ressourcen mobilisiert,
weshalb die staatliche Wirtschaftsverwaltung deren effektive Nutzung sicherstellen
und die finanzielle Tatigkeit iiberwachen muss. Insgesamt erscheinen uns im
Kriegszeitraum die folgenden Hauptfunktionen der staatlichen Wirtschaftsverwaltung
besonders relevant:

1. Sicherstellung des effektiven Funktionierens der Wirtschaft:
Wirtschaftliche Stabilitdit und Effizienz sind entscheidend fiir die Versorgung
militdrischer Operationen und anderer staatlicher Bediirfnisse mit Ressourcen.

2. Marktregulierung: Da der Krieg Marktungleichgewichte verursacht, muss die
staatliche Wirtschaftsverwaltung Preisregulierung und Marktstabilitdt gewahrleisten.

3. Finanzmanagement: Diese Funktion umfasst die Verwaltung von
Haushaltsmitteln durch staatliche Steuerungsmechanismen.

4. Sicherung der wirtschaftlichen Sicherheit: Die staatliche
Wirtschaftsverwaltung muss die Stabilitdt der nationalen Wirtschaft sicherstellen, da
die wirtschaftlichen Prozesse wéhrend eines Krieges gestort werden konnen.

5. Entwicklung der nationalen Wirtschaft: Wéihrend der militdrischen

Auseinandersetzungen ist es nicht nur wichtig, wirtschaftliche Stabilitit zu
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gewihrleisten, sondern auch die Grundlage fiir das zukiinftige Wirtschaftswachstum

des Landes zu schaffen.

Das grofite Problem im Bereich des ukrainischen Managements bleibt die
Unausgewogenheit der Aktivititen der Verwaltungsstrukturen. Daher ist eine
umfassende Analyse des Systems und der Struktur der staatlichen Institutionen
erforderlich, einschlieBlich ihrer Ziele, Funktionen, Aufgaben, Ressourcen und ihres
Status. Als Ergebnis der Analyse der Haupttrends der zukiinftigen wirtschaftlichen
Entwicklung wurde festgestellt, dass das Konzept der nachhaltigen Entwicklung in der
Ukraine darauf abzielt, ein Gleichgewicht zwischen wirtschaftlichen, sozialen und
okologischen Faktoren zu erreichen. Dieses Konzept basiert auf folgenden
Grundsitzen: Bekdmpfung der Armut, qualitativ hochwertige Bildung,
Geschlechtergerechtigkeit, Entwicklung der Landwirtschaft, wiirdige Arbeitsplétze
und wirtschaftliches Wachstum, Zugang zu erschwinglicher Energie, sauberem Wasser
und angemessener Sanitdrversorgung [6, S. 120].

Kommunikationstechnologien spielen eine entscheidende Rolle bei der
Steigerung der Effizienz der staatlichen Wirtschaftsverwaltung unter Kriegsrecht in der
Ukraine. Sie bieten den Regierungsinstitutionen Zugang zu Informationen,
unterstiitzen sie bei der Bewiltigung von Krisensituationen und ermoglichen eine
schnelle und effektive Interaktion mit der Offentlichkeit.

Ein zentrales Kommunikationsmittel sind soziale Netzwerke, die sowohl den
Regierungsinstitutionen als auch der Offentlichkeit die Mdglichkeit bieten,
Informationen in Echtzeit auszutauschen. Messenger-Dienste, E-Mails, Websites und
mobile Anwendungen ergdnzen die Kommunikationsmittel und gewihrleisten eine
schnelle und effektive Interaktion mit der Offentlichkeit und anderen
Interessengruppen, insbesondere in Krisensituationen.

Es ist zudem wichtig, bewdhrte Kommunikationsmethoden im Management des
Wirtschaftsektors zu sammeln und dieses Wissen an alle staatlichen Institutionen,
einschlieBlich der regionalen Ebenen, weiterzugeben.

Das Hauptziel des ukrainischen Volkes und der Regierung besteht darin, einen

kontrollierten Ausweg der nationalen Wirtschaft aus der Nachkriegskrise
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sicherzustellen und die zukiinftige Entwicklung des Landes zu iiberdenken.

Die Zerstorung kritischer Infrastrukturen, demografische und wirtschaftliche
Verluste sowie die erzwungene Vertreibung der Bevolkerung infolge militirischer
Konflikte erfordern eine angemessene und zeitnahe Reaktion auf die
Herausforderungen, vor denen der Staat steht.

Um die negativen Auswirkungen auf die Tétigkeit aller ukrainischen Institutionen
zu minimieren, wird der Einsatz von Mallnahmen des Krisenmanagements empfohlen.
Der Erfolg bei der Umsetzung dieser MaBnahmen basiert auf der Erfiillung der
grundlegenden Funktionen des Krisenmanagements und der FEinhaltung seiner
Prinzipien.

Hierfiir ist es erforderlich, folgende Systeme sicherzustellen: ein System zur
Entscheidungsfindung und Steuerung im wirtschaftlichen Bereich, ein System zur
Ubermittlung und Verarbeitung von Informationen, ein System zur Vorbereitung und
Weitergabe von Materialien, ein Schulungssystem fiir Personal sowie eine technische
Reserve [7, S. 200].

Es besteht kein Zweifel, dass die Einfilhrung von Innovationen einer der
entscheidenden Faktoren fiir die Steigerung der Wettbewerbsfahigkeit und Effizienz
der Wirtschaft auf allen Ebenen ist. Die Entwicklung der Ukraine, wie auch anderer
Lander, ist ohne die Implementierung moderner Technologien undenkbar. Dies
erfordert eine klare nationale Innovationspolitik, die folgende Aspekte umfasst:

« Forderung von Innovationen auf nationaler und regionaler Ebene,

o Teilnahme an globalen Innovationsnetzwerken,

« Anziehung von Investitionen in wissenschaftliche Forschung,

 Verbesserung der rechtlichen Rahmenbedingungen und

« Festlegung von Priorititen fiir die Innovationsentwicklung auf allen Ebenen.

Ein innovationsorientierter Ansatz wird durch systematische Anderungen in den
Methoden der staatlichen Regulierung der wirtschaftlichen Entwicklung und Bildung,
die Beschleunigung des technologischen Fortschritts, die Forderung einer
Innovationskultur und die Schaffung neuer wissenschaftlicher Institute ermoglicht.

Daher 1st die Einflihrung eines nationalen Innovationsmodells fiir die

iiberwinden und die Wettbewerbsfahigkeit der Ukraine in der Nachkriegszeit zu
steigern.

Unter Bedingungen ineffizienter Verwaltung und Unsicherheit reduzieren
Unternehmer ihre Planungsvisionen, wodurch innovative Projekte an Attraktivitét
verlieren. Eine ernsthafte Hiirde fiir die innovative Entwicklung von Unternehmen ist
die Verletzung der Rechte an geistigem Eigentum.

Es bestehen Probleme bei der Umsetzung von Garantien, die auf gesetzlicher
Ebene bereitgestellt werden sollten. Es fehlt ein Mechanismus zum Schutz, zur
angemessenen Reaktion des Staates auf die Verhinderung, Aufdeckung und
strafrechtliche Verfolgung von Verletzungen dieser Rechte.

Zu den Problemen der Dekommunisierung gehort die mangelnde Transparenz
und Komplexitit der Funktionsweise des ukrainischen Warenmarktes. Investoren
stechen vor Schwierigkeiten, objektive und rechtzeitige Informationen tber die
Marktsituation zu erhalten. Es gibt zudem einen Anreiz, wettbewerbsfihige
ukrainische Technologien ins Ausland zu transferieren [8, S. 50].

Daher konnen innovative Unternehmen, die neue Technologien und Ideen
implementieren, zu einer Quelle des Wirtschaftswachstums werden und die
Wettbewerbsfahigkeit der Ukraine auf dem globalen Markt steigern. Nur durch solche
Ansitze konnen zukiinftige Wettbewerbsvorteile erzielt werden, darunter die effektive
Nutzung des Ressourcenpotenzials und die strategische Moglichkeit zu dessen
Wiederherstellung unter Beriicksichtigung von Marketingaspekten.

Die Entwicklung des modernen Managements muss beriicksichtigen, dass ein
entscheidender Aspekt der heutigen Zivilisationsstufe die Einfiihrung der digitalen
Wirtschaft ist. Traditionelle Wirtschaftsmodelle sind fiir zukiinftige Gesellschaften
nicht mehr zukunftsfahig. Die digitale Wirtschaft ist massenhaft und global und
entsteht durch Verdnderungen in Werten wie Stabilitit, Entwicklung,
Umweltverschlechterung, schrumpfende natiirliche Ressourcen und Lebensstandard
[9, S. 8].

Die digitale Transformation der Wirtschaft spielt weiterhin eine wichtige Rolle
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bei der Integration der Ukraine in den europdischen digitalen Raum, der
Implementierung innovativer Technologien wéhrend des Krieges und der
Verbesserung der staatlichen Stabilitét.

Ubrigens treibt die Ukraine aktiv die vollstindige Digitalisierung von
Dienstleistungen voran, was das wirtschaftliche Potenzial stirken wird, indem die
gegenseitige Anerkennung elektronischer Vertrauensdienste zwischen der Ukraine und
den europdischen Landern gefordert wird.

In der wissenschaftlichen Gemeinschaft wird iiber die Schaffung einer
strategischen Grundlage zur Transformation der rechtlichen Rahmenbedingungen
diskutiert, um die Effizienz des Systems der staatlichen Verwaltung im Bereich der
Wirtschaftssicherung zu erhohen. Einige Wissenschaftler sind der Ansicht, dass diese
MaBnahmen die Verabschiedung eines umfassenden Pakets von Rechtsakten
erfordern, die die Stabilitdt der RechtméaBigkeit in Bereichen wie Finanzen, Industrie,
Makrodkonomie, Investitionen, AuBenwirtschaft und Sozialwesen gewahrleisten
konnen.

Die finanzielle Sicherheit innerhalb der administrativen Systeme im Bereich des
wirtschaftlichen Schutzes bildet die Grundlage fiir einen wirtschaftlich effizienten
Staat, der fiir eine langfristige Politik der finanziellen Stabilitit und des
Wirtschaftswachstums verantwortlich ist.

Nach FEinschitzungen von Experten wird die Entwicklung der Ukraine im
nichsten Jahrzehnt den Krieg, die komplexen internationalen Beziehungen und die
Bedingungen des harten Wettbewerbs auf den Finanzmérkten beriicksichtigen [10, S.
73].

Die Integration wirtschaftlicher und finanzieller Interessen auf Makro- und
Mikroebene ist eine grundlegende Voraussetzung fiir die Umsetzung weiterer
Reformen im Finanzsektor und fiir die ausgewogene Entwicklung der gesamten
nationalen Wirtschaft.

Fiir die Umsetzung dieser Ziele miissen die Hauptausrichtungen der Geld- und
Kreditpolitik festgelegt und strategische Priorititen zur Stirkung der finanziellen

Sicherheit der Ukraine in den aktuellen Realititen und der Nachkriegssituation
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definiert werden.

Fazit und Schlussfolgerungen

Es wurden die aktuellen Probleme der staatlichen Wirtschaftsverwaltung in der
Ukraine untersucht, die unter den Bedingungen des Krieges entstanden sind. Die
Hauptschwierigkeiten und Herausforderungen fiir die ukrainische Wirtschaft wurden
im Kontext der Besetzung eines Teils des Territortums und der militdrischen
Auseinandersetzungen analysiert: ein Riickgang der Produktion und des
Warenabsatzes, ein Riickgang der Investitionen und des Verkaufs, steigende
Haushaltsausgaben fiir militdrische Bediirfnisse sowie eine Kiirzung der sozialen
Ausgaben.

Aus der Analyse der Haupttrends der zukiinftigen wirtschaftlichen Entwicklung
wurde festgestellt, dass das Konzept der nachhaltigen Entwicklung in der Ukraine auf
der Erreichung eines Gleichgewichts zwischen wirtschaftlichen, sozialen und
okologischen Aspekten basiert. Dieses Konzept umfasst grundlegende Prinzipien wie
die Bekdmpfung der Armut, qualitativ hochwertige Bildung,
Geschlechtergerechtigkeit, die  Entwicklung der Landwirtschaft, wiirdige
Arbeitspliatze, wirtschaftliches Wachstum, Zugang zu erschwinglicher Energie,
sauberem Wasser und angemessener Sanitdrversorgung.

Die Aufgaben des ukrainischen Volkes und der Regierung wurden definiert, um
einen kontrollierten Ausstieg der nationalen Wirtschaft aus der Nachkriegskrise
sicherzustellen, mogliche Wege zur Uberwindung der genannten Probleme
aufzuzeigen und den nachhaltigen Entwicklungsprozess der ukrainischen Wirtschaft
fortzusetzen.

Es wurden Ansétze zur Transformation des rechtlichen Rahmens identifiziert, um
die Effizienz des Systems der staatlichen Verwaltung im Bereich des wirtschaftlichen
Schutzes zu erhdhen. Die besten Losungen zur Uberwindung des technischen Defizits
und zur Steigerung der Wettbewerbsfdahigkeit der Ukraine in der Nachkriegszeit
wurden festgelegt, insbesondere die Einfilhrung eines innovativen nationalen Modells
fiir die Entwicklung von Spitzentechnologien.

Es wird empfohlen, den Aspekt der zivilisatorischen Phase der Gegenwart — die
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digitale Wirtschaft — einzufiihren, da diese weiterhin eine entscheidende Rolle bei de.r
Integration der Ukraine in den europdischen digitalen Raum spielt. Sie unterstiitzt die
Implementierung innovativer Technologien wdhrend des Krieges und trdagt zur
Stabilisierung des Staates bei.

Unter den aktuellen Kriegsbedingungen wird die digitale Wirtschaft der Ukraine
helfen, wirtschaftliche Stabilitit durch effektive staatliche Verwaltung zu

gewihrleisten. Dariiber hinaus erleichtert sie den Ubergang zur Phase des

Wiederaufbaus nach dem Krieg und die weitere Integration in die Européische Union.

Introduction

The current stage of economic development is characterized by intensive
transformational processes that impact all areas of entrepreneurial activity.
Globalization, digitalization, and changes in society's environmental and social
priorities require entrepreneurs to adapt to new conditions by implementing innovative
approaches to business management, particularly in the direction of sustainable
development. Sustainable business development ensures a transition to long-term
economic growth while simultaneously maintaining ecological balance and upholding
social responsibility, which has become a popular approach to conducting business
activities today.

In their research, Lazorenko T. and Sholom I. showed that sustainability, when
systematically managed, can create and maintain opportunities to enhance a
enterprise's competitiveness [10]. Daily H. proved that this opportunity is formed
despite the impact of challenges associated with the need for investment in cutting-
edge technologies, optimization of resource use, and modernization of management
systems, etc. [6-7]. In the same context, Horbanyova V. emphasizes that in the
conditions of rapid economic transformations, the issue of sustainable development is
of utmost importance [3]:

- For small and medium-sized entrepreneurs, for whom it is critically important
to achieve stability in operations by maximizing the value of Hicks-Lindahl aggregate
income flow;

-For large enterprises, quick economic adaptability in the long term is essential,
provided that at least the total capital through which was achieved is preserved.

In this context, we agree with the statements of scholars regarding the significance

of studying the features and approaches to sustainable entrepreneurship development

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and the necessity of identifying optimal ways to preserve the functionality and
adaptability of entrepreneurs to changes in the dynamic external environment.
Considering the outlined positions, the research initiated by the authors aims to
analyze the characteristics that determine the sustainable development of
entrepreneurship in the context of external environmental transformations and identify
ways to optimize business management from the perspective of its reorientation

towards the principles of sustainability and responsibility.

2.1. Characteristics of sustainable entrepreneurship development in the context

of economic transformations.

The authors emphasize that sustainable entrepreneurship development in the
context of economic transformations is a strategic approach to business management
aimed at ensuring stable functioning and rapid adaptability through the controlled
maximization of the Hicks-Lindahl aggregate income flow.

Thus, we agree with Grechko A. and Ocheretyana O., statements that this is
because the Hicks-Lindahl aggregate income is the main indicator that considers
changes in welfare and resource efficiency in the economy based on consumer
preferences and expenditures [4].

At the same time, considering that we view economic transformations as
processes of significant changes in the economic structure and functioning aimed at
adjusting efficiency and adapting to new conditions, needs, and challenges, sustainable
entrepreneurship development in such conditions involves transformations that are
focused on the continuous optimization of all economic processes.

These processes concern the use of limited resources through their integration
with ecological (environmentally, energy, and material-saving) technologies, including
[2; 6-7; 11]:

 extraction and processing of raw materials;

« creation of environmentally acceptable products;
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e minimization, recycling, and disposal of waste;
o development oriented towards human well-being.

The content of the above statements allows us to outline the characteristics that
directly or indirectly define the sustainable development of entrepreneurship.

Thus, the main characteristic of sustainable entrepreneurship development is the
maximization of the aggregate income flow, provided that the aggregate capital used
to generate this income is at least maintained and ideally— increased [6]. It means that
a business must generate profit without depleting or degrading the main types of
capital, among which the most commonly highlighted are physical, natural, and human
capital.

Some scholars, such as Daly G., Lazorenko T., and Sholom I., highlight the
importance of maintaining financial capital. In our opinion, this could make sense, as
finances are important for ensuring the sustainable development of an entrepreneur.
Therefore, the preservation and growth of the types of capital we have identified are
important for ensuring the long-term stability and development of the enterprise,
provided there is a balance between financial and other types of capital, so as not to
reduce business efficiency through short-term profit maximization.

Within the framework of sustainable development, it is important to determine
which types of capital should be preserved and in what proportions, as different types
of capital can be either interchangeable or complementary (depending on the specific
circumstances and the entrepreneur's strategy). Let's take a closer look at the types of
capital that are a priority to preserve [3; 10-11]:

1. Physical capital — this refers to the means of production, infrastructure,
machinery, and equipment. Entrepreneurs need to maintain or upgrade this capital to
sustain and improve the efficiency of production processes (which is possible through
the application of innovative technologies and the improvement of resource
efficiency), while ensuring that no harm is done to the environment.

2. Natural capital refers to the resources of nature (land, water, air, minerals,
biodiversity) that serve as the foundation for production and sustaining life. It is

important not only to preserve natural capital but also to develop ways for its
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restoration and sustainable use. In particular, entrepreneurs should aim to minimize tl;
negative impact on the environment by adopting eco-friendly technologies, reducing
emissions and waste, and supporting the ecological renewability of resources.

3. Human capital refers to the knowledge, skills, health, and intellectual resources
of the people working for the entrepreneur. Entrepreneurs focused on sustainable
development should invest in the development of human capital through education,
professional training, and improving working conditions. Such investments not only
increase labor productivity but also help entrepreneurs adapt to new technological and
social challenges.

4. Financial capital refers to money, credit, and other financial assets used for
investments in innovation, production modernization, human capital development, as
well as ensuring long-term financial stability.

Thus, maximizing the total income flow in sustainable development means that
the enterprise must create a stable economic outcome while preserving and developing
all types of capital [6-7].

The interchangeability or complementarity of different types of capital becomes
a critical factor in determining the sustainable development strategy, as the impact of
capital can lead to changes in other aspects of the business and its ability to adapt to
change.

The core characteristic of sustainable entrepreneurship is the managed
maximization of the total income flow while preserving the total capital through which
this income is generated.

Among the accompanying characteristics of sustainable entrepreneurship
development are: the valuation of preserved capital, especially environmental
resources; promoting the fair distribution of goods within the economy; and supporting
the integrity of biological and physical natural systems. These characteristics align with
the process of maximizing the total income flow (Hicks-Lindahl criterion) through the
optimization of business management activities [8].

It should be noted that the valuation of preserved capital, especially environmental

resources, 1S a characteristic of sustainable entrepreneurship development.
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Gerasymchuk Z.V. and Khvesyk M. point out that this valuation involves calculating

the value of the capital used by the entrepreneur to generate income, particularly in the
context of natural and production resources [1; 11]. The valuation allows for assessing
the economic efficiency of resource use and predicting which of them require
restoration or protection to ensure the long-term stability of both the business and the
environment. In this context, the two types of sustainability that determine the
valuation of capital are as follows:

1. Weak sustainability — this is the concept where natural and production capital
may decrease over time. It suggests that certain natural resources can be used (for
example, non-renewable resources) if the economic income derived from their use can
compensate for the costs of their restoration, by the specifics outlined in Table 1.

In this context, the valuation of natural resources within the framework of weak
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sustainability involves [4; 7]: 1) calculating the cost of substituting natural resources

with other types of capital (which should include not only the direct costs of extraction

and processing but also potential costs for ecological restoration or environmental

impact); 2) calculating the economic compensation for restoration costs.

2. Strong sustainability is a concept in which natural capital should not decrease

over time. Natural resource use must be balanced and allow for restoration at a rate that

preserves ecosystems and natural environments. [6-7]. It means that businesses

exploiting non-renewable resources (such as oil, gas, coal, or minerals) should allocate

a portion of their profits and invest in the restoration and conservation of valuable

natural resources, such as forests, water resources, soils, or biodiversity, by the

specifics outlined in Table 2.

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In this context, the valuation of natural resources within the framework of strong
sustainability entails [6-7]:

I)calculating the value of natural resources based on their renewability and
importance to the ecosystem;

2) investing in the restoration of natural capital, particularly in environmentally
friendly technologies that reduce resource consumption and minimize the enterprise's
ecological footprint (at a cost equivalent to the natural capital expended);

3) integrating long-term environmental costs into entrepreneurs' financial models
to determine the true value of the natural resources used and account for future
environmental needs.

This capital valuation of capital is an important tool for determining the path to
sustainable entrepreneurship development. It allows for the optimization of natural
resource use in business activities and enables entrepreneurs to implement effective
mechanisms for their restoration and conservation, ensuring economic benefits while
minimizing the negative impact on the environment.

Kaminsky P.D. emphasizes the importance of a fair distribution of benefits in the
economy, which adjusts the value of Hicks-Lindahl's aggregate income [8]. According
to his views, fairness in the economic context is ensured through access to resources
and opportunities for different social groups, which allows each participant in the
economic process to achieve their goals and realize their potential.

Thus, the main aspects of forming this characteristic are as follows (Table 3):
equal access to resources and opportunities; expanding the options available for human
capital; realizing the potential and opportunities of each participant; impact on social
and economic mobility.

According to this characteristic, the adjustability of the Hicks-Lindahl aggregate
income flow is achievable with a fair distribution of benefits in the economy, namely
when there is equal access to resources and opportunities for all population groups.

Herasymchuk Z. V. emphasizes the importance of promoting the integrity of
biological and physical natural systems to ensure the adjustability of the Hicks-Lindahl

aggregate income flow values [1].

This characteristic is focused on the contribution of entrepreneurs to ensuring

global biosphere stability through the integration of principles of ecological

sustainability into their business activities, aimed at reducing the negative impact on

the natural environment and preserving natural systems for future generations.

Thus, the main aspects of forming this characteristic are as follows (Table 4):

general support for ecosystems, ensuring global biosphere stability; interaction of

biological and physical components of nature.

According to this characteristic, the adjustability of the Hicks-Lindahl aggregate

income flow is achievable through the entrepreneur's contribution to the integrity of

biological and physical natural systems, specifically when this process becomes the

foundation for ensuring the development and stability of the biosphere. It requires the
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integration of ecological principles into all areas of economic activity, the preservation

of ecosystems, the restoration of damaged natural environments, and the support of

biodiversity.

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2.2. The main ways to optimize business management through the
entrepreneur's reorientation towards the principles of sustainability and

social responsibility

Within the scope of the outlined study, we emphasize that ways to optimize
business management are aimed at reorienting the entrepreneur toward the principles
of sustainability and responsibility.

According to the analysis of the works of M. Khvesyk, I. Bystryakov [11], and
Herasymchuk Z.V. [1], these pathways encompass various theoretical approaches and
practical measures that help adapt the business to the requirements of stability in
operation or economic adaptability in the long-term perspective while ensuring the
preservation of the total capital through which these goals are achieved.

So, the main ways to optimize business management should create opportunities
for shaping and adjusting the process of maximizing the value of the Hicks-Lindahl
aggregate income flow through its reorientation towards the principles of sustainability

and social responsibility [6-7].

It is advisable to implement this according to the details in Figure 1.

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Thus, optimizing business management involves the use of methods, tools, and
strategies that enable the implementation of [3-4; 11]:

1. The introduction of environmental standards — this is the process of integrating
defined norms, requirements, and principles aimed at environmental conservation into
the activities of businesses, organizations, and government institutions;

2. The development of the entrepreneur's social responsibility — this is the process
through which entrepreneurs integrate social, environmental, and ethical principles into
their business strategy, operations, and interactions with all stakeholders.

3. Investments in human capital are the investment of resources in the
development and improvement of skills, knowledge, health, and potential of
individuals, which contribute to enhancing their productivity and quality of life.

4. The transition to a circular economy is a shift in the economic model aimed at
maximizing resource utilization through reuse, restoration, and recycling.

5. Focus on the long-term planning of the Hicks-Lindahl aggregate income values
— this principle of analyzing and assessing aggregate income in the economy, based on
considering both current outcomes and long-term prospects.

6. Increasing transparency and engagement with stakeholders is the process in
which entrepreneurs actively disclose information about their operations, financial
performance, and the environmental, social, and ethical aspects of their work to all
stakeholders.

7. Innovations and digitalization of the Hicks-Lindahl income maximization
process involve the application of cutting-edge technologies and innovative approaches
to optimize and maximize aggregate income within the Hicks-Lindahl economic
model.

So, ways to optimize business management within the framework of
implementing environmental standards involve the use of environmentally friendly
technologies and resource-saving production methods (to minimize the negative
impact of economic, production, and commercial operations on the environment)
through their certification in accordance with international standards.

At the same time, the process of reorienting the entrepreneur towards the
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principles of sustainability and social responsibility includes (Table 5): the use of
environmentally friendly technologies; resource-saving production methods;
certification according to international environmental standards; utilizing the benefits
of implementing environmental standards.

The development of social responsibility of the entrepreneur is an important
component of modern business, which takes into account the economic, social, and
environmental interests of society.

At the same time, reorienting the entrepreneur to the principles of sustainability
and social responsibility includes (Table 6): supporting local communities;
transparency and integrity in decision-making and fulfilling commitments; adhering to

ethical standards.

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institutions [8]. In the long term, such initiatives reduce employee turnover, increase

productivity, improve the employer's reputation, and stimulate economic growth at the

national level.

CONSIDERATIONS REGARDING THE APPLICATION AND
ENFORCEMENT OF PENALTIES IN CASES INVOLVING JUVENILE
OFFENDERS

Introduction

Education represents the central piller in shaping the individual’s personality, but
formal education is what creates the premises for socio-professional integration.We are
currently noticing a worrying increase in the number of delinquent minors under the
age of criminal responsibility, as well as in crimes of increased gravity committed by
delinquent minors. As a whole, education in the penitentiary system must aim to
develop independent life skills and ensure the basic requirements for the social
integration of the person who is released. In particular,the education of young offenders
must be a priority. If in the case of a multi-recidivist adult, the chances of cognitive
restructuring are low, in the case of a young person sanctioned for the first time
criminally, we can have hope for ,,a new beginning”. Thus, it is necessary to form a
partnership structure between the competent state bodies and NGOs, which will carry
out training programs, educating minors in the context of the execution of the sentence
of conviction or the coercive measure of an educational nature, transmitted by the
competent bodies for execution. The child of today, including the delinquent, is the
adult of tomorrow, an additional argument for the development of the society of a state,
which wants a healthy future for its citizens, which must make maximum and
unconditional efforts to protect children from any abuse or negative risks external.

Content

The rights of the child are an integral part of human rights, therefore the child
must benefit from all the general rights, to which we are all entitled to claim from the
moment of birth, as well as have certain rights of their own, which offer them increased
protection, in the face of any abuses and limitations, which would prevent his balanced

development towards maturity.Today's child, including the delinquent, is tomorrow's

adult. The society of a state, which wants a healthy future for its citizens, must malg
maximum and unconditional efforts to protect children from any abuse or negative
external risks.

The status and protection of minors in the juvenile justice system in the Republic
of Moldova are regulated both by international normative acts (the International
Convention on the Rights of the Child, adopted by the United Nations General
Assembly Resolution no. 44/25 of December 20, 1989, the Minimum Standard Rules
of the United Nations in the Administration of Juvenile Justice, called the ,,Beijing
Rules”, approved on November 29, 1985, the European Convention on Human Rights,
etc.), as well as by national normative acts (the Constitution of the Republic of
Moldova, the Law of the Republic of Moldova on the rights of the child, the Criminal
Code and the of criminal procedure).[1, p.5]

As a social phenomenon, juvenile delinquency is a form of manifestation of
deviant behavior and that is why it is extremely important to understand the
phenomenon, in its complexity, in order to delimit deviance from normality and
identify the factors involved in the production and maintenance of deviance. [2, p.75]

The minor is an individual, a personality in the process of formation, the
educational process of which has not yet come to an end. By applying the punishment
or the educational measure, he should be educated and not re-educated. The minor’s
rehabilitation can be achieved by involving him in a continuous educational process.
Educational programs must be organized both during execution of the sentence and
after its execution. A child who has committed a crime is responsible for his actions,
but because of his state of dependence and immaturity, he requires guidance and
assistance. [3, p. 19]

The law on the rights of the child provides that the detention or arrest of the child
is applied as exceptional measures. However, mobile teams have found that children
are often in detention for an unreasonably long period of time or should not have been
detained at all. [4, art. 28]

Therefore, according to the opinions of some researchers, "minors who commit

crimes represent a special social category, with a great behavioral diversity. Each
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delinquent is a particular case that is characterized by a number of physiological,
psychological and social traits, which are not exactly found in all criminals. In the
complex context of the current socio-economic environment in the Republic of
Moldova, the level of juvenile delinquency is increasing compared to the previous year,
which is demonstrated by the above-mentioned statistical data. In the previous year,
there was an unfavorable trend of increasing the social danger of crimes committed by
minors and the number of crimes committed by minors together with adults." [13, p.
141]

According to data provided by the Ministry of Internal Affairs, in 2023, 24.0
thousand crimes were registered on the territory of the Republic of Moldova, down by
10.4% compared to 2022 and by 24.3% compared to 2019. The crime rate in 2023 was
96 crimes per 10 thousand inhabitants (at the level of the previous year), compared to
120 crimes in 2019.

The number of crimes committed by minors in 2023 is decreasing compared to
the previous year, 2022. Thus, in 2023, 449 crimes committed by minors or with their
participation were registered, which constituted 1.9% of the total registered crimes.
Compared to 2022, there was a 36.3% decrease in crimes committed by minors,
especially crimes against property. The most frequent minors were involved in
committing thefts — 58.8%, followed by robberies — 7.1% and crimes related to
kidnapping the means of transport — 6.2%. For every 100 thousand children aged 0-17
years, 83 crimes committed by minors were committed, compared to 116 crimes in
2019. [5]

According to the legal provisions, any person who has reached the age of 16 can
be subject to criminal liability. Thus, a minor is considered "any natural person who,
at the time of committing a crime or illegal act, was under ,,18 years of age”.[6, art.
21]The general rule, according to the Criminal Code of the Republic of Moldova, is
that the minor bears responsibility from the age of 16. For some crimes, which have a
higher degree of social danger, expressly indicated in art. 21 paragraph 2) of the
Criminal Code, minors between the ages of 14 and 16 can bear responsibility for the

crimes expressly indicated in the Criminal Code.
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Thus, minors under the age of 14 cannot be held criminally liable, consideritg
that they do not have the full capacity to be aware of the seriousness of the committed
act. For this reason, children in this category are considered to be children ,,in
difficulty”, and the measures taken in their case should be exclusively the responsibility
of social assistance.

Juveniles who have committed criminal acts may be punished according to the
rules of the criminal law for each individual crime or replaced by educational coercive
measures. However, criminal penalties should only be applied if it is considered that
educational measures are not sufficient to correct the minor, therefore his behavior
must be thoroughly analyzed by the judicial court.

It is obvious that deviance exists in all its forms. Starting from the most minor
antisocial conduct, to murder and pathological deviance. At the same time, history has
shown us that there is no medicine, or a definite formula for solving deviance. What
matters for the safety of society is that the rate of deviation is kept within an acceptable
limit.[2, p. 80]

The Criminal Code provides for the procedure and the right to be released from
criminal liability for a person under the age of 18 (applied by the prosecutor during the
criminal investigation phase) who has committed a minor or less serious crime for the
first time, if it has been found that it is possible its correction without being subject to
criminal liability[6, art. 54][7, art. 483]. The coercive measures of educational
character listed in art. 104 CPP. According to the provisions of the legislation in force,
with regard to the application of the prison sentence to the minor subject of criminal
liability, who, at the time of the commission of the crime, was not 18 years old, the rule
is that the term of detention is established from the maximum sentence provided by the
criminal law for the crime done, halved. When determining the final punishment, in
the case of multiple crimes, the prison sentence applied to the minor cannot exceed 12
years and 6 months, and in the case of cumulative sentences - 15 years. The application
of life imprisonment to minors is prohibited by law. [6, art. 70, alin. 3, 4]

The commission of the crime by a minor is considered a mitigating circumstance

(art. 76 para. (1) letter b) CC). Juveniles convicted of “committing a light, less serious
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or serious crime can be released from punishment by the court if it is found that tI;
goals of the punishment can be achieved by applying coercive measures of an
educational nature provided for in the domestic criminal legislation™. [1, p. §]

In accordance with art. 111 paragraph (1) letter a) of the Criminal Code, minors
in respect of whom coercive measures of an educational nature were applied are
considered to have no criminal history. Thus, the following coercive measures of an
educational nature may be applied to persons released from criminal liability: the
warning - the explanations given to the minor regarding the damage caused by his act
and the consequences that will occur in the event of committing a new crime; entrusting
the minor for supervision to the parents, the persons who replace them or the
specialized state bodies - consists in entrusting the parents, the persons who replace
them or the specialized state bodies with certain obligations regarding the education of
the minor and the supervision of his behavior.

In the case of entrusting the minor to the supervision of the aforementioned
persons, the court must establish that the respective persons will have a positive
influence on the minor; obliging the minor to repair the damage caused. When applying
this measure, the material condition of the minor is taken into account; obliging the
minor to follow a course of medical treatment for psychological rehabilitation,
obliging the minor to follow the compulsory education course; forcing the minor to
participate in a probationary program.[6, art. 104, 111]

Thus, minors, convicted for committing a light, less serious or serious crime, are
released from punishment by the court, if it is found that the goals of the punishment
can be achieved by applying the coercive measures of an educational nature provided
for in art. 104. Therefore, the court will take all the measures provided by law to apply
a non-custodial sentence to the minor or to establish a milder sentence, or will apply
the conditional suspension of the sentence.[6, art. 79, 90]

The penalties that can be applied to the minor are provided in the Criminal Code:

The fine. It is considered by specialiststo be an ineffective measure, because, when
the material situation is relatively good, as a rule, the fine is paid by the parents or the

persons empowered as legal representatives, a fact that does not imply the minor's full
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awareness of the assumed responsibility for the actions committed.[6, art. 62]

Unpaid work for the benefit of the community.It is applicable to minors from the
age of 16 and is considered by specialists to be the most effective measure for
correcting and re-educating the minor. However, this is not always accepted by minors
and, therefore, enforcement is problematic.

Prison. Life imprisonment cannot be applied to minors. When determining the
custodial sentence for the person who, on the date of the crime, did not reach the age
of 18, the term of detention is determined from the maximum sentence provided by the
criminal law for the crime committed, reduced by half. Persons who have not reached
the age of 18 serve their prison sentence in juvenile prisons, taking into account the
personality of the convicted person, the criminal record and the prejudicial degree of
the crime committed. Detention is applied only in exceptional cases and that, in fact,
the problem of minors must be solved in society, but not by applying criminal penalties,
which are not always effective.

The imprisonment of a minor must be the court's last resort and only if another
sentence does not achieve its purpose. When adopting the sentence in respect of the
minor, the court is obliged, as mentioned above, to examine the possibility of releasing
his sentence in accordance with the provisions of Article 93 of the Criminal Code of
the Republic of Moldova or of the conditional suspension of the execution of the
sentence, according to the provisions of Article 90 of the Criminal Code.

Stemming from the principle of reasoning of court decisions, we mention that
when judging cases, the courts should adequately state the reasons on which they are
based, and the reasons provided for the decisions pronounced by the courts should not
be automatic or stereotypical. The exceptional nature of the imprisonment sentence is
to be argued by the court, in the sense that the purposes of the sentence can be achieved
by applying the imprisonment. Thus, one of the most important guarantees for
individualization and consistency in the pronouncement of sentences can be ensured.
[10, p. 89]

We reiterate, in context, that minors who have reached the age of 16 can exercise

their rights and assume obligations in the enforcement procedure if they have acquired
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full exercise capacity. The rights and interests protected by law of minors in tl;
enforcement procedure are defended by their parents, guardians, guardians and
guardians. [8, art.46]

In another order of ideas, the researcher Mihailov V., in her works, emphasizes
the conclusion resulting from a series of opinions, such as that ,,the punishments
applied to minors, for the most part, are fair, but, nevertheless, the reeducation effect
is below the limit of expectations”. [1, p. 68]

Thus, the rule, established for minors of reducing the punishment by 2 of the
maximum, is too great a benefit for juvenile offenders, in the case of serious crimes
committed in a group, with violence, this in the context where, according to the law,
the punishment can often be too mild and affects the rights of the injured party to
restore social equity. The punishments for minors should be more lenient than the
general rule, but in different proportions than is currently the case.

In another view, there should be a distinct category of criminal punishments
applicable to minors. This would allow a better individualization of the punishment,
taking into account the special subject of the minor, his limited capacity to be aware
and to appreciate the punishment in relation to his psychological fragility, so that he is
not traumatized and isolated from society. Juvenile penalties should be a separate
criminal category, with separate liability and with exceptions specific to the minor;
with alternatives corresponding to the immature level of development, so that the status
of a minor is not treated as a mitigating exception, otherwise, it would not be correct
for the purpose of the criminal law and the principle of the best interests of the child.

It should be noted that the Probation Service, as a specialized body, also has the
mission of supervising the execution of coercive measures of an educational nature,
applied by the prosecutor or the court of law [6, art. 104].The statistical data of the
Probation Service demonstrate that the number of minors on record corresponds in
principle to the number of criminal cases filed and the respective penalties applied,
which involve probation intervention. Thus, it can be concluded that the number of
criminal cases, with the involvement of minors, decreased, being the active

involvement of the Probation Service, as a body specialized in the execution of
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punishments or educational measures applied to minors.

According to the Report on the activity of the penitentiary administration system
for 2022, prepared by the National Administration of Penitentiaries of the Republic of
Moldova, "on January 1, 2023, 6084 persons were detained in the penitentiary system,
compared to 6396 in 2021. Thus, there is a decrease in the number of detainees by 312
people, which is a decrease of 4.88%. The total number of persons deprived of liberty
during the reporting period consists of: minors (boys/girls) — 34/1 (in 2021 — 58/1),
which is a decrease of 40.68%. [11]

When discussing the problems of implementing penal policy with regard to
juvenile offenders, it should be emphasized that the number of minors in detention
cannot be considered an indicator of humanity. Thus, it is not the number of minors
deprived of liberty that is more important, but their conditions of detention and
education. It is true that the situation in which every third or fourth juvenile offender
who is in educational detention does not inspire optimism.

We believe that the reduction in the volume of criminal repression against
minors can take place, if different modes of repression were to be carried out, such as:
by increasing the proportion of conditionally convicted persons, by applying
alternative punishments to deprivation of liberty or by applying forms of liability that
do not involve deprivation of liberty. However, from the study of the criminal law and
the practice of applying legal norms, it follows that in the conditions in which it is
effectively impossible to apply other criminal penalties to minors, such as fines,
community service, deprivation of the right to practice certain activities, in the
conditions of the acute lack of special education and rehabilitation institutions, the only
criminal punishment available to minors will continue to be deprivation of liberty.

According to a research, "the humanization of the legislation has led to the fact
that the release of minors from criminal liability for minor crimes has become
mandatory, with the application of rehabilitation and social assistance measures, but
except for cases of recidivism and some cases of violent crimes. The application of
educational coercion measures does not now depend on whether the minor or less

serious offence was committed for the first time or repeatedly; In addition, the law now
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allows minors who have committed not only less serious crimes, but also serious ones,
to be placed in a special education placement center. Some centers have social
pedagogues, who provide assistance and monitor the situation of children at risk or
involved in criminal actions". [12, p. 38]

Researcher Savga A. believes that, as a result of the analysis of all the punishments
applied to minors, we can note that the application of a differentiated sanctioning
regime 1s beneficial, ultimately achieving the goal of correcting them and re-educating
them in the spirit of the law. The individualization of punishments has a primary
purpose of re-educating the individual who commits the crime, in this sense it is not
necessary to apply a harsh sanctioning regime for their re-education. Thus, all the
levers established by the legislator have a final beneficial purpose for the correction of
criminals, due to the fair punishment compared to the criminal act committed and his
personality. [9]

A minor who has reached the age of 16 is liable for criminal liability. Minors who
have committed criminal acts may be subject to educational coercive measures and
criminal penalties. Penalties are applied only if it is considered that educational
measures are not sufficient to correct the minor. Sanctions are established by court
decision, in relation to the age and seriousness of the act, where, in order to
individualize the punishment, a series of factors must also be taken into account: the
degree of social danger of the act, the physical condition and intellectual development
of the minor, if has committed other similar acts, his family situation and any other
data regarding the minor and the possibilities of his re-education.

Taking into account the psycho-physiological particularities of the age that minors
represent and the different ways of influencing minors by way of sanctions, which may
have very varied re-education requirements, the legislator established as a basic rule
the application of educational measures towards minors, to the detriment of classic
criminal penalties, such as prison, conditional suspension, fine. The educational
measures provided for by the Criminal Code and the Code of Criminal Procedure are
criminal law sanctions, established for juvenile offenders with the aim of ensuring,

under the conditions of a criminal constraint, their education/re-education through
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supervision, school or professional training and by cultivating their conscience 0-f
values and behaviors that involve respect for the criminal law order. In contrast to
punishments, where the coercive-emotional character is predominant, educational
measures are practically devoid of coercive content, do not carry criminal
consequences in the future and do not lead to criminal antecedents. [1, p. 63-64]

Comparatively, in some foreign legislation (such as the french one), educational
measures can be taken even without establishing criminal liability, in the Republic of
Moldova they can only be consequences of a specific criminal liability and can only be
taken against the minor who committed a crime.

The implementation of more humane or alternative forms of criminal liability is
stopped for several reasons, including: the lack of funding for the system for combating
juvenile crimes, the theoretical fundamental insufficiency of their applicability, the
insufficiency of the criminal legislation, the errors in the system for the prevention of
juvenile crimes, the continuous attitude of the legal justice system to give priority to
coercive measures in the fight against crime, etc.

Juvenile crime is an original indicator of the social situation in the country. This
criminal type is very sensitive to the state of society. The increase in the level of
juvenile crime, as a rule, testifies to the unfavorable social processes taking place in
society. The analysis of juvenile crime is, on the one hand, a tool for identifying
criminogenic factors in society, and on the other - a basis for predicting crime as a
whole. [14, p. 31]

We believe that the most promising of them at present are: the wider application
in practice of the aspect of crime prevention; the introduction of the concept of
restorative justice;the rapid creation of a juvenile justice system or juvenile courts; the
formation in each subject of a complete infrastructure for the prevention of neglect and
crimes of minors and for the execution of sentences in their case; sufficient funding of
the system for the prevention and enforcement of sentences by minors; the involvement
of civil society institutions, etc., in solving the problems of rehabilitation and

resocialization of juvenile offenders.
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Conclusion

As a result of the research of this study, we reiterate that the system of
punishments applied to minors should be revised, so that the custodial sentence can be
applied only in exceptional cases. It is necessary to diversify the punishments applied
to minors, it is necessary to create educational centers specialized in the recovery of
minors, with a guard and supervision regime, within which to implement intensive
social reintegration programs, as well as educational and professional training
programs.We agree with the views of the researchers mentioned in this study and
believe that, for juvenile offenders, criminal law should provide for a distinct category
of punishment, including a special category of mitigating and aggravating
circumstances. This would ensure greater efficiency in achieving the goal of correcting,
re-educating and reintegrating delinquent children into society.

Therefore, the criminal minor should be one of the basic priorities of the state
criminal policy. The effective prevention and combating of juvenile delinquency is
even more necessary given that, according to statistical data, there is a worrying
increase in the number of juvenile delinquents under the age of criminal responsibility,
as well as in crimes of increased gravity, committed by juvenile delinquents. Thus,
when applying punishments and measures of coercion against delinquent minors, the
fact of their being in a negative environment, where there is violence, lack of
supervision and healthy activities, such phenomena as begging, vagrancy, smuggling

with narcotics and currency etc.

TRADITIONS OF CLASSICAL POSITIVISM IN MODERN
HISTORIOGRAPHY

Introduction.

The important tasks of the new Ukrainian historiography include the rise of
controversial theoretical problems and the modernization of methodology and methods
of scientific research, which are inseparable from its integration into the European and
world historiographic space. Therefore, the replacement of the ideas of classical
positivism in modern socio-humanitarianism remains an actual problem. To classical
positivism, we refer the first positivism, that is, the ideas and works of its founders
(O. Comte, H. Spencer, J. St. Mill), H. T. Bockl and his other followers, as well as
supporters of the so-called second positivism of the 1880s — 1920s.

Well-known modern researchers (O. V. Yas, B. G. Mogilnitsky, G. P. Myagkov,
O. M. Nechukhrin, V. A. Potulnitsky, L. V. Taran, L. O. Zashkilnyak and others)
recognize the partial preservation of the positivist canon of historiography in modern
historiography. In the doctoral dissertation and monograph «Positivism in historical
science in Ukraine (60s of the XIX-20s of the XX century)» [3], numerous articles by
us the importance of a more detailed study of the scientific heritage of positivists of the
past was constantly emphasized. The materials of the round table «Positivism:
reflections on the classical model of historiography» [4], which took place in
November 2016 in Kharkiv, showed the importance of further research of the positivist
model of historiography, its relevance for the development of modern socio-
humanitarian studies.

The purpose of our article is to determine the role of the ideas of classical
positivism in modern historiography, its role in preserving academic standards of
historical writing.

The research methodology consists of general scientific principles of historicism

and objectivity, special historical methods, in particular problem-historiographic,
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historical-comparative, historical-genetic, historical-typological, as well as
biographical approach.

Main text. As is well known, classical positivism denied the ideas of traditional
philosophy and criticized metaphysics as a scholastic teaching. The spread of
Enlightenment ideas from the end of the 18th century and positivism from the middle
of the 19th century. contributed to the reduction of the influence of religion and the
church in most European states. It is indicative that even now modern European socio-
humanitarianism (with the exception of Polish) is mostly atheistic. At the same time,
theology and hegelianism were considered outdated theories that could not rationally
explain the historical process. The reception of the ideas of positivism contributed to
the spread of the doctrines of darwinism and «vulgar» materialism. With the exception
of the last two teachings, positivist assessments of other theories are generally accepted
today.

Modern researchers do not deny the proximity of the marxist model of
historiography to the positivist one. Marxism developed the ideas of the «fathers» of
positivism to extremes: Marxists recognized only one factor - economic one. Positivist
historians recognized the class struggle, but did not consider it the main driving force
of society, as K. Marx and F. Engels proclaimed. At the same time, both theories were
brought together by the new socio-economic problems of historical research, the
recognition of the natural nature of the development of society [3, p. 235].

The positivist model of historical writing consisted of the following elements:

1. Theory of social progress. Following the French enlighteners, the positivists
called the main criterion of social development the increase of knowledge, the
development of education and science [3, p. 326-345]. The positivist interpretation of
the theory of progress is still generally recognized among scientists.

2.Recognition of regularities, not laws of Social Development. The search for
cause-and-effect relationships is already partly inherent in the previous educational and
romantic sociohumanitaristics. Positivists believed that the history of society should be
studied using sociological and biological laws. The thinkers of the second half of the

XIX century were faced with the task of finding stable development trends inherent in
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all or individual periods of society’s development. The presence of such trends (laws.,
regularities) was easier to show using examples from socio-economic history [3,
p. 250], which, by the way, brought positivism and marxism closer together. The latter
became a continuation of positivism, and later its opponent.

3.Theory of factors. In the theological concept of the historical process God was
declared the main Demiurge. H. V. F. Hegel claimed that society develops in
accordance with the world spirit. H. Spencer showed that social development is
influenced by various factors: economy, population (later M. M. Kovalevsky will call
this factor demotic), politics, law, religious, moral (ethical), ideology, science, culture.

Marxists, as you know, called the economy the root cause of most historical
phenomena. Positivists, unlike marxists, considered all factors to be equal, allowing
the priority of certain factors in certain periods. For example, M. S. Hrushevsky has
repeatedly noted that at the turn of the 16th and 17th centuries. in Ukrainian history,
the main church factor was [3, p. 385-399].

4. Theory of social evolution. H. Spencer and his followers believed that society
develops like biological organisms. Biological reductionism deprived public opinion
of the ideas of divine providence and national spirit. The theory of social evolution
contradicted the romantic vision of history as a series of cataclysms and sharply
reduced the importance of individual prominent figures in history.
Evolutionary theory contributed to the development of ethnology and archeology and
a more active study of the initial stages of the development of world civilization. In
particular, it stimulated the use of the historical and comparative method to study the
history of various states and ethnic groups [3, p. 346-363].

The declaration of social evolution as a normal path of historical development
provided a theoretical justification for the expediency of gradual reforms rather than
revolutions. Positivists recognized the revolution as an extreme way out of the
economic and/or political crisis. At the same time, the bloody nature of the course of
events, the frequent non-implementation of their tasks and the mostly negative
consequences of revolutionary coups were emphasized.

All these elements of the positivist model of historical writing form the basis (with
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additions and changes) of the modern theory of the historical process. Understanding
the ideas of sociology, which was perceived by most scientists as a new philosophy of
history, often led to their own theoretical construction of the historical process. The
ideas of positivism fit especially organically into the enlightenment and marxist
preferences of individual scientists. Today, we are also witnessing the strengthening of
the influence of not only the latest sociological ideas on the entire social
humanitarianism.

The problematic field of historical science in the second half of the 19th century.
was expanded the expense of key topics of socio-economic history, research of the
activities of broad social strata, national and social movements [3, p. 435-436]. The
subject of modern historical research has expanded significantly in recent times.
However, socio-economic and political problems remain in the topics of many
dissertations and other types of scientific works.

The positive aspects of the positivist version of historical writing were
factographism and documentalism. According to the positivist canon, historians in
their professional activities need to establish, collect, classify and investigate the entire
available set of facts. The factual style of presentation of historical events and
phenomena often prevailed over the generalization of historical facts. Most modern
scientific works are also typically factual.

The documentaryism proclaimed by positivist historians, supported by the
empiricism of natural science discoveries, in those specific conditions contributed to
increasing the specialization of scientific research, including the transition from the
description (sometimes inventing) of historical facts to the analysis of real historical
phenomena and events. The truthfulness of historical facts had to be proven not by
deductive reasoning, but by source information.

By documentalism, we mean the absolutization of the role of the historical source.
In the works of the end of the 19th and the beginning of the 20th centuries. the widely
quoted aphorism of Sh. Senyobos and Sh.-V. Langlois: «History is written according
to documents. Nothing can replace documents: there are none, and there is no history»

[2, p. 135; 3, p. 313].
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In the modern period, the most complete and reliable use of historical sources
remains one of the markers of scientific work. For the most part, modern researchers
continue to comply with the requirements of searching for and further introducing new
historical sources into scientific circulation: archival documents, archaeological or
other museum exhibits, collected in interviews.

The ideas of positivism had a significant impact on the development of the theory
and methodology of historical source studies, in particular, on the development of the
concept of a historical source and the rules for working with different groups and types
of sources.

Chernihiv researcher A. M. Ostryanko explains the reasons for the preservation
of the positivistic method of source studies in this way: «Despite the significant volume
of source complexes, painstaking work on identifying and processing sources carries a
lot of discoveries at the level of facts, which will be objectified precisely on the basis
of positivism» [5, p. 111]. A well-known source scholar gives other arguments::
«Given the gaps in the source base on the history of modern Ukraine, which is the
result of the contradiction between the constant development of ,,high technologies”
and the problems of information preservation (phones, internet, etc.; electronic
document management; information on electronic media, etc.) , there is a threat that in
the presence of technical means of information processing, history will have to be
studied exclusively from ,,traditional” written sources, which makes the methodology
and methods of positivism relevant for the long term» [5, p.111].
And he further writes: «The creation of an intensive flow of electronic data of various
content, quality of information, formats, etc. makes it necessary to use positivist
approaches for the verification of these information messages, separating falsification,
forgery, spam» [5, p. 111].

We fully agree with the following statement by A. M. Ostryanko: «The positivist
approach remains the basis for creating a multidimensional text from the point of view
of chronology, geography and content, which is the history of Ukraine, which is
characterized by evolutionism, focus on the creation of state life, which in the historical

narrative is realized according to using a problem-chronological approach» [5, p. 110-
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111]. At the same time, I do not agree with the categorical opinion of A.M. Ostryank;
about the ineffectiveness of positivist standards in the study of everyday history, gender
studies, intellectual biography and prosopography [5, p. 111]. Because all researchers
of written sources use the methodology that was created at one time by positivists and
is now only modified.

The majority of positivist historians called historical sources monuments of the
past, which contain information about historical events and phenomena. Their
approach was closer to the marxist one, where historical sources were interpreted
primarily as products of certain social relations [3, p. 318]. The positivist approach to
determining the historical source (in new editions) prevails in most works to this day.

The development of the methodology of working with historical sources led to
the spread in Ukrainian (as well as in Western European) historiography at the end of
the 19th century concepts of external and internal criticism. Only in the 1960s it was
modernized into the theory of analytical and synthetic source criticism [2, p. 101-106].

It is no coincidence that the main scientific school in Ukrainian historiography of
the second half of the 19th and early 20th centuries. in the literature, is called the name
«Kyiv documentary school» for the increased attention of M. D. Ivanishev,
V. B. Antonovych and their students to such a group of sources as act materials. The
latter were mostly kept in archives and private collections, and only a small part of
them was made public or at least used by  researchers.
Positivists were convinced that act sources are the most truthful and objective, and
therefore best suited for establishing historical facts.

The positivist model of historical writing included a number of research principles
and methods. Positivists attached a cult value to the principle of objectivity and tried
to abandon political, religious or other engagement. After the collapse of the Soviet
Union, researchers abandoned the principle of partisanship and support the opposite
principle of objectivity. The use of the principle of systematicity was considered
important for every major study, especially a dissertation. The active use of the
historical-comparative method in works on the history of different states and ethnic

groups proved the similarity of the norms of customary law and the process of state
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formation in ancient times. Reorientation of some historians in the last third of the 195
century to socio-economic topics led, in particular, to the widespread use of statistical
methods. The historical-genetic method has gained considerable popularity among
researchers. It was the more active use of the above-mentioned principles and methods
of scientific research that distinguished the positivist model of of historical writing
from the previous ones. Now all these methods are generally accepted in the scientific
environment community.

The positivist model of of historical writing, which involved the use of a large
number of sources, stimulated a significant expansion of the source base of historical
science. This is also evidenced by the intensification of archeographic work and the
development of archival institutions.

In contrast to the current historiographical situation, there were few examples of
violations of academic integrity in the universities of Ukraine in the second half of
the 19th and early 20th centuries.

After the successful defense of D. I. Bahaliy’s master’s thesis «History of the
Seversky land to the pol. XIV century» at St. Volodymyr’s Kiev University (September
26, 1882) and election as a full-time associate professor of the Department of Russian
history at Kharkiv University, a review of another student of V. B. Antonovich I.
A. Linnichenko was published in the «Journal of the Ministry of National Education»
(«XKypnan MunucrepcTBa HapoaHoro mnpocemieHus»). The review convincingly
proves D. 1. Bahaliy’s broad borrowings of other authors. This large article dealt a
serious blow to the scientist’s reputation [7]. In his memoirs «Autobiography: fifty
years on guard of Ukrainian science and culture» (1927), D. I. Bahaliy even tries to
explain this unfortunate incident [1, p. 33, 44 approx.].

Modern plagiarists often do not even publicly respond to accusations of
misappropriation of other people’s intellectual property.

In 1875 graduate student of the Department of state law of European states of
Kharkiv University M. M. Kovalevsky in his first article, published in French in the
Brussels journal «Revue du droit international et de 1égislation comparée», accused the

head of the department A. M. Stoyanov in plagiarism. A. M. Stoyanov in «Essays on
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the history and dogmatics of international law» used the manuscript o-f
D. I. Kachenovsky without mentioning the real author [4, p. 84-85].

Positivists considered the study of original (if possible) written sources to be one
of the requirements of scientific work. For example, professors G. I. Chelpanov,
M. M. Bubnov and V. V. Vodovozov, who were present at the defense of E. V. Tarle’s
master’s thesis at St. Vladimir’s Kiev University on October 14, 1901, criticized the
research on «Utopia» by T. More. A graduate student of I. V. Luchytsky translated the
text of T. More’s main work into Russian not from the Latin original, but from the
German edition of «Utopia». The German edition was also a translation from an
English-language book. The majority of those present still voted for granting the
dissertation a master’s degree in world history. Scandalous information about the
defense even got into Kiev newspapers [6].

Such examples of academic dishonesty were rare (in contrast the modern
historiographical situation). Characteristic features of most works of positivist
historians were increased reference to other authors, extensive citation of sources
(mainly act materials), factual presentation of the material, a complex apparatus of

notes, archeographic applications.

Summary and conclusions.

Modern requirements for academic texts, rules for dissertation defenses and other
norms of scientific life are based on the positivist traditions of the second half of the
19th century. Thus, the generally accepted requirement for dissertations on historical
topics was and still is the use of new (mostly archival) documents. Fortunately, the
positivist tradition of using mostly act materials over narrative sources for many
research topics has been preserved to this day.

In modern historiography, there is a mix of the latest concepts: post-positivist,
post-modern, and others. Modern pluralism in the methodology of social and
humanitarian sciences demonstrably disagrees with the preservation of the main
features of the positivist methodology of working with historical sources. The

circumstance (in our opinion) does not hinder, but contributes to the preservation of
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scientific standards of historiography. The modern pluralism of the methodology of
socio-humanitarian sciences is significantly discordant with the preservation in the
main features of the positivist methodology of working with historical sources. The
last circumstance (in our opinion) does not interfere, but contributes to the preservation
of scientific standards of historiography. We are convinced of the need for further
preservation of positivist traditions (of course, taking into account methodological

innovations) in the research culture of modern historians.
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
